stopped construction work today on the

big smelter now nearly completed at a
cost of a milliondollars.

Every man in the company's employ-

ment was dismissed, save enough to care
for the machinery yet arriving. Allac-
counts are to bo closed and nothing will
be done towards completing the 6melter
or reopening the mine until the copper
market Is more favorable.

The town of Coram, witha population
of 1600, was thunderstruck at the situa-
tion. IX was expected that the smelter
would start before January 1. Now the
opening Is put off Indefinitely until cop-
per Is selling higher. So far the flurry in
the copper market has made no difference
in the copper camps of Kerwick, Kennett
and Ingot, where the smelters are run-
ning as formerly, and there is no talk
of shutting down.

COURT MAKES INJUNCTION PER.

Pressmen's Organization Is Also Re-
strained from Paying Benefits

to Men Who Walk
Out

PRESIDENT URGES NEED OF
HONESTY, DECENCY AND SENSE

VICKSBURG, Miss., Oct. 21.

—
After a.

fortnight spent In the canebrakes and
looking bronzed and vigorous, Presi-
dent Roosevelt paid a short* visit to
Vlcksburg this afternoon.

The president arrived at Delta, just
across the river, at 1 p. m. He was
met by the steamboat Belle of the
Bends with a reception committee of
100 representative citizens on board.

The president immediately embarked,
and followed by a dozen boats, yachts
and other sraft made his entry Into the
city. The bluffs overlooking the river
were lined with people who gave tho
chief executive^ a hearty and noisy wel-
come.

President Roosevelt entered the tor-
ward carriage and with Mayor Griffith
and Stephen D. Lee headed the parade
which passed through the principal
streets to the national cemetery. The
streets wore densely packed with peo-
ple, who cheered the visitor at every
opportunity.

At the corner of Cherry and Clay
streets the procession was halted and
Gen. Lee, commander-in-chief of the
United Confederate Veterans, told the
president that several hundred Union
and Confederate veterans stood before
him and desired that the chief execu-
tive should meet the old warriors. The
president arose inhis carriage and cor-
dially shook hands with the old
soldiers.

Arriving at the National cemetery the
president's party drove slowly through
the burying grounds, the president evinc-
ing a lively Interest in the historic place.

From th^ cemetery the party drove to
the courthouse square, where an immerse
crowd had Katehred to hear the speech
making. President Roosevelt was intro-
duced by Congressman John Sharp Will-
lams. When the president arose to reply
the big ciowd accorded him a noisy
demonstration that lasted several
minutes.

Immediately after closing his address,
the president and party were rapidly
driven to the Yazoo & Mississippi rail-
road station, where a special train ttood
In waiting. At 5:30 p, m. the train pulled
out for Memphis, where the president Is
scheduled to arrive shortly after mid-
night.

ENORMOUS AMOUNT IN PURSES

GIVEN SINCE JANUARY

Figures Show That Twenty-five Mil-
lion Dollars Is Paid by Public

Each Year to Maintain
Sport of Kings

The importance of the disturbance In
the southern part of the empire is proved
by the departure from here today of the
French squadron. The warships are run-
ning south under full steam. They were
mobolized by means of the wireless teleg-
raph.

The ambushing of a French reconnolter-
ing party while proceeding yesterday
from Casa Blanca In the direction of
Taddert, resulted in the killing of Cap-
tain Jandey and a private of the Chas-
Eeurs d'Afrlque, and the wounding of six
men, and It is said has resulted in the
resumption of hostilities on the part of
the French troops commanded by Gen.
Drude.

Some of Ralsuli's followers have de-
serted him and come to Tangier. The
native report of the occurrence give as
a reason for the desertions that Ralduli,
in retaliation for French interference in
the steps taken to secure the release of
Caid Sir Harry MacLean, intends to "kill
MacLean by Inches."

Haflg Is showing a strong hand In con-
trolling certain Moorish sects which are
demanding the proclamation of a holy
war to which he is unalterably opposed.

To Protect Foreigners
Officials at Mazagan have received In-

formation to the effect that Mulal Haflg
started on October 19, for Gharab, the
district between Tangier and Fez. Haflg
has issued a notice to the effect that he
guarantees the protection of all foreign-
ers at Morocco City, inviting certain
foreigners whohave gone to Mazagan, to
return to Morocco City,and resume their
business there, and ordering his repre-
sentatives to furnish them with every-
thing necessary to enable them to make
the return trip to the capital of the south.

The first division of the Imperial troops,
consisting of 800 men, destined for Moga-
dor, arrived at Tangier today. Communi-
cation withMogador is Interrupted.

During the night of October 17, some of
Mulai Haflg's men made a third raid on
the customs house at Mazagan and seized
100,000 cartridges, and on the following
night they made a fourth raid on the
same place and captured 200,000 more
cartridges.

According to reports Just received from
Mazagan, eight regiments of the pre-
tender's troops, under command of Mulal
Rachld, defeated the Sultan's troops and
captured several pieces of modern field
artillery, with Cald Bushtai Bagdani,
commander-in-chief of all Abdel Aziz's
forces.

TANGIER, Oct. 21.—0n October 20, be-
tween Shawta and Mequlnez, occurred
the first battle between the forces of
Sultan Azjz and Mulal Hang, pretender
to the throne, and known as the sultan
of the south. The latter was overwhelm-
ingly victorious, and the triumph is of
great Importance, as It strengthens the
sentiment infavor of Mulal Haflg.

The sport Is well named, for It takes
a king's Income to maintain it. A con-
servative follower of the game, with a
penchant for figures, said that $25,000,000
was paid out yearly by race-goers to rac-
ing associations and bookmakers. This
represents bets, admission price and rail-
road fares to and from the tracks.

The money expended by cltlcens of this
country on the sport of kings is not In-
cluded.

The grand total is $1,706,881. This in
Itself would be a great Bum, but it only
represents a very small number of horse
owners who have won money on the turf
from January 1ty October 19. In the ag-
gregate the winnings of all owners
reaches $5,000,000. This sum represents
only the amount paid out by racing asso-
ciations to owners.

NEW YORK, Oct. 21.— Some idea of the
magnitude of horse racing inAmerica is
gained from a tabulated record of the
winnings of the thirty leading owners,
made public today.

STAMBOUL,La, Oct. a.—When Presi-
dent Roosevelt today boarded his special

According to the contract, the press-
men were to have a nine-hour day until
January 1, 1909, when the eight-hour day
was to go into effect, but the union had
demanded the Immediate acceptance of
the eight-hour day.

CINCINNATI,Oct. 21.—The temporary

Injunction against the Inciting of a strike
by the International Pressmen's union
for an eight-hour day was made perma-
nent today by United States Judge
Thompson, who held that such action on
the part of the union officials would be
breaking a valid contract. The injunction
was sought by the United Typothetae
of America and certain publishing con-
cerns in New York, Chicago, St. Louis
and Massachusetts to prevent the defend-
ants, officers and members of the press-
men's union from Inciting and carrying
on a strike, which • as In effect the
breaking of a contract entered Into last
May and running until June 1, 1909.

can soon cure this defect in Grindle.
Whit Nast did not play his game Satur-
day and willundoubtedly pick up.

St. Vincent's showed the true fighting
spirit In the Denver game, and Hempel
willdo well to foster this aggressiveness
until the locals are full of it when the
Mormons come out from Salt Lake.

Nast Will Improve

Maddock Is known in sporting circles
from coast to coast.

In the Denver
game he was down under the punts Just
as quick as the ends, and at times he

was even ahead of them.
Little Ruppert Is a fair kicker, but

doesn't handle his feet right. If he

hadn't fallen several times last Saturday

on account of the heavy field he might

have made several large gains.
Btoney of last year's Throop team is

a fineright half, and in the Denver game
he made sensational runs, Independent of
Interference, picking his own holes out
like a weasil.

At times St. Vincent's was lively, but
generally very slow. The college de-

tense and rugged, practically all of the
line men falling to get through as they

ought to, withthe exception of Taylor.
