PINKERTONS SEEK
BOLD HIGHWAYMEN

THIRTEEN THOUSAND DOLLARS
REWARD OFFERED

Fortune Awalts Officers or Others Who
Capture Montana Train Rob.
bers—Former Convicts
Suspected of Job

Thirteen thousand dollars reward has
been offered for the arrest of the two
daring highwaymen who on the morn-
ing of September 12 held up and robbed
the Oriental Limited on the Great North-
ern road one mile west of Reno, Flat-
head county, Montana.

According to eirculars which have
been sent broadcast through the coun-
try by the Pinkerton detective agency
the robbers were evidently “yeggs” or
former convicts. It is thought they
will be found around the lower class of
dance halls or in gambling dens,

The robbery which was committed by
the highwaymen was an exceptionally
daring one. About 2:45 on the morning
the robbery was committed the two
robbers secreted themselves on the ten-
der of the engine and crawled from
there Into the cab. They then held up
‘the engineer and flreman, forcing them
to uncouplé and drive ahead.

Later they forced their way into the
baggage car, where they dynamited the
safe and stole four packages of regis-
tered mail.

The Great Northern headquaretrs was
notified and $10,000 reward for the ar-
rest of the robbers was offered. The
postoffice department offered $2000 re-
ward while the Marine Insurance com-
pany of London offered $1000 reward.

The leader of the highwaymen is de-
scribed as follows: About 80 years of
age, 6 feet 8 Inches tall, weight about
160 pounds, stocky build, smooth
shaven. full red lips, good teeth and
wearing a black sack coat, slouch hat
and yellow khaki trousers.

The second highwayman was about
30 years of age, 5 feet 11 Inches tall,
weight about 160 pounds, slender bulild,
dark hair and eyes, Roman nose, smooth
shaven, thin face and wearing a black
sack coat, slouch hat and black
trousers.
