LOOT FOUND HIDDEN
IN UNIQUE TUNNEL

Three Alleged Members of Gang of
Thieves Are Under Arerst and

-Two Valuable Stolen
Rugs Recovered

That a strong sentiment against track
racing throughout the country Is felt was
Indicated, by the club vote asked for on
this question. President Hotchklss an-
nounced that of thirty-three clubs voting
twenty-seven were against granting track
sanctions, three were in favor of holding
races under certain restrictions, while
only three voted for track races unre-
servedly.

The association will then appoint a
referee who shall pass upon the fitness,

not only of the track, but of the cars and
drivers. He will have power to refuse
drivers who are ltnown as reckless to
compete.

Most important of these changes are
that no sanction shall be granted for any
track meet except to a club or organiza-
tion affiliated with the American Auto-
mobile asoclatlon; that such action shall
be accompanied by a photo of the track
turns and a certificate stating that every
detail of the track and grounds has been
carefully examined.

The committee does not make the rad-
ical recommendation that the track con-
tests be abolished, but proposes changes to
the sanction giving power that willmean
a material reduction In the number of
such events, while at the same time safe-
guarding them to the greatest possible
extent

NEW YORK, Oct. 31.-Automoblle track
racing, If continued in America with the
sanction and approval of the American

Automobile association, willbe completely
revolutionized In respect to the methods
of conducting such events and the restric-
tions imposed.

The committee appointed by the direc-
tors of the association a month ago to
consider the future policy of the national
organization on this important matter has
agreed upon a report which willbe acted
upon by the association in the near fu-
ture.

LONDON, Oct. 31.—The editor of the
Kennel estimates that Americans have
spent more than $100,000 this summer buy-
ing English dogs. American purchasers
axe now the largest in the English
market. Owing to American money dog
breeding has become a national Industry
In England. The editor of the Kennel
said: "This has been an unusual season.
A record number of dogs have bean
bought by Americans. One buyer shipped
$150,000 worth of dogs last week. The
British bulldogs in popularity withAmer-
icans are Airedales, wire-haired fox ter-
riers, Irish and Scotch terriers and toy
spaniels. England recently sold collies
costing $3000 each."
