PASADENA, Nov. 3—~What with the
silerce of Prof. E. C. Cory and the delay
in the arrival of his report on the munici-
pal light problem, the non-appearance of
the chemical engine and hose wagon, to-
gether with the shortage of funds to carry
out contemplated features of the city
lighting plant, Pasadena's mayor has
cause for worry.

In municipal circles it was expected that
Prof. Cory would be able to advise the
mayor at once ir regard to the feasibllity
of adopting either the Scattergood or
General Manager Glass' recommendations
on the further expenditure of money on
the light plant.

For almost two weeks past nothing has
been recelved from Prof, Cory, and in-
quiry at Berkeley reveals that he has
been absent from that city the greater
part of the week.

Regarding the chemical and hose wagon
for the enlarged fire department, the city
has no cholce but to wait until the manu-
facturing company is ready to ship the
equipment, as no penalty clause was at-
tached to the contract with Harper &
Reynolds of Los Angeles. The contract
‘was let to this firm last December and it
was tha agreement that the equipment
should be delivered in Pasadena within
four months. It is now learned that the
equipment is being furnished by a St.
Louls manufacturing firm and that both
machines have not been completed on ac-
count of labor disturbances. Just when
they will be shipped has not been learned
by Harper & Reynolde.

PECULIAR SILENCE HANGS
OVER NEW VENICE TRACK

PERSONS SUPPORTING VENTURE
CONCEAL IDENTITY

Interested Speculators Are Ashamed

to Let Public Know Their Names

and White Refuses to Di-
vulge Secret List

VENICE, Nov., 3.—Notwithstanding the
positive assurances of prominent members
¢ the local trade organization that all
preliminary details in connection with the
establishment here of a race course have
keen closed, there are well informed beach
citizens who express the bellef that the
project is based on a sea-breeze founda-
tion. Those who are recognized as the
leading local supporters of the enterprise
appear to find a satisfyirg delight In hid-
ing from the general inquirer all definite
information as to the names of subscrib-
ers, the stock subscription figures and
other matters having an important bear-
ing on the project. When asked last even-
ing for a copy of the announcement of
organization, which contains a long list of
names and subscription amounts, Dr. J.
M. White refused the request on the
ground that eome of the stock was al-
lotted to persons who did not want it
known that they supported the enterprise.
The amount of the subscriptions is said to
Le close to the $300,000 capitalization under
which the track will be incorporated as
the Southern California Falr assoclation
of Los Angeles, The subesribers it is
stated, include well known New York and
San Francisco race track men, who have
signed for stock running in amounts up to
50,000, Local subscriptions are alleged
to total $40,000, and are chiefly in sums of
aboutr $1000.

Abbot Kinney is named as being down
for $10,000 and the Ocean Park lmprove-
ment company, which is almost &s much
a factor in the Pler avenue district as
Mr. Kinney is on Windward avenue, is
booked for a big block of the stock.

While no attempt has been made to
obscure the purpose of the enterprise as
being the conducting of horse races and
that all other amusement features pro-
moted by the association will be only
of secondary consideration, little thought
has been given apparently to the recent
declaration of President T. H. Willlams
of the Pacific Jockey club, which con-
trols racing on the Pacific coast, that
any track operated at Venice would be
an outlaw affair and will be tabooed by
racing .sen in good standing all over
the country.
