PASTOR DELIVERS A STIRRING

Student of Current Events Traces
Startling Analogies Between Con*

ditions During Bible Times and
.Those of Present Da/

"What does It all mean? Simply that
the policy of commercialism which has
ruled the world for years, the policy
which has exalted luxury, selfish life,
selfish ease, which has brought in the
rule of cruelty and oppression, which has
shut out God from our councils— that
policy of irreligion

—
has produced

throughout the world its fearful, ap-
palling fruit which means reform or
chaos. And the call is loud and clear,
voiced in overhanging terrors, that wise
r-en and true shall bestir themselves to
bring back the fear of God as an opera-
tive force innational life."

"Russia today, throughout its vast ex-
tent, is- full of that same spirit of revo-
lution.

"Russia has her anarchists. Czar Nich-
olas may dismiss the douma and fool-
ishly Imagine that with the restoration
of the ->ld policy of repression the dan-
ger has been averted, but within a. few
days past a young woman shot down one
of the arch conspirators against the lib-
erties of the Russian people— ahot him
down in the midst of a gay company—
and then resigned herself to the hands of
the law, sneering at their power.

"Great Britain has her India, today.
She faced this peril half a century ago
and Imagined the danger had been over-
come with the suppression of Indian
mutiny, but today throughout the whole
length and breadth of that vast Indian
empire Mohammedan and Hindu alike
are seething in a ferment of revolution,
while England at home is facing indus-
trial unrest.

peril as may well stir men to earnest
tnought.
