IF CHASE QUITS

YANKEES SIGN OLD TIMER FOR
COMING SEASON
Glade Will Not Be on New York's Pay=
roll, According to Secretary
Nahon—Secured in
Trade

NEW YORK, Nov. 18.~It was an-
nounced at the office of the Greater New
York Baseball club in the Flatiron build-
ing that Jake Stahl, former manager and
first baseman of the Washington team,
has signed a contract to play with the
Yankees next season, If Hal Chase fails
to report next spring Stahl will be as-
signed to first base; otherwise he will be
tried in an outfield position.

Secretary Nahon, who announced the
Stahl deal, also took occasion to deny
the widespread report that Pitcher Fred
Glade of St. Louis had been transferred
to the New York club. This rumor em-
anated from Boston, where it was sald
that the American league club of that
eity had traded Second Baseman Ferris
to New York fon Frank Laporte. Ferris,
it was said, had been passed along to the
8t. Louis club in exchange for Glade.

It now appears that Stahl was secured
in a three-cornered deal between the Bos-
ton, New York and Chicago clubs sev-
eral weeks ago. Stahl was on Chicago's
reserve list, but refused to play there.
He alleged that he was unfairly deprived
of his rights, and prepared to sue the
national commission. Chi®hgo wanted
Inflelder Parent of the Boston club and
traded Stahl for him. Manager McGuire
wanted a second baseman, so he passed
Stahl along to the New York club for
Laporte.

The deal was made just after the season
closed, but Stahl immediately announced
he would not play in New York or in
any other city unless he received a part
of the purchase money, claiming that he
was a ‘‘free agent.” Clark Griffith ar-
rived in Chicago last week on his way to
Montana. He met Stahl and proposed
terms that satisfied the player. Griffith
then produced a contract, and the deed
was done. This move indicates that the
New ¥York club is preparing to fill Chase's
place in case the young Californian re-
peats his tactics of last spring.

UNION ALLOWS REGISTRATION
FROM TWO PLACES ¢

James E. Sullivan Re.elected to Presi«
dency and Dixon Continues in Secs
retary’s Office—Records

NEW YORK, Nov. 18.—After a long dis-
cussion at its annual meeting today, the
Amateur Athletic union finally decided on
the status that college athletics are to
hold in Amateur athletics in the future
By the resolution which was finaily
passed it is decreed that college athletics
may only register with the union from
two places, their colleges and the homes
of their parents or guardians. An at-
tempt was made to confine college ath-
letes to their colleges, but the delegates
believing that this change was altogether
too drastic the resolution was amended to
include their homes.

James B, Sullivan was unanimously re-
elected president, of the union and John
J. Dixon was continued in the position of
secretary and treasurer. John O'Connor,
H. G. Penniman, Dr., George Orton and
Everett C. Brown were elected vice presi-
dents.

President Sullivan, in his annual ad-
dress, favored dealing with college ath-
letes in a liberal spirit. Athletic chamn-
pionships at expositions were commendad
by the president, and he particularly
recommended favorable action on the
proposition of the Pacific northwest di-
vision advanced by Delegate A. A. Gold-
smith in relation to sports at the Yukon-
Alaska exposition at Seattle in 1909.

FITZSIMMONS
GOESTOJAIL

HARD LEGAL FIGHT ENDS IN HIS
DEFEAT

Attorneys Unable to Clear Confidence
Scheme Man—His Appeal Refused
and Six Months’ Sentence
Executed

Orlando K. Fitzsimmons of ill-fame in
connection with the notorious Cumulative
Credit company which operated from
palatial offices In lLos Angeles and San
Francisco until it was exposed by The
Herald, must serve his six months' sen-
tence in the local county jail for havinz
violated the laws against using the United
States malils for the purpose of boosting
a lottery scheme.

Judge Olin Wellborn, in the United
States district court, yesterday filed the
remittitur following the refusal of the
United States circult court of appeals to
sustain Fitzsimmons' appeal, and the sen-
tence went into immediate effect. The
prisoner “also paid a fine of $250, and hig
associates, John W. Neighbors and Daltom
Arnett, were let off easily with the pay-
ment of a like sum, without imprison-
ment.

Fitzsimmons worked his lottery graft
for a long time with apparent success,
and his offices in the Mason building
looked like the headquarters of a big cor-
poration. But L. W. Valentine, who was
United States district attorney at the
time, finally accumulated enough evidence
to obtain his indictment before the grand
jury, and he was convicted October 9,
1805. Ever since that time Fitzsimmons
has put up a hard legal fight for freedom,
but his attorneys, Walter E. Bacon and
Burrel D. Neighbours, were unable to
clear him.

The Cumulative Credit scheme was
worked on the idea of each subscriber
putting in about $100 per month, and then
drawings were held whereby the lucky
subscriber got $150. The company de-

ded on the dell y of the poorer
subscribers and the catching of fresh
dupes in large numbers to keep the farce
up. Many people of small means suffered
when the inevitable break came.
