It was rumored at the meeting that
there was strong proballlty of the new
swimming associations of Amherst and
Williams combining with Brown in the
formation of a triangular league. It
seems that the Providence boye were dis-
couraged over their poor showing of last
year and thought it would be more satis-
factory to find opponents nearer their own
caliber.

A change was made at the meeting in
the membership of the league. Brown
university resigned and the College of the
City of New York was take in irstead.
This leaves six In the organization— Ynle,
Princeton, Pennsylvania, Harvard, Co-
lumbia and C. C. N. Y.

NEW YORK. Nov. 29.—Aquatic sports
are assuming an important position In
the collegiate world and the enthusiastic
activity displayed In the university pools
this fall gives every indication of -n bril-
liant season for 1907-1908. So far have
things advanced that the Intercollegiate
Swimming association decided to lose no
time In formulating plans, and met here
for that purpose lnst week.

After electing Foster Naethlng of
Yale president, E. Hopkinson Jr. of
Pennsylvania vice president and W. C.
Springer of Princeton secretary and treas-
urer the delegates took up the question of
arranging the details of the intercolle-
giate tournament. The system of last
year was again adopted. There will be
dual meets, consisting of 50, 100 and 220
yard swims, plungs for distance, fancy
diving and a four-man relay race, each
to swim fifty yards. Each tenm willhnve
to meet the other in the tournament and
the total number of victories willdecide
the championship. The water polo games
will be held In connection with the dual
meets, but will be a totally separate af-
fair. The Individual championships will
be competed for at a special meet to take
place In the Princeton tank on April 4.

It
is the work of Martin Hume, one of the fore-
most of living Kngllsh historians, who has
made the subject of Spain's greatness and
decadence his own, and whose books are as
popular in the United States as they are In
England.

Walter De Witt has designed a conveniently
shaped und easily understood family genealogi-

cal record book. It In published by the Graf-
u.ii Press of New York under the title of

and Is Intended especially for the non-expert
In genealogical matters. The sire of the vol-
ume is the ordinary duodecimo.

The late Mrs. Jlary Jane Holmes, who
died on October 7, had one, at least, of
the attributes that all writers covet.
She had readers; had them by the mil-
lion, and kept them from the time she
published her first story In ISS4 until the
end of her life. In the course of fifty-
one years of active literary labor she
turned up thirty-four books, of which,
it is said, more than 2,000,000 copies have
been sold. That means an average circu-
lation of about 60,000 copies for each
book. She was 79 years old when she
died; her last completed story was pub-
lished when she was 77, and she left an
unfinished story on which she had
stopped work because of trouble with hei
eyesight. Her books had no literary dis-
tinction and, we believe, no moral de-
fect. She must have had great pleasure
in writing them, and her millions of
readers evidently had pleasure in read
ing them. She seems to have lived a wise
and exemplary life in the village of
Brockport, N. V., varied by extensive
travels and by summer migration to a
seashore home. Among successful au-
thors Mrs. Holmes must be ranked high.
She seems neither to have written down
to her audience nor up to It, but simply
tej have given them the best she had.
That seems to be about all there is to the
profession of writing—to give one's best.
Literary distinction is a fairly definite
thing, which some writers attain, an<l
others, like Mrs. Holmes, do not; but
the ability to win readers is something
very much more obscure.
