EMPEROR IS
NOT FOUND

BALDWIN'S GREAT HORSE IS
AT REST

MONUMENT WILL BE ERECTED
TO HIS MEMORY

Grief.Stricken Throng Attends Burial
of Derby Winner, Considered
Grandest Thoroughbrec
Foaled in California

11 HE Emperor is dead!"” But there
were no answering echoes of
“Long live the Emperor;” at Ar-

cadia yesterday when the news went
through the town that Emperor of Nor-
folk was dead. No worthy successor
to the greates. racg horse ever bred in
California could be found in all the
broad acres of Lucky Baldwin's domain,
and the title rests with the son of Nor-

follk beneath the soil of the grassy field,

that has been his home for twenty-two
years,

Emperor of Norfolk died at {(wenty
minutes to eight o'clock yesterday morn-
ing, and his passing away was the cause
of real grief, For months it has been
known that the wonderful thoroughbred
would not be spared to his well-carned
retirement for long, and when the stable
attaches announced that the end was
near everyone on the Santa Anita was
at the stall door for a last look at the
beloved animal.

Eyes Are Moist

There were real men in the gathering,
and they were not ashamed to let others
the molstened eyes which were
turned toward where lay the once pow-
erful frame of the horse. Wonderfully
gentle for a stallioin, Emperor of Nor-
folk was caressed and fondled by all
about the ranch, and when his end was
announced genuime sorrow, as for a hu-
man being, overwehimed those about him,

Immediately after his death, the Em-
peror was laid away fcr his last rest.
A flower bordered plot, surrounded by
rocks and trees to give it the form of
a heart, is where a monument, a tribute
from Lucky Baldwin and his ranch at-
taches to their love for the horse, will
be erected.

No ordinary burial.was good enough
for Emperor of Norfolk, and he was laid
away with all the care loving hands
conld command. A pine box, made to
accommodate his vast bulk, was built
around the animal's form, and he was
laid away where the surrounding earth
could not touch ‘him. Flowers were
strewn on the mound, and Santa Anita
was in general mourning for the entire
day.

Bred Near Sacramento’

Emperor of Norfolk was undoubtedly
the greatest horse ever bred in Cahror=
nia, and counted his victories by the
dcore. His two years of active racing
marked him as a truly “classy"" animal,
and more than one- purse came to his
owner through hjs wonderfud gameness
and speed.

The horse was bred by Theodore Win-
ters of Nevada at his stock farm near
Sacramento, California. Tucky Baldwin,
looking around for a successor to Grin-
stead, purchased the Emperor as a
vearling and brought him to Santa Anita,
where he received his early training.

“He'llgbe greater than Grinstead,” said
Baldwin, and he went to work developing
the Emperor until 1887 when, as a two-
year-old, the animal was taken east to
meet the pick of the metropolitan tracks,

Victory after victory, and also an oc-
caslonal defeat, came Emperor of Nor-
folk's way. The Hyde Park stakes at
Washington park, Chicago, were his by
right of conquest, and after the New
York tracks opened he was taken on to
Saratoga. There the Kentucky stakes, in
those days considered one of the big
events of the summer season, fell to
the Emperor, and Baldwin brought him
back to California for the winter.

Won American Derby

Successful. as was his two-year-old
form, Emperor of Norfolk achleved his
greatest. fame the following season. The
American derby, in which the cracks of
the country were entered, claimed Bald-
win's attention, and he centered his
hopes on Emperor of Norfolk.

And the horse was equal to the oc-
casion, Despite the contempt in which
the talent held him—for fifty to one was
short price against the Baldwin entry—
Emperor of Norfolk, in a grueling race
that tested the heart of every hoirse in
it, proved far better than was expected,
winning the event and enriching his
owner by thousands of dollars.

The Drexel stakes; run over the same
course, was his next conquest and Bald-
win again went east, this time to try
for the Brooklyn derby at Gravesend.
First money was easy for the big bay,
and he returned to California hailed as
one of the greatest horses of the age.

Emperor of Norfolk was retired to the
stud when four years old, and until five
vears ago was considered one of the best
sires in the west. Old age interfered
at this time, and since then the animal
has led @ life of ease, receiving all the
attention his great record called for.

In point of breeding Emperor of Nor-
follc could hold his own with any horse
ever foaled in- California. Sired by the
wreat Norfolk, and out of the wonderful
Marion, he ran back on his paternal side
to Bostpn, and was considered the best
great-grandson of this noted sire. Lexing-
ton, the son of Boston, was the getter of
Norfolk, and in a direct line Emperor of
Norfolk's blood tracked back to what is
hailed as one of the greatest stallions
America ever knew.

Colts Achieved Fame

Two of Emperor of Norfolk's sons have
achieved fame wh\lch in a measure ap-
proached that of ‘their sire. Cruzados,
which many turfmen hail as the greatest
five-furlong horse in the country, is by
the Emperor, and Americus, now in the
stud In England, and well up the list of
winning sires in that”country, is, also
by the dead horse. Americus was pur-
chased from Lucky Baldwin several
vears ago, and was raced in America un-
der the name of Rey del Carreras.

As sobrr-as plans can be made, Lucky
Baldwin will eréct a monument over the
body of Emperor of Norfolk. The one
bright spot in the shadows surrounding
the Baldwin barns is the fact that the
horse lived to see a modern racing plant
completed on the Baldwin lands,
his sons and daughters striving with
others to carry the Baldwin colors to
vigtory, as he himself had done so many
times. Those about him claim Emperor

RIFLEMAN IS
GRAND COLT

MAY MEET MONTGOMERY BEFORE
END OF SEASON

Two Pacific Coast Records Broken
During Week, Showing That
Santa Anita Track Is
Fast and Safe

BY HIDALGO. .

We have had a week of ideal weather,
and quite as good racing as has ever
been seen on the Paclfic coast. The Ken-
tucky hred colt, Rifleman, scored his gec-
ond vietory on Thursday at seven fur-
longs, covering the Aistance in 1:% flat,
after lying back in third place under
double wraps for the first half mile, which
was covered in 463 seconds. He seemed
‘able to have made it in 1:24, if there
had been anything to urge him to the top
of his epeed.

Last year the Chinn & Forsythe stable,
that €old Montgomery to Emil Herz, the
Hebrew piunger, for $30,000, claimed that
he was from seven to ten pounds better
than Rifleman at any distance which
horses had ever run. As Montgomery is
in the stable of Bam Hildreth at the Oak-
land track, and is engaged in several val-
uable stakes here during the present mevt-
ing, it Is to be hoped that the racegoers
of Los Angeles will be able to s¢e how
much better than Rifleman Montgomery
really is.

Two good local records have been
broken during the past week. La Gloria,
from the Pasadena stable of P. J. Wil-
llams, who 18 called “Dick' for the sake
of brevity, cut the six furlongs down
from Rifleman's 1:122-5 to 1:121-5, but he
was 3 years old with 120 pounds up, while
she wag 4 and only carried 93, so that
the performance of the son of Pessara is
by far the more meritorlous. And on
Friday that gay black decelver, Water-
bury, from the Carman etable, lowered
the record made by Creston, 1:064-5, to
1:06 2-5 for five and a half furlongs, carry-
ing 105 pounds, at 3 years old, to Creston's
103 at 2 years, so that Creston's race ls
really the better of the two.

Fastest in State
That the track i the fastest in Califor-

is the case at Oakland, cannot be denied,
for there have been two races of one
mile each In the past week in which the
distance has been covered in less than
1:40, and ir both cases by selling platers
of the second class, but good in their
clagg—Harry Scott and Edwin T. Fryer.

On two other occaslons there have been
miles between 1:40 and 1:41, both by sell-
ing platers that were barely out of the
third class, This clearly shows the track
to be a fast one, but those wiseacres who
talk about its being short of its reputed
measuremonts are solfloquizing through
their sombreros. The measurements have
been gone over several times, so that
thre is:no chance for dispute as to dis-
tance.

Bo it scems that ‘‘Boots’” Durnell got
into eom. bad scrape at the New York
tracks last summer and is suspended in-
definitely from racing there, which is
about the next thing to belng ruled oft
for life, I am sorry to hear of it, be-
cause he is a bright little fellow and has
always treated me nicely.

But I fear he has done something out of
thé commcn or they would rot be taking
such action against him at this season of
the year. For most offenses they would
say, “Oh, let it go for the present; let
him race at the winter tracks and when
he comes back here in the spring we will
glve him his gruel.” .

The nature of the offense has not yet
been made publie, but it must be some-
thing serlous against the rules of racing
or they would not be in such a hurry to
hand him out a kedge anchor for himseif
and all nis horees." ¢ $

California Record

The California record for one mile,
made here four years ago by Green
Morris' filiy, Gold Rose, and subsequently
Jlowered hy James Curl's Chimneysweep,
was lowered again Saturday by Frank
Regan's bay geldihg, Kliiter, who ran the
distance n 1:38 2-5,

Kilter properly belongs.in the second
class of selling platers, although a really
good horse in his division. If he can run
that fast over the Santa Anita track, a
good handicap horse, with 115 pounds, or
a horse of real stake form with 120,
should cover that distance (under similar
conditions of weather and track, of
course) in 1:36* to 1:37.

Kilter enjoys the management of Frank
Kegan, who, though not rated a first
class trairer at the far east, is as good
in his buginess as any trainer that .has
yet come to the coast, and above and
beyond all that, a thoroughly upright
man, whcse name has never yet been
coupled with a turf scandal of any sort.
