That the race shall be started from
the Sandy Hook lightship and shall be of
not less than thirty miles and not more
than forty miles in length on the open
sea.

That the race shall be sailed under the
rules of the Brooklyn Yacht club in force
at the time of«ghallenging or under such
other rules as shall be mutally agreed
upon. y
