BEAUMONT, Dec. 19.—This vicinity

holds the palm for the average potato
yield this season, as shown by a canvas
of ranchers just completed.

State returns of the tuber yield show

a total of 5,920,000 bushels and a total
acreage of 40,000 acres. This gives an
average yield of 148 bushels to the acre.

Beaumont and vicinity shows an aver-
age of 192 bushels to the acre.

Several fruit orchards willbe set in
the near future by recent purchasers of
small ranches. Nearly all deciduous
fruits willbe represented in the planting.
Among the most profitable frultß in the
vicinity this year were peaches, prunes,
pears, cherries, apples, olives and grapes.

A canvas of the apple growers disclosed
the fact that the orchards yielded from
{250 to {300 an acre this season. This was
with those who wholesaled their fruit.
In one or two Instances the crop wan
marketed directly to retail dealers and
to private consumers and brought much
larger returns.

Prof. D. C. Burson, who is studying
climate, soils and conditions In the pass,
has pronounced in favor of another
product for this soil. He says climatic
conditions and quality of soil here are
more nearly Identical with those of the
Virginia peanut belt than any be has
seen In California and it is his opinion
a better quality of peanuts may be grown
here than on the lowlands.

Also, In his opinion, the crop would
prove a profitable one, especially in view
of the fact that the nuts are scarce in
local markets and always bring fancy-
prices.

In no way is this intended to be a
complete explanation of the situation.
Antls ask "Why are we getting out the
petition If we do not expect 50 per cent?"
And from the dlvl aide comes the answer
"To make a showing." So, on with the
fusillade.

It requires 50 per cent to push
through »uch a petition while only 85
per cent is necessary to defeat the dl-
visiorr'movement at the polls—in other
words. 66 per cent of the voters of the
proposed coimty must vote "Pomona
County— Yes" to make It a go.

In strange contrast to these reports
are the gigantic efforts being made to
secure names for the petitlon-outs.

In the first nlace the origin of the
movement is barefaced proof of Its
weakness, they say. Through Innumer-
able ag?>nclps. of all Borts and descrip-
tions, the antls are and have been
circulating reports to the effect that
county division Is not only being
smothered but is already dead.

construction and equipment of a fire
house in the Windward avenue district.

The city attorney was instructed to
draft an ordinance calling for a bond
election to vote the cost of the pro-
posed improvement. It was decided by
the trustees that the money should be
spent as follows: For lot and building,
$8600; two fire engines, $10,000; chemical
engine, $3500; horses and harness, $1000;
miscellaneous equipment, $2000.

The city building superintendent was
ordered to enforce the law calling for fire
escapes on buildings. The board took
action to make it compulsory on" the ed-
ucational board to maintain fire extin-
guishers in the school building.
