RAPID WATER AND WATERBURY
FURNISH SENSATION

Judges Unable to Separate Horses at

End and Purse Is Split—First

Peep Wins Fifth

Race

RAPID WATER and Waterbury. run-

ning a dead heat, furnished th.s

spectacular feature of the card at

Santa Anita park yesterday, and while

they were on the job came within two

fifths of a second of Brookdale Nymphs

world"s record for six furlongs of 1:17-•-:>.

The race was so stirring at the end that

the Judges delayed action for several

minutes before they were able to render

a decision.
When the s'gn went up announcing a

tie for :rst honors a few groans mingled

with the cheers, for Waterbury was a

heavily played favorite, while Hildreth's
big son of HapaUo begged for customers

•t 4*4 to 1. The drive in the last few

yards brought the crowd to its feet, and

when the pagoda occupants could not

separate the first two those who had

their money on Carman' 3entry thought

they Should have yon.

As It was Rapid Water ran the better

race. Shouldering a 126-pound Impost

against Waterbury's 112. he was out-

paced in the early stages, and when Du-

gan brought him along near the end the

big horse failed by a scant margin to

get his nose in front. Burns did the bet

ter riding at the end and made Water-

bury stick on with surprising gameness,

holding his own where he was expected

to quit.
Both owners were satisfied with the

way their horses performed, and did not

care to re-run the race to decide on the

merits of the 1400 which went to first.

Alone with the place money it was split

each owner receiving J235 for the gallant

effort of his entry. The bettors wer?

treated the same way. having their tlcketn

cut in two when cashing-in time ar-

rived.
It was the first six and a half furlong

race run over the Santa Anita track, and

was also Rapid Water's initial appear-

ance. The books made Waterbury a

favorite at 2 to 1, Rapid Water climbing

up the scale until better than 4s was

reached. Mary F came in for a strong

play at 3s, Sir Edward was fairly well

fancied and George S. Davis received play

from the long-shoi. contingent.

Waterbury Breaks Well

The start favored Watertwry and he,

Mary F and Sir Kdward went out in

front. liurns kept his mount well up and

coming into the stretch he was three

lengths to the good over Mary W, with

Sir Kdward third.
Paptd Water was six lengths behind

the leader at this point, but Dugan sat

down to ride him and easily passed Mary

V and Sir Edward. At the end of the

stand he got up with Waterbury and in

a gallant struggle they raced head and

head under the wire. Mary F was a
distant third.

Homeless, well supported as favorite nr

2 to I, was an easy winner over a mis-

cellaneous assortment of twelve other

hounds in the opening number, a seven
furlong event for 4-year-old maidens.

The finish wa -. one nf the most open of

the day. Bushwhacker being four lengths

behind the winner to take place honors,

with Nadiu three lengths back in the

show position.

Evangelist Sundays striking char-
acteristics have been widely advertised
throughout the country, friends have
praised and opponents have criticised,
until his odd postures, cutting anath-
emas and sensational methods have
become familiar to all circles, but many
of the same people have not stopped to
calmly consider the common, real his-
toric life of the man who has led the
movements in which he has received at
the same time the highest praise and
bitter censure.

Sunday was born in Ames county, lowa,
forty-four years ago. Ills father was r
Union Boldler and was killed in a battle-
before William was born. On account of |
this unfortunate circumstance in his
early life it became necessary for him
to spend a part of his boyhood days in
the Davenport Boldiers Orphans' home.
After leaving this institution he was ap-

prenticed to Col. John Scott, a state sen-
ator and former lieutenant governor.
Here he learned the furniture business,
at which he continued until 1883, when his
ability as a ball player was discovered by
dipt. Anson of the Chicago White Stock
ings. He remained with this organiza-

tion for five years, and it was while he
was yet with them that he became Im-
pressed with the thought of a religious

life.
One night, while he and his com-

After serving for some
time in this position he traveled for spmr
years with Dr. J. Wilbur Chapman as a
helper in his evengelistlc tours, and Dr.
Chapman has recently pronounced him I
"the leading evangelist of the age." It
is not generally known that he is an
ordained minister of the Presbyterian
church, so interdenominational la he in
all his oiidavors, the submerging of de-
nominational differences uinl tin- mas-

nlfying of denominational agreements be-
ing one of the prominent phases of his
work.

Sunday severely criticises the individual
minister as the layman 1* be thinks they
are not leading the life becoming one pro-
f. ssing the benefits of the CBrlstlan re-
ligion, but for the profession of ministry
and the work o! the layman he stands
llrm and has nothing but the most hearty
approval. He has the r«putatlon of be-
ing a great organizer and succeeds not
only in Interesting the churches, but. also
enlists the various fraternal organiza-
tions and is pleased when they attend
the meetings in a bony, and in every city
he has worked in railroad men, working
men and various organizations from
Fchools and colleges have attended from
time to time and have been given the
most prominent seats.

Sunday conducts all the finances per-
taining to the meeting: on a strict busi-
ness basis, takes collections In the early
part of the meetlnc only until the actual
running expenses are met, and then all
collections are done away with until the
close of the menlng, perhaps the last
Sunday, when the free-will offering Is
made for his serlvcee.
