MAY CONDUCT

OWN BANK
NATIONAL INSTITUTION IS OB-

JECT OF BILL

DEMOCRAT WOULD SOLVE PROB.

LEM OF FINANCE

Proposed Measure Provides for Es-
tablishment In Washington of

Powerful Factor In World
of Money

WASHINGTON, Jan. 15.—The establish-
ment of the United States National Hunk
of America is provided for In a bill In-
troduced in the house tcday by Mr.
Fornes (Democrat) of New York. The
bunk conceived is to be located In Wabh-
Ingtun unU Is to have a capital stock of
$100,000,00u, divided Into 100,000 shares of
thi! par value of $11X10. Three-tlftha of.
tbesQ shares are to bo purchased by the
United States treasurer at par, the pur-
chase money to bo raised by the sale of
J60,U00,(«U of bonds, payable: In tifty years

anil bearing 3 per cent Interest, the same
tq be designated i"Unlted States currency
bonds." Two-fifths of the shares are to
be offered at not less than par to tha
nationul banks of the country, to be paid
for in gold coin.

The United States , National Uank of
America la to open for business Septem-
ber 1, 190S, and to cease to exist Septem-
ber 1, 1958, unless its life be extended
by congress. Branches are to be estab-
lished In New York, Chicago, New Or-
leans, Boston, Denver, St. Louis, San
Francisco, Cincinnati and Portland, Ore.
The bank shall be governed ty a board
of twenty-live directors, elected by the
Stockholders, and the secretary of the
treasury shall be thu chairman.

The bank may Issue additional notes
of the United States National Bank of

America In amounts not exceeding *40,-
--000,000, and such notes shall bo available
for general national bank circulation
upon deposit of proper securities.

Four per oent dividends may be paid
to stockholders on the bank's earnings.

BILL TO CODIFY PENAL

on repor.ls tv umend tho bill codifying

the penal laws uf the United States that
the committee on tho revision of the laws
today consented to let down the bars,

and as a result tha measure was changed

in some important particulars. The ya-
ciflc attitude of the committee in this
regard served to modify the opposition
members, and in consequence the pro-
ceadlngs today were devoid of the heated
arguments which have characterized the
previous debates.

When the house at 4:50 p. m. adjourned

there were pending a number of other
important amendments which Beemed to

meet with no particular opposition by

the committee, but which were passed
over until tomorrow in order that tha

members might have time to consider
them carefully.

The portions of the bill which attracted
the most attention were those covering

the giving and accepting of bribes by sen-
ators and members end the sale of In-

dorsements or support for appointive
public offices. It is to the amendments
touching these questions that the house
tomorrow will devote Itself upon resum-
ing consideration of the bill.

CHANGES IN ALDRICH BILL

DISCUSSED BY COMMITTEE

WASHINGTON, Jan. 15.—Very little

headway was made today In the consider-
ation of th« Aldrlch financial bill by the

senate committee on finance. The mem-
bers of the committee spent an hour
talking over various p'nases of the finan-

cial needs of the country and offering

verbal suggestions.

Senator Hansbrough of North Dakota
offered his plan to put the supervision
of the emergency currency issues in the

hands of a board instead of in charge

of the secretary of the treasury. The
Hansbrough plan was not generally

agreed to, but some of the members of

the committee evidently desire some dif-

ferent system than the one proposed in

the bill.
Among the amendments discussed was

one by Senator Bailey, providing for the

distribution of tha increased circulation
among the states In proportion to their
banks' capital. No action was taken In

the proposed change, but so many mem-
bers appeared to regard It with favor as
to Justify the opinion that it will be ac-
cepted.

There is also a probability that the

bill will be amended to increase the
amount of circulation to be Issued by

the banks to 90 per cent of their capital.

COWLES APPEARS TO PLEAD

FOR NAVAL APPROPRIATION

l;y Associated Press.
WASHINGTON, Jan. 15.—Rear Admiral

Cowles, chief of the bureau of equipment,
appeared today before the house, com-
mittee on naval affairs In the hearing

Incident to the navy appropriation bill.
Admiral Cowles informed the committee

that the cost of transportation «of coal
for the fleet now sailing to San Francisco
will be $1,000,000. Without making any
corrective recommendations he called at-
tention to the fact that with a single
exception the colliers chartered to ac-
company the fleet are foreign bottoms,
American owners having declined to give

charters even at the 50 per cent advance

over foreign quotations, which the gov-
ernment offered.

The reason for their refusal was that
American vessels could make more money
by plying In the coastwise trade. The
exception noted was the collier Virginia,
whnsa owners give a charter at a slight
advance because they purposed transfer-
ring the craft to the Paclflo trade. ,

company will be called for trial next
week.

FORAKER AND DICK

Senators from Ohlo*Hotd Up Nofnina-

terday In securing the rejection of four
Ohio postofflce nomination!! had aroused
the senp.te to a knowledge of the fact
that they are investigating at the present

time no less than twenty-five Ohio ap-
pointments which have reached the com-
mittee on postofflces and post roads, land
have been referred to Senator Dick as a
sub-committee. These nominations are
simply known as the "held up" kind, so
far, and they may or many not go through
for confirmation, according to the way
the two Ohio senators view them.

Such Is the power ot any pair of sena-
tors from a state that a nomination which
Is looked upon by them with disfavor
never pets past the postofflces committee
with a favorable report.

Several other Ohio federal appointments
are held up at the Instigation of the two
senators.

WOMAN FIRES AT PROMINENT
ATTORNEY

Crime/ In Chicago Similar to That
Perpetrated In Washington When

Mrs. Bradley Slew Former
Senator

CHICAGO, Jan. 15.—The case of Mrs.

Thomas Metcalf, who last evening shot
at Banker John H. Walsh's attorney,

Samuel R. Hamlll, In the federal build-
ing here, parallels In some respects to

the case of Mrs. Annio M. Bradley of

Salt Lake City, who w«s recently ac-
quitted In Washington after killing for-
mer United States Senator Arthur M.
Brown, also of Salt Lake City.

Mrs. Mutealf Is a former resident of
HiimiU's homo city, Terre Haute, Ind.
She and her husband, from whom she
Is said to have been estranged, were at
one time active In the work In the same
church that Mr. Hamili la a member.
Sho had at times called on lawyers here
with a view to bringing legal action
against Attorney Ilaniill for alleged
wrongs which she claimed to have suf-
fered at hi* hands. As In the case of
Senator Brown, who had traveled from
his homo city, Bait Lake City, Utah, to
Washington on an Important legnl mis-
sion and was shot by Mrs. Bradl<v, who
had followed him from Salt Lake, Mrs.
Metcalf la aald to have followed llaiulll
across the continent.

Mrs. Metcalf Is a native of Denver.
From that city sho Is said to have trav-
eled after Hamlll to New York and from
New York to Chicago. She has recently
been earning a living on the stage, ap-
pearing In minor parts.

United States District Attorney Sims,
who returned from Washington today,
said:

Planned to Kill Him
"From what I have gathered I under-

stand that the woman had planned to
shoot Attorney Hamili while he was
making his closing argument In the
Walsh trial, but she was misinformed
as to the day he was to address the Jury,
and hence the plan failed, for this
reason."

The secrecy observed by federal of-
ficials with reference to the affair was
said to have been due to a fear on the
part of the government representatives
that In the event of a conviction of John
R. Walsh, the attempted shooting, oc- |

currlng as It did close to the court room
where the trial was In progress, might
be sufficient grounds for a reversal by a
higher court, by reason .of having dis-
concerted the Jurors In the case.

Attorney Sims declared that the diffi-
culty between Mrs. Metcalf and Attorney
Hamlll wa» a private dispute and had
no connection with the Walsh trial.

Attorney H. C. Rttcher of Walsh's
counsel in a statement Bald that the
trouble grew out of a claim which Mrs.

Metcalf believed she had against an es-
tate livSt. Louis and which she wished
to have adjusted by Hamlll.

Mrs. Metcalf, through her attorney,

waived examination when arraigned be-
fore United States Commissioner Foote
and was held to the federal grand Jury

in bonds of $1000.
Mrs. Metcalf after her arraignment de-

clared that her correct name was Mrs.
Beatrice Thomas, and she asked that'

further proceedings against her be con-
ducted under that name.
