OIS CAVANAUGH'S victory in the
Los Angeles Oaks and Johnny
Bullman’s return to his best form |

—as shown in his ride on Sir Edward—
served as valuable additions to a gooil
day’s sport at Santa Anita yesterday.
Five favorites tossed the slush into
their flelds to cop the change for the
form brigade, and the horses that scorel
in the other rumbers were more
like th'ngs than anything seen
thiz season.

The Oaks was spectacular in the ex-
treme. Shortly after the start Rus-
¢imo, with Bill Knapp aboard, stumbled
in the middle of a jam and the jockey
was thrown right in the path of several
horsges behind him. Just how Knapp
escaped serfous injury is nothing short
of remarkable, for from the stand it
appeared that Ruscimo had rolled on
the boy. There was nothing wrong,
however, for after being carted to the
paddock Knapp recovered his wits and
was none the worse for his shake.

The field of nine wen. on without
Ruscimo, and Lois Cavanaugh, after
running out at the head of the stretch
and hugging the outside rail until after
passing the judges' stand, was digcov-
ered by the occupants of the pagoda
nearly flve lengths in front of Ida
Lytle, with the favorite, Marian Casey,
third.

It was one of the most popular vic-
tories of the season and came in at an
opportune time for Tommy Fullum and
Mike Sheedy. Before the race Mike
made the rounds of the park and
slipped the good thing fo his friends
in this fashion:

“Where'll you
race?"”

“I don't know, Mike. ‘Why?"”

“Well, meet me down by the judgey’
stand, for I want to give you a flower
out of the Oaks' wreath.”

Lois Nearly Overlooked

So when Lois Cavanaugh, so far on
the outside of the track that the judges
nearly overlooked her, finished in front
of the other 3-year-old fillies there was
a large sized demonstration of Mike
Sheedy’s popularity. The wreath was
generously padded with carnations, bu.
before he reached the paddock Sheedy
had but little more than the wire frame
left to turn over to Owner Fulium.

The time of the race. 1:45 2-6 tor the
mile, was slow, even considering the
awful condition of the track. Marion
Casey, sent from Oakland with an idea
of copping the event, was always favor-
ite at 3% to 1, but the best she could
get was the show end of the purse.
Valley Stream received a generous
play, as did Jane Swift and Anoura.
The purse was worth $2070 to Tommy
Fullum, and there were large doings in
Monrovia last night as a result.

With Johnny Bullman on Sir Edward
there was nothing to the race, a seven-
furlong handicap, but the Walsh entry,
Sir Edward and Marster.

2 to 1, and an awful post time scurry
knocked large holes in Lisaro's price.
Timothy Wen was also fancied, and the
betting previous to the race was about
as lively as anything during the day.

Orilene stopping to be last.

SYRACUSE STADIUM LIKE
ONE AT STATE UNIVERSITY

SYRACUSE, N. Y, Jan. 26.—A full
description of the new stadium at
Syracuse university, the third to be
built in this country, has been issued
by the Consolidated Engineering and
Construction company. It has just
been completed and will be used from
now on for athletic contests of all
kinds. 'The following figures will give
an idea of its size:

Length of long axis, 670 feet; length
of short axis, 476 feet; area coveredl,
6 1-3 acres; normal seating capacity,
20,000; possible seating capacity, 40,-
000; excavation, 250,000 cuble yards;
reinforced concrete, 20,000 cubic yards:
reinforcing steel, 500 tons; Clinton
wire cloth, . 20,000 square feet, and gal-
vanized metal lath, 20,000 square feet.

The stadium was built with the old
Greek and Roman structures as mod-
els. The first concrete stadium in
the United States was constructed for
the University of California in 1903.
This building, ' though termed a sta-
dium, is more in the style of a theater.
It is, in fact, a reproduction of the old
Greek theater of Dionysius. More im-
portant and more like the old stadia in
its. construction is the one in Soldiers’
field at -Harvard, which was built the
same year.

EASILY LEADS CLAMOR HOME
BY FIVE LENGTHS

Rifleman Gathers Show Honors and
Has No Excuses—Hildreth's

Favorite at

5 to 2

Horse

SAN FRANCISCO, Jan. 25.—In a ver-
itable sea of mud Sam Hildreth’'s crack
4-year-old horse Montgomery, by Pes-
sara-Montgomery Cooper, the favorite,
splashed home an easy winner in the
rich Burns handicap today, five lengths
in advance of the fast coming Clamor
of the Keene stable, second choice in
the betting, the latter clattering in
three lengths ahead of R. F. Carman’s
Rifleman, the third choice.

The balance of the classy field was
strung out for an eighth of a mile.

The winner was ridden by E. Dugan,
the place horse by W. Miller and the
third horse by G. Burns. The time was
2:10 4-5.

The race was witnessed bv over 10,000

persons, and the forty bookmakers were
fairly deluged with wagers on the hand-
icap. Montgomery always ruled favor-
ite, the odds varying .from 11 to § to
21, to 1.
He wasg backed by both stable con-
nections and by the public for thous-
ands of dollars. Clamor and Gromoboi,
coupled as the Keene entry, were
backed from 6 to 1 to 3, while Rifleman
was liberally supported at 6 to 1, the
odds on the other ten starters ranging
from 10 to 1 to 40 to 1. The wehather
was cloudy, but the sun broke through
the clouds before the horses went to
the post for the big stake.

The story of the race is easily told.
Holtman caught them in alignment
after a short delay, and when the bar-
rier was sprung Hildreth's colors wers
the first to be seen.

Montgomery in Front

Dugan shot Montgomery to the front
and made every post a winning one.
The son of Pessara fairly reveled iu
the going and carried his impost of 128
pounds as if it were a feather.

Clamor had a most tempestuous jour-
ney, and with an even break would
have been a keen contender. The Keene
candidate was shut off almost as the
horses left the barrier, dropping back
to eleventh position in a badly strung-
out field. Clamor trailed his field until
the three-quarters post had been
passed, when Mille: began to pick up
the leaders, and in an incredibly short
time the game colt had shot into second
place and challenged Montgomery in
the stretch. The effort, however, was
too much for him, and the Hildreth
entry had but to gallop under the wire,
winning from a field which for class
eclipsed by far any previous Burns
handicap.

Rifleman had no excuses. He was
judiclously rated by G. Burns, but was
unable to do better than third.

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SAYS AUTO
MEN SHOULD
USE CARE

APPERSON ADVISES MAKERS
TO BE CONSERVATIVE

IS OPTIMISTIC FOR FUTURE OF
ALL HIGH GRADE CARS

Sees No Slump Ahead for Machines
of Standard Quality—Declares
Not One Manufacturer Has
Yet Made a Fortune

Edgar Apperson, a member of the
firm of Apperson Brothers, pioneer au-
tomobile manufacturers, and a member
of the technical committee of the A. A.
A., who recently arrived in Los Angeles
to look after the marketing of a part
of the product of their factory in the
west, gave the accompanying interview
to The Herald on the future of the au-
tomobile manufacturing business.

Apperson’'s long experience in the au-
temobile fleld and his close association
with the leading men in the business
makes an expression of his views on
the subject a matter of interest at the
present time, when the future of the
industry is, to the mind of many, in
a critical state:

“An automobile maker who has for
nearly fifteen years been engaged in
the manufacture of cars as I have been,
may possibly view the outlook for the
industry during 1908 from a different
rtandpoint than that taken by one who
has had less experience in this line of
business. I mean that my own deduc-
tions concerning the outlook for the
year's business would be based on a
comparison with the business done for
a number of years past, and in com-
parison with the outlook as I remember
having previously seen it at this time
of the year during the last fourteen
years, rather than in comparison to
the way things looked or materialized
in 1906, for example, which has some-
times been called the banner year for
the industry in America. .

“In previous years both the majority
of the dealers and of the buying public
have waited for the national shows to
be held, in January, February and
March, before placing their orders.
" his year the earller show dates re-
moved that excuse for delay. Although
the recent money flurry undoubtedly
affected the total volume of business
~ believe that up to this date as many
good cars have been sold as Wwere sold
in any previous year up to the same
date. We have received more bona fide
orders, with cash deposits thereon, than
in any other year at the same time,

Well to Be Conservative

“While I believe it is well for all
makers to pursue a conservative policy

horse and rig, in an automobile, and
while they save money on the expense
of maintenance they get more mileage
at the same time.

“There is a decided need of better
roads than you have here at present,
and they will do more to increase the
sale of autos than any other one thing.
The farmer, when he becomes a motor-
its, becomes at the same time a ‘good
roads’ enthusiast and will soon realize
that there is no other one thing that
will so far increase the valuation of
his property for so smalil an outlay as
good roads.

“You have the climate and the
weather here to make this the best sell-
ing field for automobiles in the world,
and it will become such when you have
a system of boulevards that will make
motoring more of a pleasure.

“The problem of manufacturing auto-
mobiles here is is a rather difficult one
as the market for the new raw material
is centered so far away that the mat-
ter of speedy transportation becomes a
serious handicap.

“I think that eventually we will see
the manufacturing business in the au-
tomobile line more centralized and con=-
golidated. There will doubtless be some
five or six standard makes that will
incorporate in their makeup the best
features of the many machines now on
the market, and the man who has not
had experience and is equipped with
only a small plant will of necessity be
forced out of the irace, as competition
will become keener and the larger
plants with their more perfect organ-
ization will naturally take the lead.”

NEARLY CALLED OFF

LES HENRY FAILED TO SOLVE
IMPORTANT PROBLEM

How the Tournament Originated anhd
Afterward Was Almost Abol.
ished by Perplexing Coma«
plications

Besides being an authority on all
branches of sport, from shooting fish to
selling croquet mallets, Les Henry is a
fiend for statistics.

To tell the truth, Les is fearfully
pernickety about the absolute facts of
the case, and before he will let any
bursts of information originate with
him it must be all to the cherry tree
for reliability.

No one “can say that this George
Washington business is anything but
good, and the little hatchet kind of &
story is worth a bet every time you
hear it.

Les is also constantly scheming about
projects in the pleasure line to while
away the weary hours when business
makes no call for attention, and that
was how the coming swimming tourna-
ment at Bimini Baths happened to be
hatched.

Well, after all the paddlers for miles
around had given their approval and
promised to be there, and while Les

until after the presidential election,
when business can settle itself for the
long pull, T also believe that the public
will be ready to take as fast as com-
pleted all the really high grade automo-
biles of proven quality made by manu-
facturers with established reputations
for reliability. While T am not a pessi-
mist, . I feel it is probable that some of
the newer and less known, and by com-~
parison with the ploneers in the trade
weaker, manufacturers will find the
coming year unprofitable and possibly
disastrous for them.

“The making of automobiles is with-
out doubt the most hazardous legiti-
mate manufacturing business in Amer-
jca. T have been constantly engaged in
it since the first ‘horseless vehicle’
made its appearance on . American
roads, and today I would not invest one
dollar in an automobile factory as a
new or as a comparatively new ven-
ture, regardless of the amount of addi-
tional money, brains, mechanical abil-
ity and experience in the making of
automobiles that might be back of tha
undertaking.

“The automobile business has been
my sole consideration for years and [
have devoted years of time and care-
ful study to it in all of its various
phases, I challenge any one to name
a single successful maker of American
automobiles who has made a fortune in
that business, and I further challenge
any one to name any other line of busi-
ness in which so vast an amount of
capital has been invested in so short a
time with so small a return on the
capital invested and with so large a
percentage of failures as contrasted
with the comparatively few real suc-
cesses.

No Place for Inexperience

“I am convinced that he who em-
barks today in the automobile business
cannot exist without loss or make a
¢rofit on his investment. I think the
automobile business has come to stay
and will graduelly increase, but I know
that the old established makers are in
a position, with their present plants
and equipment, or by adding slightly to
same, not only to supply the present
demand for honestly built cars, but also
to meet and fill any increase in the de-
mand that is liable to occur.

“From a careful and personal inves-
tigation I have come to the conclusion
that practicaliy all of the cars being
cold at the present time are those man-
ufactured by the old established mak-
ers. And the reason is that the buying
nublic now looks to the reputation and
stability of the maker as well as to the
mechan:cal features and style of the
car. The high class trade in the east
does not seen. to be depreciating in
volume and the same class of trade in
the west is undoubtedly increasing, :

“The fact that foreign makers have
felt the pinch of American competition
on high priced cars, due to the general
and unexcelled qualities of the Ameri-
can cars of today, is evidenced by some
of them having largely reduced their
American list prices. But today to get
‘he best car in the world no one need
purchase a foreign made machine that
carries a 46 per cent duty added to its
selling wprice.

“The Americar automobile industry is
rapidly settling down to a long desired
commercia; basis. Better cars are now
produced, the cost of formerly neces-
g1ry exvperimenting reduced and ‘leaks’
in the manufacturing and selling de-
partments of the business decreased.
To, summarize, I look for a good year
for good cars and automobile makers,
“From what 1 have learned of this
section since my arrival here, I am
inclined to the belief that the largest
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fleld for the sale of automobiles for|

has been sitting around walting for
the day of the big splash to come, he
got to wondering.
