Nettie
Hicks was his mount in the last race,
but even the premier jockey of the
country could not make this bird run.

Although but two favorites got home
in front of their fields the form players
did not fare as miserably as is their
wont when such a thing occurs, and
some way or other the pikers who line
themselves up and go under the name
of bookmakers, laid prices more in
keeping with a real race meeting. The
place and show money on everything
was way out of line, as usual, but the
straight prices were better than they
have been.

What was carded as the big race of
the day fell to Al Dunlap's good mud-
der, First Peep. Despite her liking
for the going the mare was held at
eight and seven to one, Harvel get-
ting the big bumping below the even
money notch. Col. White, fresh from
Oakland and with Miller in the saddle,
was next in demand, with Edwin T.

Harvel Shows Speed
Harvel went out of the mile chute
with his usual early speed, and opened
up a nice gap on the back stretch. Col
White was next in line, and turning for

Miller
managed to keep Col. White going and
was second when Harvel stopped to
third money.

'I\‘he city council yesterday took ad-
vance steps to head off distress among
married workingmen by setting aside
$5000 for the park department.

It is proposed to employ 200 men to

When the $5000 is exhausted and con-
ditions have not changed further ap-
nropriations will be made. f

A scalc of $1.60 a day was fixed for
wages, and the city officials will under-
take to get free trolley cars for the men
8o that thcy rneed not be put to the
expense of paying car fare out of their
small earnings. Applications for work
must be made at the park department,
city hall.

In voting this sum the councilmen
took occasion to sday that they believed
times would be much better long he-
fore the boulevard is completed.

Mayor Urges Action

Action was hastened by a message
from Mayor Earper in which he says:

The recommendation to set aside
$5000 is madc at this time because
there are a great many honest, hard
working mern out of employment,

Unless employment is furnished,
the families of many of them will
have to be taken care of by some
private or public charity.

To relieve suffering, which is ev-
jident to all, and to get these needed
improvements at minimum expense,

1 urge your honorable body to take

favorable action before adjourn-

ment.

Mayor Harper was much gratified
with the council’'s action, as his office
has been a clearing house.for job seek-
ety for 'severa. weeks, most of the
cases being wcrthy ones. Said he:

“At a confeience held in my office a
majority of the board of supervisors
promised to co-operate with the city
in this work. .

“Ag goon as the city council takes the
initiative step the supervisors will ap-~
propriate enough money to employ la-
borers during the period the city is car-
rying on this work. By co-operation,
work which might otherwise be delayed
for years can be done now."

Downey Avenue and Automobile

“One of the worst stretches of road
I ever saw in my life,” said the Rev.
Robert‘: J. Burdette of Pasadena yester-
day, *Is on the way to Los Angeles
from Pasadena.

You see, the road builders had piled
fresh dirt upon it—-no macadam or
paving—nothing firmer than mud.
Then this heavy rain fell like the blow
of fate. Ridges, which looked like
mere shadows, were hub deep. And
once started across this ‘sunken road
of Ohaine’ you had to go through! For
hp_ who paused was lost—at any rate
he’d have to buy a cheap mule to drag
out his mired automobile.

‘“The fast speed had to be kept up to
avold being stalled, and you had to hit
those bumps with" all the speed cap-
able. And hit them you did! Mrs.
Burdette thought her bonnet was
crushed against the top of the car. I
thought the car's axle would be broken.
But our chauffeur ig an expert, and
he pulled the machine through by
skillful driving and piloting, manag-
ing to catch the ‘heavy swells bow
on,” and did not wrench the car.”

BOARD PUTS BLAME
ON TRACK OWNERS

IGNORED ADVICE OF FORMER
CITY ENGINEER

As a Result Eighteenth Street at Van
Ness Avenue Is Inundated and
Relief Will Be Costly
to Many

Hundreds of property owners are in«
terested in the storm water complica-
tions growing out of the refusal of cer-
tain tract owners to take the advice of
a former city engineer. !

The board of public works reported
to the city council yesterday in refer-
ence to instructions to look into the
storm water accumulation at Eighteenth
street and Wilton place and a remedy
for the existing nuisance.

The trouble is caused by the closing
of Eighteenth street at Wilton placa
and by the grade of Van Ness avenue,
which grade was not approved by the

snolnaar at tha tima Van Neas

avenue from Sixtecnth street to Wash-
ington street was improved.

The then city engineer notified the
owners of the tract that the grade was
an objectionable grade and that he
would accept neither the grade nor the
street as an improved street if the
same was improved to the proposed
grade.

Went Ahead Regardless

Notwithstanding these objections the
owners of the tract proceeded to im-
prove the street to the objectionable
grade, for which reason the strip has
not been accepted as a public street,
nor -has the grade been accepted by the
city.

Proceedings were once instituted to
open Bighteenth street westerly through
to Arlington street. These proceed-
ings were abandoned by the city coun-
cil after they were well advanced, con-
sequently there is no provision for the
relieving of the dralnage at the inter-
section mentioned.

No means can be devised for this ex-
cept by the opening of BEighteenth
street or by the construction of a sult-
able storm sewer, either of which is an
expensive proposition at the present
time.

It seems a difficult matter now to
create a district of assessment suffi-
ciently large to pay the cost of opening
Eighteenth street or the construction of
the storm drain necessary not to be
burdensome to the property in the dis-
trict and yet to obtain the consent of
the necessary majority frontage in such
district to the payment of such ex-
pense, -

If this cannot be done the only other
method would be for the city council
to provide sufficient funds to pay for
the opening of Eighteenth street west-
erly from Wilton place or for the con=
struction of the storm drain re-
ferred to.

The city engineer has presented alter-
native plans for remedying the nuisance
mentioned, which plans were referred
to a large delegation of property own-
ers at a meeting held by the board
some months ago.

The property owners agreed to take
the matter up and determine which
method was the most feasible one for
relief from their standpoint, and further
agreed to report back to the board what
the results of their investigations were.
The board as yet has recelved no
formal report from these parties, but
one or two have stated verbally that
they are not meeting with success in
gaining the consent of property holders
in the vicinity to being assessed to pay
the expenses incident to opening the
street or constructing the storm drain,

‘Without funds the board is unable ta

proceed.
