THE MUlerttei came into their own

again at Santa Anita yestPrday—

all day. The Marvelous One, fa-
vorr-d as usunl at the barriers find In

his choice of mounts, accounted for
half the card, and two of his three

winners were at a fancy price. Lee

Harrison, which annexed the opening
number, was as Rood as 6 to 1 in the
betting, Botanist might have been ob-

tained at 16 to 5 and Col. White could

be found at 3 to 2.
The big race on the card found Miller

exceptionally alert at the post when

the barrier shot up on the field of
eight at the six furlong station. He
had Botanist all under way and headed

in the right direction when Dwyer

pulled the string, beating the gate

about four lengths.

In the betting previous to the race

Botanist was second choice. Magazine

having the call at 3 tn 2, and Sir Ed-
ward being fancied at 3Vi to 1. Bot-

anist was better than 3s at one time,

going to the post half a notch below

this figure.

With all the beat of the start. Miller

went right on with the Boanerges

horse and never let the others get near
him. winning by two lengths. Sir Ed-
ward was second for a bit after the
start, but Don Domo rounded for home

in that position, Magazine coming next

and then Sir Edward. Knapp sat down
to ride at this point, but could not nab
Botanist. Magazine had a hard time
getting in the money at all, Don Domo
giving him an awful argument for the

small end of the purse.
Contrary to his usual custom. Miller

took a little of the leader's mud in the
opening number, getting away in ninth
position with Lee Harrison II and
gradually picking up his field, to win

by four lengths. Prolific was second,

and Chalfonte managed to nod Succeed
out of the remainder. The latter was

favorite at 6 to 5, but tailed when

called on to do something.

Prolific Makes Pace
Prolific made the pace, and Bemay

• and Sir Russell took turns in toiiow-
ing a length or two away. Rounding

the stretch bend, Succeed was in the
second hole, but when the drive came
stopped and allowed Lee Harrison 11.

which was fourth, to romp by and
score by four lengths. Prolific man-
aged to stick for the place and Chal-
fonte came from far hack to nip

ferently.

The three-furlong dash for the baby
racers, the leootld event on thiv card,
usually is won by a quick breaker at
the barrier and a good post rider.
Traffic will probably have Schilling on
her back, while Copper Princess will
have Burns up as her pilot. Valjean

and Knapp would make a nice com-
bination. So does La Reina, Hindoo
and Finn. This race will be a pretty
sight to see, as the horses are small
and they take such short strides.

The third brings forth a large field
of sprinters and an evenly matched
bunch they are. as Nonie Lucille, Gold-
en Shore, Kirkflold Belle, Prolific, Wis-
teria and the others are all good sprint-

en and only those strong of heart and
that possess a lot of speed will get the
honors that go to the winner.

ON FLEETS

COAL BILL

LEGALITY OF EXPENDITURE IS
QUESTIONED

CONGRESSMAN LITTLEFIELD OF

MAINE WANTS TO KNOW

Republican Administration Is Accused
of Building Up Navy at Ex-

pense of Merchant
Marine

V.y Associated Preps.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 29.—Upon mo.
tlon of Mr. Hull, chairman of the com-
mittee on military affairs, the house
today reduced to the extent of $300,000
the proposed appropriation of $716,000
for clothing and camp and garrison
equipment for the army.

The $1,000,000 appropriation for coal
for the battleship fleet furnished ma-
terial for an attack by Mr. Littlefleld
of Maine upon the legality of the ex-
penditure. He declared that under the
act of 1871, which he said was still in
force, the coal which had been shipped
in foreign bottoms should have been
seized and sold. He said that the at-
torney general had held it not to be
Illegal, "for reasons sufficiently satis-
factory to him," but Mr. Littleflold said
he differed from him.

"Will the gentleman suggest how
this government can carry out its poli-
cies without violating the law?" in--
quired Mr. Fitzgerald of Mr. Little-
field.

"That Is a thing that Is not up to
me," replied Mr. Littlefleld, who then I
launched upon a plea for an American
merchant marine. The government, he
said, at the cost of many millions, had
created a naval fleet and yet that fleet
was without power to support Itself
except within the radius of its op-
erations.

Questions Purpose
The real purpose of sending the fleet

to the Pacific was questioned by Mr.
Johnson of South Carolina, who said
that, whatever the object, it had
caused $1,000,000 deficit and would
cause other deficiencies. He attacked
the purchase of coal lands in the Phil-
ippines and declared that "somebody
got the money and we got a gold
brick." The people, he insisted, had
been "buncoed" in that transaction.

Claiming that the cost of carrying
coal for the fleet from the Atlantic to
the Pacific in foreign bottoms was ex-
orbitant, Mr. Sherley of Kentucky said
It was a disgrace to America and that
there was not a sufficient merchant
marine to supply simple colliers, and
he charged the Republicans with hav-
ing built a tariff wall so high that a
merchant marine could not live.

The item was nllowed to remain in
the bill, the reading of which for
amendment was continued.

The bill was still pending when the
house adjourned.
