Interesting Analysis and Significance
of Missives Both of Love and of
Spite—~History of/Day's
Origin

“The rose was red, the violet was
blue,” and in every other way Los An-
geles yesterday passed another ideal
winter day—a little more interesting
than most of our ideal days, perhaps,
because it was Valentine's day—the day
that commemorates the death of the
ecclesiastical martyr beheaded by the
Romans under Claudius more than 200
years B. C.

Although Valentine's day is a saint's
death day it derived its modern ro-
mantic significance from the old myth-
ological belief that obtained even before
the time of Chaucer, 1. e, that on Feb-
ruary 14 the birds are mated.

On this day, according to the es-
teemed ancients, the billing and cooing
of the winged world ended in the
coupling of their melodious destinies,
and the feathered Hymen of the fowl
realm married the bird lovers at the
sylvan or cloudland altar of love.

So in moder.. times the day of St.
Valentine is observed as lovers’ day-—
the sacred occasion for the sending of
“idle idolizations,” sweet, rhythmic
nothings; confegsions of fervent pas-
sion and vows of constancy-—as well
as the spite-worker's day for giving
vent to all the pent-up hate sizzling in
his heart; the jealousy, anger, spleen
that corrodes his soul and hissec itself
into the venomous effusions of =atire,
anonymous accusations, criticisms and
vulgar cartoons that serve antithetical
purposes to love and good will.

It is a day particularly to be dreaded
by certain types of men and women
who may not happen to be what the
world calls “popular,” But after all,
if you received a hard Jolt from the

It indicates that
vou fill a niche in the world, however
small, which some walking nonentities
have never done. Better be a man,
or a woman, with enemies hissing you,
than a breathing corpse nestled among
the flowers. It's not only the real dead
corpses that have roses and all the
nice things which go to mask a coffin
and make it beautiful, for there are
lots of pulsing cadavers who have
everything beautiful, but still are dead.
They have beautiful clothes—not neces-
sarily shrouds—and beautiful flowers
in their corsage or lapel buttonholes,
and good, beautiful homes (which are
fashionable sepulchers) and tlower
gardens that have no children to play
in them, and so are more like grave-
vards; and they have everything that
men call grand and beautiful; but still
they are dead; still they grope through

the world—unthinking, uncaring, un-
knowing, unloving, unloved, uncon-
scious.

If you are not one of the dead kind,
be happy. If you are really alive you
may be the vicetim of a vulgar valen-
tine, but the more reason you should
be joyous, gay and thankful.

A vulgar valentine is a hiss from a
coward, for it is always anonymous,
and an anonymous accuser or critic is
a coward.

Some great actor once remarked to
an audience that “only geese in their
foolishness and snakes in their venom
hiss.”

So the mau who hisses you, according
to this logle, is either a goose vr .a
serpent.

“Racing,” a sheet published hy the
Santa Anita race track people, ves-
terday was sent to Prosecuting Attor-
ney Fleming, sith instructions from
City Attorney Hewitt to proceed im-
mediately against the publishers.

“The custom of glving out so-called
‘tips’ on horse races has got to end,”
said Attorney Fleming. ‘It is plainly
set forth in the ordinance that no in-
formation shall be given out as to how
to bet. In the first column of this
paper are given the betting odds; in
another the probable opening and
closing bets of the race. The form
chart gives the order in which the
horses appear in the race, and ap-
parently so arranged in this sheet that
their finish under the wire is indi-
cated. T believe I have ample evie
dence to secure a conviction, and will
accordingly proceed to prosecute.

“Y am now drawing up an ordinance
which will prohibit the publication of
any information pertaining to bets or
betting odds. This new ordinance will
be submitted at the meeting of the
city council next Monday, and it will
contain all omissions of the present
ordinance. After the passage of this
ordinance it will be unlawful to pub-
flsh anything except the actual re-

sults of a race.”

TO FORMER PRESIDENT

Former President James A« Ander-
son of the board of public works closed
his connection with that body yesterday
by\signing the last of a number of
official papers that had accumulated.

At the reorganization of the board
yesterday afternoon the following res-
olutions were adopted:

“Whereas, The term of James A,
Anderson, the honored president of this
board, has expired and his successor,
Gen, Adna R. Chaffee, has been ap-
pointed by the mayor, and

‘““Whereas, Mr. Anderson accepted the
appointment on this board In response
to the urgent solicitation of a com-
mittee of citizens and from a sense of
civic duty, knowing that he was sac-
rificing his practice as an attorney in
so doing, and

“Whereas, During the first two years
of the exlstence of this board the board
worked under pioneer conditions,
caused by the many changes in the
work of the municipal government re-
sulting from the operation of the
amendment to the city charter creat-
ing this board of public works, and
incident to these conditions, together
with the completion of the outfall
sewer and the initiative work connected
with the Los Angeles aqueduct many
difficult problems have come before it,
in meeting which the other members
of this board looked to Mr. Anderson
especially for advice;

“Now therefore be ic resolved, That
we, the other members of this board
of public works and its secretary, here-
by bear testimony to the personal sac-
rifice made by Mr. Anderson in ac-
cepting a position on this board and
to the Invaluable service rendered to
the city In the work accomplighed by
him as president thereof; and we here-
by express our deep appreciation of
his untiring anc unselfish devotion to
the city’s best interests during his
term of office and his uniformly cour-
teous treatment accorded his coworkers
and all others who have had business
with this board during his said term;
with all of which resolution the sec-
retary of this board, by permission,
most heartily concurs.”

MUNICIPAL LEAGUERS
HONOR MR. ANDERSON

The Municipal league has prepared a
letter of appreclation to James A. An-
derson. After the resolutions are en-
grossed and signed they will be sent
to the retiring official.

Tha_a resolutions say in part:

“When you accepted this place two
years ago we recognized that it was not
for financial or political consideration,
but because you had been urged by so
many good citizens to devote yourself

for a time to the city's work.

“The perfod of your service has been
filled with events of the utmost im-
portance to the municipality; all public
work had to be reorganized under your
board and a large volume of delayed
improvements had to be pushed for-
ward.

“But foremost of all came the tre-
mendous project of the Owens river
aqueduct, with its appropriation of $25,-
000,000, which it fell to the lot of your
board to develop and put before the
public and to formulate for actual
work.

“In this and in all other enterprises
that have come before you you have
shown yourself in the highest degree
worthy of the trust that was imposed
upon you by the people. Patient, in-
dustrious, just and prudent and above
the possibility of being swayed by
fgnoble motlives, you have represented
to all who are familiar with your work
the genuine servant of the people,
whose heart is in his task and who is
absolutely loyal to his employer.

“Yielding to the unanimous demands
of the leading commercial and civic or-
ganizations of the city, you consented
to accept a reappointment for another
term in the board of public works if
it should be tendered you by the mayor.

“That such a request should be made
of any one in the public service was
of itself a unique incident in the city's
history.

“It is a matter of the deepest regret
to us all that the reappointment was
not tendered you, not only because ‘t
deprives the city of your services but
also because it might seem to those
unfamiliar with all the facts to indl-
cate some lack of appreciation of your
eofficient work. And it is particularly
on this latter account that we desire to
express to you something of the deep
gratitude your fellow citizens feel for
vour unselfish devotion to the public
welfare and the regret that is univer-
sally entertained that your services to
the city are thus terminated.”

SHIP OWNERS DEFY
ENGINEERS’ UNION

Test Case Will Be Made at San Frana.
cisco—Vessel I8 Taken Out with
One Man Less Than Rea
quired Number

SAN FRANCISCO, Feb, 14.—At a
meeting of the Marine Engineers’ as-
sociation of San Francisco tonight the
committee empowered to deal with the
Ship Owners’ association was instruct-
ed to refuse the demand made by the
owners that the force of engineers on
steam schooners plying north of Cres-
cent City and south of Point Concep-
cion, carry but two engineers, instead
of three as heretofore, The result of
this actlon doubtless will be a lockout
of the engineers of the association to-
morrow.

The owners attempted to take out
the steam schooner Bowdoin, bound
from this port for Gray’s Harbor for
lumber, with but two engineers today.
They were unable to secure two mem-
bers of the association to take her
out, however, and she was detained
until tonight, when two of the mem-
bers were permitted to take her. Her
ownerg will probably be arrested and
tried under a provision of the federal
law which gives the United States in-
spectors of hulls and boilers the right
to designate what crew a vessel shall
carry.

Messrs. Bowles and Bulger, the fed-
ereal inspectors, when appealed to by
the engineers today, Instructed the
owners of the Bowdoin to carry three
engineers. In spite of this the vessel
sailed with but two, on the under-
standing that a test is to be madé of
the matter.

Today the ship owners belonging to
the association met and unanimously
declded to make the fight at this time
against the rule of the Engiheers’ as-
sociation that three engineers must be
carred. The action of the engineers
tonight was perfunctory, and in line
with the decision of both sides to fight
the matter out.

There are only about 100 steam
schooners running along the coast
now, and about 300 marineé engineers
are affected. The engineers hope to
induce the firemen, waiters and deck
hands to go out in sympathy, but no
action toward this end has as yet
been taken.
