Ed by Dr. 1. W. Campbell, acting; for
Coroner Calvin Hartwell. Through
some misunderstanding the time of
holding; the autopsy was misunderstood
by the coroner, who was under the Im-
pression that Dr. Campbell would not

be able to perform the duties of au-
topsy surgeon until yesterday after-
noon. Attorney Earl Rogers desired to
have a physician present, but was un-
able to do so on account of the autopsy
being held earlier than he expected.

The examination of the body re-
vealed the fact that one of the bullets
struck the neck, filtered the middle of
the upper thorax, glanced from the
breastbone to the left and came out
through the upper left arm.

The other bullet struck the middle of
the breast, passed to tho left, directly
through the heart and came out
through tho back and lodged In the
corset.

A spot on the forehead, one on the
temple underneath tho right eye and
one on the cheek were found on the
face. These marks arc supposed to
have been canned by the acid.

Friends Visit McComas
A number of persons visited Mc-

Comas in the receiving hospital yes-
terday. Dr. H. B. Ellis, an eye spe-
cialist, made an examination of the In-
jured man's eyes and stated the sight
was not destroyed and that It was not
probable It would be impnired.

Police Commissioner Woodill, who Is
well acquainted with McComas, called
on him yesterday morning. Woodill
said that McComas had been employed
by the Pleasant Mining company, near
Ballarat, and was paid a salary of
$400 a month, and was a man of great
ability as a mining engineer.

"McComas always carried a revolver,"
said Woodtll. "Nearly all mining men
do. I have never heard of him using
It In a reckless manner. He was not
a man of quick temper. His entire
family ,that is, his blood relations,
were killed by Apache Indians In Ari-
zona several years ago.

"I was aware of the fact that the
called upon Mrs. Noyes, but never
beard they had any quarrels. I knew
he played the races, but I never
thought anything about that, for a
majority of the men who pass their
lives on the desert gamble when the
opportunity presents itself."

Will Not Discuss Case
Attorneys Rogers and Schenck had a

conversation with McComas yesterday
mornlnß before they went to the scene
of the shooting. When asked for a
statement regarding the case they said
they had nothing to say for the pres-
ent; that they had not discussed the
case with their client; that their con-
versation had been only in a general
way and had no direct bearing on the
matter.

Accompanied by newspaper repre-
sentatives the attorneys for McComas
entered the large touring car of Earl
Rogers and were driven to the flat on
Little street. A patrolman was on
guard and said his orders were to al-
low no one to enter. After waiting a
short time Captain of Detectives Flam-
mer, Prosecuting Attorney Fleming and
Detectives Rltch and Roberds arrived.
Fleming refused to allow the news-
paper reporters to enter the apartments
and stated that only those directly
connected with the case* would be ad-
mitted.

The officers and attorneys /or Mc-
Comas remained in the apartments un-
til nearly 1 o'clock, making a thorough
examination of the premises and noting
the conditions of the various room.

After leaving theer they went to the
Pierce Brothers' morgue to examine
thi body of Mi's. Noyes.

Is Cool and Cheerful

Despite his painful Injuries Mc-
Comas is cool and cheerful. He asked
for a cigarette, and when he was
given a package lit one and smoked.
He refuses to make any statement and
Is about the most unconcerned person
in the building. Late yesterday after-
noon he Inquired whether any one had
heard the result of the hill-climbing
contest that was scheduled to take
place Saturday afternoon.

McComas is a Shriner and has many
friends In this city. He was visited by
several Shrlners yesterday.

His attorneys visited him late In the
afternoon, but refused to make a
statement for publication.

"There is no new feature to the
case," they stated. "There are acid
stains all over the house. We have
nothing to say for the present."

McComas was removed to the coun-
ty hospital last night. The surgeons
say he Is in a serious condition and
the burns he received may result In
meningitis.

Police Find Letter
The following letter, signed "Willie,"

which Is said to be McComas' first
name, was found with several other
letters among the dead woman's ef-
fects:

"Johannesburg, Cal., Feb. 19, 1908.—
Just finished supper, Sweets, and will
scribble 'Hello' before I turn in, for
which I am, as you may suspect, about
ready. It has been a long, tiresome
day. The Ballaret stage not yet In at

7:30 p. m. Hope they will not be run-
ning that sort of schedule when I
come back this way.

"Everything looks squalid and dingy
as ever, and It is with more than my
usual distaste that I go on the desert
this time.
"I hope you will have good rest to-

night and be successful soon In get-
ting satisfactorily located. Then when
Ireturn we'll cut booze and autos and
settle to a dim religious life. In all
probability I will be back the 27th. I
have been figuring up my Itinerary,

and unless some unforeseen delay in-
tervenes I think I can make it up then.
Be a good girl. With lots of love and
kisses. Your WILL."

No one in tho neighborhood seems
to have heard the report of the shots.
Mrs. H. C. Burr, who lives in the
downstairs flat directly below the
apartments In which the shooting oc-
curred, heard nothing of the shots.

Had Many Friends
The letters found In Mrs. Noyes'

apartments from friends of her girl-
hood days back east indicate the dead
woman was well thought of. The fol-
lowing excerpts are from three letters
addressed to "Dear Lottie." The fol-
lowing one is from Hampton, N. H.,
dated February 6:

"I wlwh I could look Into your flat
and see the pretty rooms. It muat be
Just lovely, only it Is too bad that you
have got to leave It. It seems funny
to hear you write and say that your
windows are open while here there is
snow on the ground, and if anyone
were to open the window they woula
freeze to death.

"The orange groves must be beauti-
ful out there."

The foregoing was signed "Gladys"
and Is written in girlish chlrography.

An extract from another letter from
Hanford street, Boston, Mass., under
the date of October L'3, signed "Virgie,"
reads:

"Dear Lottie: I suppose you are at
the Shrlners having a good time. You
certainly do have lots of good times
even If you are hard up. I was be-
ginning to feel very anxious, as you
ha,l not written for so long and ex-
pected a better excuse than you gave."

Had Written Friend

The following was inclosed with the
letter signed "Gladys." It Is signed
"Maud" and says:

"Such a scramble as there was this
morning when your letter arrived.
Gladys and I nearly fell over each
other trying to read it all at once, i
would like to look Into that little homo
of yours, and It is a shame you hava
to give It up. Come back, my dear.

We care more for you than all your
friends out there and would do more
for you."

A woman giving the name of Mrs.
Lewis called at the office of District
Attorney Fredericks yesterday. This
woman had a letter which she pre-
sented to the county prosecutor. The
envelope was Inscribed: "To be opened
only after my .death."

The letter inclosed was to the effect
as follows: "It 1h my 1 desire and com-
mand that you (Mrs. Lewis) take
charge of my effects in the event I die,

and to keep and hold them until my
estate is distributed properly."

Mrs. Lewis said she received the let-
ter from Mrs. Noyes March 7, 1907.

Special letters of administration
were yesterday granted to Frank Bry-
son, county administrator, to adminis-
ter the estate of Mrs. Noyes.

HUSBAND OF WOMAN
EXPECTED HER DEATH

Noyes, husband of the woman mur-
dered in Los Angeles, lives at New-
t-uryport.

PROFESSOR LEON.HARD TO BPEAK

AT UNIVERBITY

Valuable Collection of Archaeological

Remains Presented to Faculty of

Berkeley College by Resident

of Santa Rosa

On the 16th and 17th-of March Pro-
fessor Rudolph Leonhard will give two
lectures at the University of Califor-
nia on the "Social Tendencies of Ger-
man Legislation and Their Signifi-
cance for Civilization." Professor
Leonhard is a member of the fac-
ulty of the University of Breslau, and
for this year is the Kaiser Wllhelrn
professor at Columbia university in
New York. He comes to the United
States in some sense as an exchange

for the Roosevelt professorship at the
University of Berlin, formerly held by
Professor Burgess of Columbia, and
now held by Prer'" nt Hadley of Yale.
Professor Leonharu s coming to Cali-
fornia Indicates a purpose to give the
Kaiser Wllhelm professorship a wider
scope than It would seem to have If
the Incumbent lectured only In New
York. The lectures will be given In
the large lecture room, No. 101, of Cali-
fornia hall, ai 8 o'clock on the eTW*-
ings of the 16th and 17th of March,
and will be open to all students of
the university and to the public.

Indian Collection Presented
Jesse Peter of Santa Rosa, Cal., has

presented to the museum of anthropol-
ogy of the university a collection of
archaelogleal remains from the vicin-
ity of Santa Rosa. This collection
comprises several hundred pieces. In-
cluding finished and half completed
mortars, spear points, knives and cere-
monial Implements. There are several
pieces of types that have not been dis-
covered before and are therefore of
particular importance. Of special in-
terest is a large series of chipped ob-
sidian implements and charm stones,

all found In a large spring where they
were evidently for a long period de-
posited as offerings by the Indians of
prehistoric times.

Coming University Meeting
On Friday next at 11 o'clock the reg-

ular university meeting wll be held
in Harmon gymnasium. The meeting
promises to be one of unusual Inter-
est. It willbe addressed by two speak-
ers of note. Dr. W. W. Campbell, di-
rector of the Lick observatory, will
speak of the recent expedition to Flint
island and the discoveries which were
made at that time. The party visited
Flint Island, which is about 450 miles
from Tahiti, to make astronomical
photographs at the time of the total
eclipse of the sun. The plates have
since been developed and have been
found to be all in good shape and to
bring out many startling facts new to

the astronomical world. John Willis
Baer, president of Occidental college,
Los Angeles, will be the other speaker

CONTRACTOR FATALLY
INJURED BY CAR

FOOT CRUSHED OFF AT THE

INBTER

Man Is Tossed to One Side by Speed-

Ing Vehicle and Physicians

Say He Will Lose His
Life

J. M. Bridges, a contractor, aged 4B
years, who lives with his family at

1410 Mission road, was run down and
fatally injured at the Moulton street
crossing of the Southern Pacific rail-
road late yesterday afternoon by a
shifting engine.
