TOURNAMENI SET

LES HENRY AND GLARNER SET

TIME FOR TRYOUT

Local Paddlers to Contest in April
and Finals Will Be Held May

2 in San Fran.

Cisco

Andrew Glarner, one of the directors
of the Olympic Athletic club In San
Francisco and a prominent northern
athlete, is in town and spent yesterday
afternoon with Les Henry making ar-
rangements for the swimming tryouts
to be held in the Bay City for the
Olympic games on May 2.

His visit will materially change the
plans of the local paddlers In reference
to the preliminary swimming meets for
the big London trip. Les Henry and
his proteges had mentally settled some
time in June as the date for the San
Francisco preliminaries and had de-
cided to hold his own rehearsals for
picking the northern candidates in
May.

As a consequence of the information
imparted by Glarner, the date willhave
to be changed for the local practice*,
and Manager Henry has set Thursday,
Friday and Saturday, April 23, 24 and
25, as the next best times This will al-
low a week's preparation afterward
before the winners will have to leave
for San Francisco. The 60, JOO, 220 and
440 yard races will be run off the first
two nights, leaving the long distance
event for the last night.

Both the preliminaries and tryouts
here will be held in the Biminl baths,

and the management of the baths has
promised to give a\ part of the gate
receipts to help pay the expenses of
the successful candidates who will take
part in the finals.

Glarner impartially stated that the
Lux Angeles swimmers would have
excellent chances at the foreign trip,

as there are very few eligible antago-

nists for them in the Bay City. How-
ever, he also said that the San Fran-
ciscan flusters would try their best to
keep all the honors at home.

The most promising short distance
men the Southern California candidates
will have to beat are Bromley of the
Webster Athletic club and Scott Leary

of the Olympic club. Both of these
swimmers have defeated each other,

but Leary is considered the fastest and
most consistent performer, as he Is a
veteran and Bromley is a high school
boy. Watklns will do the defending of
the 880 for the northern crew, and
should be a formidable opponent for
cither Watlington or Kyle. Watlington
beat him two years ago, but the defeat
would not necessarily stand against
Watkins at this late date.

Wilbur Kyle, the San Diego swim-
mer, has written Les Henry to the ef-
fect that he willbe here for all the pre-
liminaries and will certainly show that
his recent poor performance here was
no sample of his ability. Kyle will
have a hard row to hoe probably, as

the majority of the local authorities
are wont to treat him with indifference
since his miserable showing in the last
tournament.

NEIGHBORHOOD ROW
REACHES SUPERIOR COURT

Fuss That Started Over Locking
Chicken Coop Door Expected to

Last Through Future
Years

The militant atmosphere of Watts
and surrounding territory was yester- i
day transferred to department one of j
the superior court when the trial of
Mrs. Martha Stephens, charged with
assaulting George Harris with a
deadly weapon, was begun.

The deadly weapon was not in evi-
dence, and perhaps it was all for the
best, for remarks were made that
would naturally be followed by the use
of missiles and the unseemly disturb-
ance of the decorum of any well or-
dered court.

Spectators from Latin, "just east of
Watts," and from Watts itself filled
the chairs In the court room and in-
terest was so intense that some of the
women even brought their babies. The
trouble took place November 2 and may
end years hence.

Harris told his story with an en-
ergy Indicating a hope for something

more than the upholding of the law.
He reached his home, he said, after
midnight and was on his way to lock ]
the chicken coop door when his wife, I
in a voice out of all keeping with the I
stillness of the night, suggested that
he nail the opening, at the same time
making a remark not at all to the lik-
ing of Stephens, whose home is located
on an adjoining lot.

Places Foot on Lot
Stephens, he says, came out and

asked for an explanation, at the same i

time placing one foot upon Harris' j
property. He refused to remove the
offending member upon request, j
couched in language more energetic
than elegant, and as the two men
were assuming a more belligerent atti-
tude they were interrupted by the
voice of Mrs. Stephens, who cried to
her husband to 'Leave him to me,
Gene; I'll fix him so he will never
speak another word."

Then it was, according to Harris,

that the deadly weapon struck him and
he was later carried into the house by|
his wife. The latter upheld her hus-
band in his statements, beginning her
testimony with the declaration that
sho lived at Watts delivered in such
a manner that there were few if any
doubtful persons In the court room.

"Ilive In Watts. Do you want me to
tell you all that over again?" she
rnanded of the attorney cross-examin-
ing her. "Stephens liad half his foot

on our lot and his wife said 'Leave him
to me " but she was interrupted.

"Didn't you tell Mrs. Dubois that
your husband would fix Stephens?"
asked the attorney.

"No. Mrs. Stephens came to my
house and slammed her fist on my
ta-ble and told me things about Mrs.
Dubois."

Stephens himself was called to the
stand. He said he heard Harris making
noisy demonstrations and went out to
inquire the cause when he was ac-
cused of spreading reports derogatory
of Harris' character.

"I told him even If that were so,"
said Stephens, "it was no reason why
he should rave and tear at that time
of the night. Then he came over to my
lot. My wife came out and Harris
pushed her away and I struck him. He
fell on his hands and knees and I
thought I had a kick coming and gave
it to him. My wife didn't strike him
at all."

The trial will be resumed this morn-
ing.
