In welcoming a worthy (son of a
worthy sire the Church Federation of
L.os Angeles yesterday afternoon: ex-
tended a hearty welcome to William J.

Murphy, son of Francis Murphy, who
has come to Los Angeles to take up the

The temple auditorium was thronged
to its capacity yesterday by friends of
the temperance work. Mr. Murphy was
greeted with much enthusiasm and the
Chatauqua salute when he stepped for-
ward to respond to the many beautiful
tributes regarding his father and him-
self.

So much like his father in appear-
ance, Willlam Murphy yesterday re-
minded many of the meetings at which
good “St. Francis,” as he is now styled,
spoke and took the temperance message
so many times. 1t seemed as though
his father had come back again,
younger and stronger, to carry on the
work which he began so many years
ago.

At the close of the meeting, when
many of the audience were in tears
after listening to the eloquent, loving
tribute of the son to the father, Mr.
Murphy ‘stood with bowed head, sob-
bing, while 8.

Baker, the blind singers, Mr. Mulford
then read a telegram from Long Beach
from D. E. Luther of the Y. M. C. A,
extending the welcome of that associa-
tion to Mr. Murphy and his work.

Rev. Mr. Walker Speaks

Rev. Hugh K. Walker, pastor of
Immanuel Presbyterian church, made
an eloquent address of welcome in be-
half of the Chureh Federation. He
said:

“In behalf of the Church Federation
of T.os Angeles, representing 40,000
church members of the Protestant
evangelical churches, I bid you welcome
in your work, which is the work of the
Lord.

“We welcome you for your father.
Francis Murphy was loved everywhere,
but he was loved nowhere so much as

re, where he died and passed from
the earthly to heavenly triumphs., His
smile for the man who was down was
one that illumined life, and for his
sake we welcome you today. You are a
worthy son of a worthy sire.

“I believe in your work. You cannot
save people by denouncing them. You
can do little by telling them how mean
they are. The pierced hand of Jesus
is that which will win the world.

“Today we extend to you a most cor-
dial welcome and we know whereof we
spepk, for many men have been loved
into Christ by Francis Murphy, and
Wiliiam Murphy is just like him.”

Mrs. Bertha Vaughn gave a vocal
golo, followed by an address by Council-
man A. J. Wallace. Mr, Wallace spoke
of the Murphy work and the general
movement of the states in prohibiting
the sale of liquors. He was applauded
several times, and closed with an ap-
peal to the people to stop the liquor
traffic,

Rev. Mr. Smither Gives Statistics

Rev. A. C. Smither, pastor of the
Tirst Christian church, gave some in-
teresting statistics, stating that two-
fifths of the pupulation of the United
States live in territories where the sale
of liquor is prohibited. He was gener-
ously applauded when he referred to
the growth of the temperance spirit
within the past thirty years, and stated
that Los Angeles is in line with the
great temperance movement.

“I should be glad to see the day when
our sisters could vote on the subject,”
continued Rev. Mr. Smither. “I be-
lieve my wife could vote as intelli~
gently as the hoboes on the street.”

Francis Murphy, the gifted son of
William Murphy and the namesake of
his grandfather, gave a bagjtone solo,
“The Holy City,” and as an encore he
sang “Face to Face.” Young Francis
Murphy has given up a promising
operatic career to take up gospel sing-
ing, devoting his splendid voice to the
cause. Bruce Gordon Kingsley fol-
lowed wjth a pipe organ solo.

William Murphy then came forward
and was greeted with a Chautauqua
salute. He said: 4 ‘

“This great welcome comes to me like
the wave of a great ocean. SIX years
ago the best man God ever gave en-
tered the gates of L.os Angeles. That
was my blessed father. The members
of the Los Angeles Federation of
Churches met him and said, ‘You are
welcome,” My father stayed here, made
his home here and never had a desire
to change it. Four months ago I came
here, called by the gospel temperance
work to take up the work that my
father left. The same hands that went
out to him have been extended to me.

- Expresses Thankfulness

“This afternoon I have no language
that would express to you the thank-
fulness that I have for the splendid,
Godlike welcome. I thank you all, and
God help me to be worthy of this hour.

“Some people feel that we are not
progressing fast enough, and I feel free
to confess I am a little skeptical some-
times. But we don’t take into congider-
ation the last thirty years. For in-
stance, take the Washington of thirty
vears ago and the Washington of today.
Senator Frye said that he had seen as
many as twenty congressmen under the
influence of liquor. Does that con-
dition exist today? No. An official who
disgraces his office is pointed at with
the finger of scorn. That shows the en-
couragement of public sentiment,

“There has been more reform in the
last twenty years than since the time
of Martin Luther. There have been more
communicants added te the ‘churches.
Fifteen millions of children are being
taught the bad effects of liquor on the
human system and twelve millions of
children are being taught the gospel.
There are about thirty-five millions of
church communicants to favor’ our
cause. The same liberty that was
fought for at Bunker Hill by the bless-
of God, America shall rise and pro-
claim liberty from the intoxicating
liquors.

“There are different avenues all lead-
ing to the one end—industrial, educa~-
tional, mechanical and professional, all
united in one protest. There is where
the sentiment is going.

Sentiment Is Changing

“oday a man who presides over. a
great business must not drink liquors
or gamble, There is not a clerk, presi-
dent of a railroad or an engineer but
must abstain from liquors. This is all
along the line, Men who stand in the
pulpits are against it, and this was not
80 thirty-five years ago. Thank God

for this sentiment for manhood, virtue

and integrity.
“The man who stands behind the

bar cannot hold his position if he drinks

Mquors. If a man drinks he cannot sell
the llquor. That is evidence conclu-
sive.

“Phank God for the men who stand
out: for a Beecher and a Goff, the W.
C. T. U. and sugh a saintly priest as
Fathers Mathew, who gave the total
abstinence pledge to Protestants and
Gatholics until he had secured five mil-
lion signers. God bless the movement,
and make it broad enough for every
one until we move in one great accord.

“T thank God for my father’s work.
Thirty seven years ago, In ortland,
Me., where he was low, his posgsession
all, gone, the message of the loving
Christ was taken to him, Twenty mil-
lion pledges was the result of this
message of Christianity.

“He is gone, but he is not dead. He
is here with me this afternoon, I can
feel his presence and I believe that
though he has ascended into heaven he
can come to us when we are discour-

aged.”

SAY ALL SHEEP
MUST BE DIPPED

“SCABIES” SPREADING AMONG
FLOCKS

Governor Issues a Proclamation Call-
ing on Owners to Do All in
Their Power to Stop
the Disease

The strongest efforts will be made to
eradicate, as far as possible, the dis-
ease known as ‘'scabies,” which is
spreading among large numbers of
sheep throughout the state.

The state veterinarian has just com-
pleted an investigation of the disease
and its effects, and has submitted his
report to Governor Gillett. 7The dis-
ease has become quite general among
sheep in California, and conditions have
become serious enough to influence the
governor to issue a proclamation, which
was placed before the board of super-
visors yesterday.

The proclamation states that the
sheep industry is suffering, and orders
that all sheep in the state must be
dipped under the supervision of the
state veterinarian or his agent between
March 15 and July 156. Sheep with the
gcabies must be dipped twice, with an
interval of nine days, and other sheep
must be dipped once.

The solution in which the sheep are
to be dipped must receive the sanction
of the state veterinarian or his agent,
and all corrals and other places where
sheep affected with scabies are located
must be disinfected.

Dr.. Rowland, county veterinarian,
will make an investigation of conditions
among the sheep of I.os Angeles county,
and work in accordance with the in-
structions from the state capital will
be carried on under his direction.

LOCATIONS OF BOOTHS
SUBJECT OF PROTEST

Prohibition Union Passes Resolution
Calling on Supervisors to Change
Registration Places—Many
in Saloon Doors

At the meeting of the Los Angeles
Prohibition union, held in Symphony
hall, Sunday at 3 p. m., the following
resolution was unanimously passed:

“Whereas, It is universally admitted
that the legalized liquor traffic is ev-
erywhere and always an enemy of good
government, a corrupting influence in
politics and a constant foe to the best
interests of the municipality and the
state and nation.

‘“‘Resolved, That the Los Angeles
Prohibition .union hereby enters its
most emphatic protest against the ac-
tion of the county clerk and the board
of supervisors in establishing registra-
tion booths 'at the entry of some of the
saloons of the vity; and, further, that
we respectfully request of the authori-
tltlashthat this action be rescinded forth-
with.,”

This resolution was introduced by
Rev. C. J. Hall, and in speaking on
this question Mr. Hall said:

“It is an outrage upon the decent
citizens of this city that the authorities
should for.one minute allow the saloons
in any way to profit by the registra-
tion of voters now going on.

Advises Change of Name

“If it has come to this, that Los An-
geles cannot find decent places where
men who are voters can register it is
about time that we change the name of
this city, and instead of calling it a
City of the Angels, we should call it
the City of the Devils, because there
can be no more devilish work carried
on in any city than for the authorities
to recognize the saloons, by making
them part of the life of the city.

“Why didn't they open these regis-
tration booths in-some decent places?
It does seem to us as though the liquor
traffic must own our authorities.

“] protest against the continuance of
this thing, and as a citizen I shall con-
tinue to protest until the saloon gets
no recognition whatever from our city
fathers or from our county board of
supervisors,”

The resolution was carried after sev-
eral speeches of protest had been made
from the floor of the meeting.

IS IN TOWN

IS FIREMEN'S AND POLICEMEN'S
FRIEND

Gets Increase in Wages and Another
Day Off for Los Angeles Fire-
men—Wears Two
Stars

‘With the proud record of being ‘“the
only woman in the universe to wear a
police and a fire badge,” as she ex-
plains it, Mrs. Matilda K. Thew of
Marion, Ohio, mother of Mrs. C. H.
Nol), state secretary of the Loyal Tem-
perance legion of Los Angeles county,
was introduced to the children at Tem-
perance temple yesterday afternoon.

Mrs. Thew tells of the presentation
of these badges to her as follows:

“1 have been engaged in the work
among firemen and policemen for al-
most forty years, and am 70 years
young.

“I am known as ‘Mether’ among the
police and fire boys all over the land,

from Seattle clear to the Atlantic
coast.

“It was in the 'T0s that I was pre-
sented with these two stars. 1 was

sick in bed at the time. Mayor Lew
Sheriff came to my room, accompanied
by the chief of police and al] his men,
and made a beautiful ‘presentation
speech, The men uncovered their
heads while he pinned the star upon
me, and you see how it reads ‘Honorary
Member Columbus, Delaware and
Marion Police Department.’

“The fire chief also sent me the star
from the fire boys, which reads:
‘Our Mother Thew.'

“Wyerywhere I go I get acquainted
with the policemen and firemen.
Theirs is a lonely life. 'Why, you would
feel sad if you knew how the children
of many firemen don’t come indoors
when their father is home, for they’ve
learned that he will have to go back

to the station just as soon as the meal
is over.

“The policemen, as well as the fire-
men, are always glad to see me.

“I live by this work. It is provi-

dential the way I am cared for; while
ITam standing in a station house talking
with the men one of them will drop a
$5 gold piece in my bag.
“ “J'have gotten the Los Angeles fire-
men a raise in wages and another day
6ff, so they can have more time with
their families. So, when I came back
from Claremont recently, one of the
firemen here, as soon as he saw me,
shouted to me: ‘I've got good news
for you, Mother.” I knew what it was
—that day off.

“Mayor Harper has been most kind
to me, as have the fire commissioners.
I am staying with my brother, Capt,
I. B. Dutton, of 1152 East Fiftieth
street, whom I have not seen for four
vears, I return to Columbus in about
two weeks, to see my ‘boys’ there."”

LOST LEDGES OF GOLD
ARE FOUND NEAR MINA

1ection the exploration work was again
taken up with the result as stated.

The company has &lready purchased
the Douglas cyanide plant near Mina.
1t is to be moved to the old mill site
of their property, where 10,000 tons of
tajlings are now waiting treatmcnt,
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Watch for Venice attractions.
