EVANS TO PARTICIPATE IN

HOPES TO ATTEND FUNCTIONS IN

HONOR OF FLEET

Early Visit from Warships Is Ex.

pected—Many Days to Be

Passed in Ports of

California

It. was not until the very anchorage
grounds had been reached that the

, showed a slackening of headway. Then
signal (lags were broken out from the
Connecticut and with the precision of
a company of soldiers at drill the ves-
sels of, each of the four divisions be-
gan a quick maneuver which t

brought

them four abreast.
"Anchor in present formation!" came

the command from the flagship. The
beat of propellers, which could be
plainly heard across the still, smooth
\u25a0waters, ceased, and the clank and whir
of the dropping anchor chains awoke
the echoes of the hills with raucous
noises. Passing through the three
miles of deep water at the gateway at
7 a. in., the fleet came to anchor at 7:55
o'clock. Five minutes later the salut-
ing cannon of the converted cruiser
Buffalo, which was waiting with sup-
plies and mail, boomed with the first
of- thirteen guns,

Saluting is not allowed until 8
o'clock under navy regulations, . and
that accounted for the seeming delay
in speaking honor to Admiral Evans'
flag. Besides the Buffalo the only oth-
er ships to greet the fleet were the big

tug Fortune, sent down from the Mare
Island navy yard to assist in target

practice, to tow the target range and
three grimy colliers which had brought
their heavy burden of coal all the way
from Norfolk, Va.

Scarcely bad the fleet come to an-
chor when the little steam launches or
running boats had been dropped Into
the water from giant cranes and were
rushing about with shrill whistles
screaming, carrying messages and re-
ports to the flagships. Half an hour
later all of the busy little craft wen
gathered about gangways and side lad-
ders of the Buffalo asking for mail
from home. in a way, it was like
mail time at a village postoffli'O with
:i crowd outside waiting for the deliv-
ery window to open. The details of the
anchoring of (he fleet had nil been
worked out two days before Magdalena
was sighted, and there was not the
suggestion of a hitch anywhere.

Occupies Small Section

The space occupied by the great

fleet, though comparatively large, -is

hut a small unction of this great bay.

Altogether there are ten by twelve
jnilfs of anchorage room in this won-
netful natural harbor, whore dredging
is unknown. The bay itself is vastly
larger than that.

Officers who viewed it for the first
time today declared it <" be the great-
est of naval banes, and expressed the
\u25a0wish that it longed to the United
States instead of being merely under
0 short term lease from the republic
of Mexico, It devolved upon Rear
Admiral Thomas, commanding the sec-
ond squadron of the fleet, to come
ashore and pay the respects of the
commander in chief to the Mexican
authorities, and this he did within
the first hour after anchoring. Ills
barge put out from the flagship Min-
nesota and in it beside himself were
the members of his personal staff.

Governor Hanginez received the
Americana mo.st graciously. He told
them he came to Magdalena as the per-
sonal representative of President Diaz
to bid the American fleet welcome.
Admiral Thomas thanked his excel-
lency cordially and told him how much
the American people appreciated the
courtesy of the Mexican \u25a0 government
in allowing the navy the use of one
of its most magnificent harbors.

Visits Battleships
The conversation was carried on

through an interpreter. During the
afternoon Governor Sujiglnez returned
Admiral Thomas' call and was enter-
tained on board the Minnesota. Toasts
\u25a0wire drunk to Presidents Roosevelt
and Diaz and the wish was expressed
that the cordial relations existing be-
-1 ween the two great republics of North
America might, always remain as cor-
dial as now.

;Governor Sanglne* was shown (ill
over the flagship and had the working
of the great turret rifles explained to
him in detail. Me was much inter-
ester in all that he saw and expressed
great admiration for the ship. As he
\u25a0went over the side on his return to
the shore the saluting cannon or the
Minnesota fired seventeen shots in his

The personnel or tha fleet, according
to the reports of ell of the officers, is
in Ilie highest state of efficiency.
Training of the gun crews and trio
men assigned to the various other
divisions of the different ships has been
persistent fro ii Hie very \u25a0 tart of therrnlpe.

Thirteen thousand miles of steaming
mid three, months of continuous work
have brought the fleet to a point of
efficiency which the arrival here fully
two days ahead of scheduled tinii only
In part illustrates.

Thomas Never in Command
The admiral was sitting on the after-bridge of his flagship surveying the

other vessels of the fleet at anchor
With evident pride. A little lighter in
weight, perhaps, but no other Indica- I
tion of his recent illness Iwas appar-

cnt. Not for a minute had he been
required to relinquish full command
c>;' the movements of the vessels on
their way to the Pacific. In this con-
nection Rear Admiral Thomas today
authorised the following statement to
lie made in bis behalf:

"There whs absolutely no truth in
the story that Admiral Kvans had
transferred command to me. Never
has it even been contemplated. There
has not been n. day that Admiral
Evans has not had full grasp of the
duties of the supreme command. It
has been my great pleasure to repre-
sent him socially from time to time,

but it is unjust to him and to me to
print that he transferred command? to

me. Please deny it absolutely."
Speaking of his illness, Admiral

Evans said:
"I was sorry not to be able to go

ashore at the South American ports

und enjoy the hospitalities of those
countries, I was anxious to do it, but
this unfortunate illness prevented. Ad-
miral Thomas, however, fittended to
the social duties with much credit to
himself ajid to the country. No one
could have done it better. But I am
improving now and shall be able to
leave the ship soon. I have been pre-

vented from going ashore and having

a goid time with the boys, but when
we get to California l am going to

do it.
"We want to do twice as much for

California, as we have done for any-
body else. We shall all be glad to get

back to the United states."
Evans Goes to Range

Admiral Evans said lie probably
would go to the range with the Con-
nectlcut when she engages in record
target practice,

Admiral Thomas in speaking of the
cruise said:

"[ think f voice the opinion of the
whole fleet whin 1 say that this lias
been one nf the most, if not the most,

remarkable and successful naval
cruises in the history of the -world. It
eclipses by far anything ever before
undertaken by the American navy, and
the beneficial results are greater than

ever before were accomplished. The
Ships are In better c litloti than when
we left Hampton roads. We v ere
ready for battle the minute Wfl
reached Magdalena buy. It is a most
magi i illcent performance.

"(in the last leg of the trip we ac-
tually were making more miles per ton

Of coal than when we started. This

was due to Increased efficiency In the
engineering force and the firing of the
boilers. There has been the greatest
Competition among the. crews, and this
has done much lor the increase in efti-
clency. i am looking forward also to

some wonderful results at target prac-
tice.

'•Our visits to the ports of South
America will result in much good.
Tiny cemented the various countries
in closer bonds of friendship with the
I'nited States and will rebound to mu-
tual advantage commercially as y wall
as politically.

"We were treated with the greatest
consideration, courtesy und, Imay say,
enthusiasm wherever we went."

The battleships Kansas, Kentucky

and Vermont were on the target

Target practice may be concluded in
three weeks, and the fleet should leave
here some time between April S and 10,
probably nearer the latter date.

FORTIFICATIONS BILL CUT;
. HOPED TO PLACATE JAPAN

By Associated Press.. WASHINGTON, March 16.—The for-
tifications bill, carrying $4,821,871 in-
Ftead of $38,433,945 asked for by the war
department, was reported today to the
house committee on appropriations by

Chairman Smith of the subcommittee.
The subcommittee felt, aside from

other conditions, to recommend an ap-
rroprlatlon of $38,000,000 at this time
would be an action -which might very
reasonably be construed by Japan as a
declaration that the United States was
preparing for war. The amount recom-
mended is larger than any which has
been annually appropriated since the
Spanish-American war. The cutting
down of the department's estimates by

$30,238,884 means, among other things,
that tho committee has recommended
nothing for continental United States
md has appropriated mainly for the
Hawaiian and Philippine islands.

The committee has turned down en-
tirely the department's proposal for the
fortification of Manila harbor by the
construction and fortification of an arti-
ficial island, and nothing is carried for
Bublg bay.

The only points in the continental
United States appropriated for are De-
ception pass in Puget sound; Charles-
ton, S. C; Pensacola, F!a.; Mobile, Ala.,
and various points where expenditures
are required for the installation of
lange finding apparatus.
