PROMINENT PASADENA FAMILIES

APPEAR IN COURT

Charges Made Against Woman and

Physician to Be Investigated

Before Judge Renders His

Final Decision i

v., Four persons prominent in the social

life of Pasadena figured yesterday In a
'. divorce suit ii the superior court, and

startling charges of cruel treatment,

threats to do bodily injury and the em-
ployment of detectives to shadow her
every movement were made by Mrs.

Rose L. Barnhart against her hus-
band, W. Earl Barnhart, who, at the
death of his father, a wealthy type

founder of Chicago, four years ago, be-

came possessed of a fortune estimated

at *150,000.
Not the least surprising part of the

story told by Mrs. Barnhart was that. in which she accused her husband with
forcing her to sign an agreement to

Iremain away from him for a year, re-
ceiving a certain amount of money each
month during her absence, and at the
end of that time not to oppose an ac-
tion to be brought by him for divorce,

the grounds to be desertion on her part.
Mrs. Barnhart said she was married

to Barnhart in Milwaukee ten years
ago. After they moved to Pasadena
more than four years ago, she said, he
frequently absented himself from home
for days at a time and refused to give
any explanation of his movements.
Following his return from one of these -
trios, she said, they quarreled and he
said she did not trust him.

Threatens Wife

"He said any one who distrusted him
should suffer," she said. "We quarreled
about money matters and he grasped
me by the throat and then by the wrists ,
and tried to make me kneel to his God.
He said his God was 'Justice,' and he
wanted me to bow to his, and not my
God. . ;,

"He unjustly charged me. in May,
1906, with being intimate with a physi-

cian and called me names which I do
not care to repeat. He wanted me to
sign a paper stating that I loved some
one else, but Irefused.

"One night in June, 1906, he came
home with a dagger in his hand and
held it over me, saying: ) 'Whoever is
an enemy of mi.ie shall suffer." r *_*--

"Later he showed me a gun which
ho said was noiseless and could be dis-
charged without any sound. Fearing

what he said might be true, I slept on

the floor several nights. He also
claimed to be possessed of a secret
power which enabled him to tell at all
times just where I was and what I
was doing. \u0084-."".'. __„ . \u0084 .

"Between May and July, 1906, I dis-
covered I was being followed by de-
tectives. One man would ride on the
same car with me down town, and
there would be relieved by another. I
told my husband about it, but he said
he knew nothing about the men. Later,

however, he told me he did know of
their work and that it confirmed what
he had suspected. He said the detec-
tives were a d—d poor pair or they
would never have been discovered. Ha
also said he was playing with me as a
cat does a mouse."

Woman Signs Paper

On July 13, said Mrs. Barnhart, her
husband induced her to sign a paper,
saying if she did so he would not make
it unpleasant for her by informing a
woman of her alleged intimacy with the
woman's husband. This paper, she
said, was drawn up by John W. Mitch-
ell an attorney, and stipulated she
should leave her home for a year and
not contest a divorce suit which he
expected to file charging her with de-
sertion at the end of that time.

"Isigned the paper in Pasadena," she
said, "and next day swore to my signa-
ture before Louis P. Tappelner, a no-
tary at 126 West Third street. My hus-
band, Mr. Mitchell and myself went to
the Bank of Southern California and
the paper was read to the cashier and
$575 was placed to my credit. The
cashier was told that $75 would be
placed to my account each month for a
year, and then $50 every thirty days.
This was In July, 1906, but the pay-
ments ceased in February of last year,

"and since then I have received noth-
ing except $90 given to me after I had
seen an attorney in regard to this
divorce action." -".- »

Visits Physician's Wife
Mrs. White, wifeof Dr. S. Trowbridge

White of Pasadena, said she counted
the Barnhart* among her dearest
friends. "In October, 1906," she said,
"Barnhart came to me and made
charges against his wife's and my hus-
band's characters. I did not believe
what he told me."

Dr. White said he had known Barn-
hart from boyhood up and always re-
garded him as a friend. In Pasadena,
he said, the Barnharts belonged to
the same social organizations, such as
the Shakespeare and other clubs, as he
and his wife were members of. He de-
nied any impropriety in his relations
with Mrs. Barnhart.

Barnhart admitted he had called
upon Mrs. White and told her she and
himself were "in the same boat."

"She said she had been afraid of it,
too." he said, "and sin- cried a little.
I think I asked her to keep everything
quiet, so the newspapers would not hear
of It. We had a pleasant conversation,
but I don't remember anything more
about it."

Denies Making Statement
He declared he had not made a cer-

tain statement Mrs. White said he did.
Judge Monroe reviewed the evidence,

saying there was need of corroborative
testimony in some parts of it. "But
this other statement," said the court
(referring to a charge which Barnhart
la said to have made against his wife
in his talk with Mrs. White) is one of
the most serious I ever heard in a
court room, and notwithstanding his
denial, I believe he made it."

An interlocutory decree of divorce
was granted Mrs. Barnhart and March
26 was set as the date for hearing ar-
guments on the distribution of prop-
erty.

PLAYER REVEALS A

DIFFERENT HEDDA

SIDLE LAWRENCE

"HKI)I>A GABLER," a play in four acts
by Henrlk Ibsen, presented last night on the
stage of the Mason opera house by Mrs.
Patrick -Campbell and her London company.

THERE have been many explana-
tions of "Hedda .Gabler"; many

Interpretations of the character.

Miss Jeanette L. Gilder has declared
her to be an "overwoman who acquired

without assistance the Idea which used

to be drilled, Into monarchs that she
had the right of way in life; one of
those realists who think they perceive
everything because they see the exter-
nals." Other critics, other creeds. \u0084

Mrs. Patrick Campbell's HeddV is a
woman of whimsical moods, perverse,
essentially selfish, neurotic, In a sense

she tears from the role Its baffling
quality and makes It, in large measure
at least, understandable. All of which
must be accounted an achievement.
Her Hedda Is not calculated to provoke
discussion, but to still it. It is not
even a cousin german to the Hedda of
Mrs. Stake. In fact, any thought of
comparing the two must have been dis-
pelled last night by even the most cur-
sory consideration of the English art-
ist's playing.

Her Talent for Being Bored
Mis. Campbell's Hedda Gabler in the

first act is a woman whose nerves have
been completely unstrung by her own
sense of boredom. The little fusslness
of her husband, his petty concerns, his
habits of economy in trivial matters,

such as the thrifty saving of paper and
string which had been used to wrap his
slippers—these things have worn away
Hedda's powers of resistance. She is

an egotist to this extent that she be-
lieves hers to be a great nature, hedged
about, whereas Hedda in reality is even
unable to appreciate bigness in another.
What we believe, however, that we are;
and the premise Is necessary for a

proper understanding of Mrs. Camp-
bell's conception.

To Judg* Brack she says: "I some-
times think there is only one thing in
the world I have any turn for."

"And what is that?" he queries.
"Boring myself to death," is her

reply.
This is prophetic, in the Ibsen

fashion, and Mrs. Campbell does not
fail to illumine the idea In her read-
ing of the lines. •

Admits Her Cowardice
Hedda proclaims herself a coward.

Mrs. Campbell does not emphasize the
actual admission, but she reiterates
the accusation indirectly many times.
There is cowardice as well as selfish-
ness in her cry: "I can't look upon
sickness. I loathe it"; and again in
her manner of refusing to accompany
her husband to the house where his
aunt lies dead.

Later in the play the jealous mood
predominates. This, in fact, Is made
the mainspring of Hedda's actions from
the time Ellert Lovberg first appears
upon the stage until the end, for Hed-
da remains jealous even after the
death of the man who has excited that
sentiment. There ; is, however, no
sameness In the expression of her feel-
ings.

Last night Mrs. Campbell showed us
the feline jealousy which vents itself
In physical demonstration against Its
object, but that was only one, and
the least fine, of many phases. She
sneered at Mrs. Elvsted before she
clawed her hair. She writhed at ev-
ery mention of the other woman's
name by the man whom that woman
had saved from himself; and In a final
frenzy, the more deadly as It was the
more contained, she deliberately incit-
ed the man to kill himself "beautifully,
beautifully," when she found herself
unable to efface the impression Mrs.
Elvsted had made upon his life.

There was little of sanity in this
scene. The woman * had become a
demon. But even so she took precau-
tions to guard herself against ugliness.
Ifthe thing must be done, 'twere well
It were done decently.

The Art of Listening
Instances of Mrs. Campbell's art in

this role might be multiplied almost
indefinitely. She showed us last night
the art of listening as well as the art
evidenced in action. She was seldom
entirely in repose. Her arms, her feet,
her entire body moved nervously, con-
stantly, unceasingly, but always grace-
fully. There were no sudden starts,
nothing to mar the symmetry of mo-
tion. Her nervousness—perhaps rest-
lessness is the better word—was that
of the cat animal encaged.

The supporting company appeared to
much better advantage last night than
at any time since the present engage-
ment opened. Ben Webster played
Lovberg with a poetic quality and an
appreciation of the physical aspects
of the character that made the role
stand out in clear relief. Miss Mar-
garet Watson was properly subdued as
Mrs. Elvsted and Edgar Kent gave us
another fine Interpretation in the role
of Teaman. Charles Garry, too, read
the part of Dr. Brack with good ef-
fect, though he made no attempt to
depict the roue the doctor is ordinarily
Inerpreted to be.

Tonight ami at the matinee tomorrow
Mrs. Campbell will be seen in an adap-
tation of Sophocles' tragedy of "Elec-
tra," which will be preceded by "The
Flower of Yamato." Tomorrow night
Sundermann's "Magda" will be the bill.

"The Filibusters," book by James P.

Wilson and .Mark E. Sunn, music by

William Lorraine, will be the opera
offered by the Temple opera company
at the Auditorium for its opening bill
April 6. This announcement was made
definitely yesterday afternoon by Edgar
Temple. The opera never has been
heard In the west, but was favorably
received upon its presentation in New
York, Boston and other eastern cities.
The composer, William Lorraine, also
composed the music of "Peggy from'
Paris" and is the author of the pop-
ular "Salome" overture.

The company, organized in the cast,
and which will begin rehearsals today,
Includes Eleanor Kent, prima donna
soprano; Laura Wallace, soubrette;
Edna Mason, contralto; Grace Marvin,
characters; Alfred MacGahen, tenor;
George A. Lynch, tenor: Wlllard Clau-
sen, baritone; Elliott Beamer, basso;
Lew Fields, comedian; Harry Cash-
man, comedian; John W. Wilson, stage
manager, and Fred Eustis, musical
director. There will be a chorus of
i". rty-flve, a pony ballet of six and an
orchestra of sixteen.

The list of names includes several
that are well and favorably known all
over the east, though few of the com-
pany's principals have ever sung in
California. Miss Kent, the prima
donna soprano, has been a member of
Klaw & Erlanger companies and also
put in a season with Henry W. Sav-
age, Alfred B. MacGahen Is a former
member of the Savage Castle Square
opera company, and last season sang

Feather." Harry Cashman, of course,
is well known locally. \u25a0-.•-

Altogether the new company bids
fair to be the most competent' musical
organization formed for Los Angeles
in many, many seasons. It will pre-
sent an extended - repertoire of light
operas, most of . which will be com-
parative novelties, I with an occasional
revival of an old favorite. Later in
the season it is likely that the com-
pany will make the first production
on any stage of an opera written by

a Callfornian on a California subject
and its scenes laid in this state.......

Mrs. Patrick Campbell's production
of an old Greek play, the Electra of
Sophocles, which will be played at the
Mason tonight and Saturday matinee,
recalls a feature of the ancient Greek
and Roman drama of which there is
but scant mention in the histories and
hand books of dramatic literature
those Incidents in which are to be
found the ancient models of the recog-
nition scenes and episodes in modern
plays and novels of which the mirth
and ridicule-provoking "strawberry
mark" is a common type.

The story briefly told runs thus:
Orestes and Electra were the children
of Agamemnon, king of Mykenae, and
his wife, Clytaemnestra. During Aga-
memnon's ten-year absence at the siege
of Troy Clytaemnestra forgot her duty
to her lord and master and there was
a scandal in which Aegisthus, son of
Thyestes, had a part. When Troy had
fallen and Agamemnon was on his way
heme Clytaemnestra plotted with
Aegisthus against her husband's life.
When Agamemnon reached homo they

executed their plot and murdered him.
Orestes, the young heir to the throne,
was saved and sent secretly in charge
of a faithful servant to Strophios of
Phokis, his father's v friend. When
Orestes grew to manhood he returned
to Mykenae with his faithful friend,
Pylades, that he might take vengeance
or, his father's murderers. During all
this time Electra had never ceased to
bewail her father's death and because
of this Clytaemnestra and Aegisthus
had dealt harshly with her.

The second member of the Orestean
trilogy opens . with the return of
Otestes, who cuts off two locks of his
hair, one of which he casts in the di-
rection of the river, the thank offering
to the genius of his native valley, that
should have been presented when he
came of age; the other he deposited
on his father's tomb, the grief offering
which his exile prevented him paying
at his father's funeral. Hearing a
hurst of wailing within the palace
Orestes and his friends concealed them-
selves. Electra and her attendants
approach Agamemnon's tomb. Electra
discovers the lock of hair and the foot-
prints. She compares the color and
texture with her own and • declares
that the footprints "fit well Iwith my
footsteps here," and asserts that they
can belong only to Orestes, ' who then
ccmes from hiding. But Electra does
not yet recognize him and even when
lie assures her that he is really Orestes
says: "Nay, stranger, dost thou weave
a snare for me?" Her quick recogni-
tion of Orestes' presence by the lock
of hair and footprints annoys Orestes.
Orestes establishes his identity to Elec-
tra's satisfaction and brother and sis-
ter are joyfully reunited.
