ment in which he declares ,he Is In-
nocent of fathering any attempt at
colonization and laying the blame pri-
marily on an officer of the Good Gov-
ernment league. V • A. . ' . . ''In reviewing "• the recent stirring
events at Venice in connection with the
approaching municipal election a well
known business man who asks that his
name be withheld said:

"Friday, March 13,-was the last day
In which legal \u25a0 registrations could be
made for the Ocean Park city election
on April 13. On the afternoon and
evening of March 13 a large number of
men .were" registered. These men had
been .'sent to Venice by the Hummel
Brothers' Employment agency of Los
Angeles bearing cards signed by 'Fair
and \u25a0-. Anderson.' The cards bore in-
structions to employ such a man as
carpenter at $2.75 a day and other men
as laborers at $2 a day.

Seventy.seven Workmen Registered.. '.'The men on reaching- Venice had
bean taken to quarters In the tent
city, most of them directed there by
Matt Echols. The men were assigned
four to a tent and two to a bed.

V "When registration closed at mid-
night Friday, March 13, seventy-seven

In all had been registered. The district
attorney's office in Los Angeles ls in
possession of a complete list of every
man > employed through the Hummel
Brothers' office. ' *

"Late Friday night, March 13. Henry
Llll, residing in Los . Angeles, ap-
proached Police Officer Phil McDonald
in front of the St. Marks hotel on
Windward avenue and asked the of-
ficer If he thought it would make any
difference If he went back to Los An-
geles and remained until Monday. Llll
was laboring under the impression, that
McDonald was also In the service of
the men who had employed him.

"Officer McDonald closely questioned
LIU and then steered him into the of-
fice of City Trustee J. B. Sands. To
that official the man made a clean con-
fession of the alleged attempt to col-
onize the tent city. When LIU was be-
ing put through a rigorous cross-ex-
amination Fair suddenly' entered Dr.
Sands' office ,and, confronted with Llll's
confession, himself confessed that ? a
raw attempt had been made by some
one higher up to stock the tent city
with voters which would make certain
the election of the Good Government
trustee ticket. "

Work. Postponed Two Weeks
"Saturday work was not commenced

on the big bath house and other con-
cessions as promised by H. R. Hanna.
Instead ; the men ' who had been quar-
tered in the tent city were Informed
in writing over the signature of Man-
ager Hanna, who thus apparently rec-
ognized the validity of the contract of
Fair and Anderson with the I Hummel
agency, that there would be no work
until two weeks .-' or:; when the . bath
house was started. The notification was
written acress ' the \u25a0 end of the cards
given the men by the Hummel agency
and bearing the orders from Fair and
Anderson that they be put to work.

."The seventy or more men who had
come to .Venice in good faith to work
and vote were• wrathy., Abbot Kinney

declared some of his enemies had put
up a job to beat his ticket at the polls.
Sunday morning Mr. Kinney gave or-
ders to Manager Hanna to have the
tent city icleared of stuffers and the
men were given tickets which allowed
them to return to Los Angeles and
draw back the fees of $2 each paid to
the Hummel agency.

FINE ROAD
NEGLECTED

PASADENA AVENUE IS FALLING

INTO DISREPUTE

COUNTY AND CITY REFUSE TO

REPAIR IT '
Movement on Foot to Punish Those

' Responsible for Condition and
Efforts Will Be Made to

Clean It Up

Pasadena avenue, one of the most
beautiful and picturesque driveways
in Southern California and noted as the
connecting link between Los Angeles
and Pasadena, presents an Impressive
vlsta, but If any one journeys to Its
end expecting the magnificent. thor-
oughfare to open Into a wonderland of
beauty appropriate to the vista he is
sadly disappointed.

The fact is Pasadena avenue is fall-
ing into disrepute. There is a deplor-
able condition at lts'vterminus, creating
no end of criticism, but just who Is re-
sponsible seems yet to be a mystery.. Among motorists, especially If they
be tourists unfamiliar with the thor-
oughfare, there has arisen a series of
protests, stimulated by denizens of the
Arroyo Seco who happen to live any-
where within half a mile of the ter-
minus. ( .'\ . :•.. * .'.../•

Pasadena avenue, except for one dis-
graceful deformity, "would undoubtedly
be the finest driveway in Southern
California. About three years ago It
was Improved, at a' great expense and
fanleaf palms and live oaks were plant-
ed alternately on both sides at Inter-
vals of about twenty feet.

Trees of Impressive Size A
These trees, especially the palms,

are now attaining impressive size. The
long avenue has been macadamized
from Sycamore grove to Its terminus at
Avenue Sixty-six and San Pasqual
avenue, and as one ascends the grade
from Avenue Forty-seven and gazes
toward Garvanza through the wide
vlsta of Highland Park homes, many
of which are among the finest in the
west, the thoroughfare appears a veri-
table "avenue of magnlflcent perspect-
ive," the pride of both Highland Park
and Garvanza and the joy of automo-
bllists.

But for reasons intangible there has
been a steady opposition to all efforts
to extend the avenue Into Pasadena.

There is a distance of an Insignifi-
cant quarter of a mile across the pic-
turesque Arroyo Seco, and this shoe-
string strip, which divides the two
cities, Is a bugbear to all who are In-
terested in the extension of the beau-
tiful avenue.

Not infrequently the county board of
supervisors has been appealed to so to
arrange the terminus at Avenue Sixty-
six that motorists can use the county

road at the foot of the hill to reach
Pasadena by the short route; but for
the same Intangible reasons the board
has stubbornly refused to do so, and
for the last five years the avenue has
been allowed to end on what might be
rightly termed a brink, for It is cer-
tainly not a grade, and the rains have

Road Much Neglected
r The city will not handle the hill
grade because half of It is in the coun-
ty, and by virtue of the same fact the
county refuses to attend to it. Hence
for five years the beautiful avenue has
been allowed to end abruptly at the
edge of the picturesque Arroyo Seco
with only the space of a quarter of a
mile separating It from another equally
beautiful avenue in South Pasadena,

which space embraces one of the most
beautiful sections of the' sylvan ar-
royo, but at present Is inaccessible. .

Because of inaction in this matter
the avenue has become a sort of blind
street and motorists are forced to go
a very round about way to cross the
arroyo.

But that Is not the worst part of the
trouble. As If utterly indifferent to the
development or future of this Impres-
sive highway its terminus at Avenue
Sixty-seven, within two hundred feet
of two magnificent homes and within
five feet of the washed-out county road,
over which all residents of the arroyo
must pass, . has been turned into a
dumping ground. So, when an auto-
mobile party of sightseers comes to
the "jumping off place" expecting to
behold what otherwise would be a
beautiful woodland landscape, they see
Instead huge piles of rags, cans, paper
and tons of rubbish.

Such Is the terminus of the beautiful
palm-fringed avenue over which tour-
ists have so long been enthused with
ecstasy.

A New Movement on Foot

Just' what Is to be done remains to
be seen, but there is a movement.on
foot to bring the matter to an issue,
and it is probable the health officers
will be called to Investigate. It was
reported last night that arrests may
be made if those responsible for the
big rubbish pile can be located. Inci-
dentally a plan Is on foot to see by
what method the city or county can
be made to grade the terminus and
keep it in repair. ,;yr i
