Some Agencies for Good

It was a special delight to witness
the cordial support of the "Juvenile
Improvement League." at its late
meeting, at which Bishop Johnson, as
president of the league, was in the
chair, and most graciously and
naturally called Bishop Conaty to the
place when obliged to leave.

Pleasant to near Mr. George's instant
reply, to the question of Bishop Conaty:
"How do you treat the religious prob-
lem'?'* "Just, as you do in the larger
republic. Each member goes to the
church of his choice; we compel none."
His republic teaches most vital lesson-",
to our adult one. In Its recognition
of woman as an equal citizen and In
the recognition of Its own-laws and
enforcing them! An actual govern-
ment of, by and for the people. We
might well endow it and give it hearty
moral support as a most helpful Los
Angeles Institution!

Another most creditable agency for
good in our midst is the social work
carried on by Rev. T. C. Marsrall and
his true helpmate, Mrs. Marshall, at
Ninth and Wilson streets. It is a
pleasure to recall Its beginnings in the
'80s and its happy outcome —Its pres-
ent contrast. 'Rev. George Hughes, a
novitiate of the Episcopal church in
Boston, had found himself in the
quarter of the city between Alameda
street and the river, which had then
but a one-story schoolhouse of two
rooms and no church. With his intense
Interest for the welfare of his fellows,
he had secured a room in the cottage
of a widow, who later had given him
the use of her one other room and
even the kitchen for his Sunday ser-
vices, to which he had gathered
Protestant, Catholic, black and white,
and all nationalities of the working
people of that district. Necessarily,
his work must be on a non-sectarian
basis. When it had grown and pros-
pered under his brotherly spirit, he
sought the aid of the various churches
of the city and received the offer of
help to put up a building, if it could
be made a mission of their church.
This would destroy its character and
scope as a non-sectarian church.

He was 'then advised to come to me,
as president of the "Kindergarten as-
sociation." We succeeded in getting
material for a simple oblong building,
more in the style of a factory than an
ecclesiastic structure, from our gen-
erous merchants, and we soothed the
feelings of those bound by church tra-
ditions, giving It the outward and
visible sign of being on conventional
lines, by putting in place the Gothic
windows, kindly offered us by the Pres-
byterian trustees, then taking down
their church at the corner of Third or
Fourth and Hill, "to build greater" on
Flgueroa.

Mr. Hughes had planned to have th-»
carpenters of his people finish the lath-
ing and plastering, but the work
lingered until Bishop Johnson took it
up by bringing the building Into more
accessible quarters on Ninth street,
and a large-hearted navy chaplain, at-
tending service there, noticed the lack of
lath and plaster and the small stove
for its heating on Sunday and for the
kindergarten which we had installed,
and gave orders to have the building
property finished and painted outside,
and so our hopes have been thus ful-
filled.

But now behold its broader fulfill-
ment of them! The little settlement Is
now a delight to the eye and a model
to the neighborhood and to all others.
The side street is now shaded and
beautified by a well-grown row of trees.
In the building, now abandoned for
Sunday services for the more service-
able one of St. Mark's, is a counter the
length of its sides, covered with
second-hand garments, not given, but
sold at the smallest cost to the needy
residents, who, it was said, in reply to
a suggestion, did not diminish the In-
come of any merchants, because ut-
terly unable to pay their prices.

Behind the counter is a line of lock-
ers, in which the garments are stored
for the night and the room then given
over to the boys' and men's clubs.

Besides this helpful arrangement
some sympathetic women of the Epis-
copal churches of the city, with
Bishop Johnson as president and Mrs.
S. P. Hunt, vice president, have or-
ganized the Church of the Neigh-
borhood Settlement society and given
generously of their time and means
in bearing the cost and daily expenses
of many features: A commodious
bath room, with porcelain tub and
shower bath, to which mothers will
bring their babies for the morning
bath; other women have use of it on
afternoons; men and boys of evenings.
A sewing class meets weekly, Instituted
and carried on personally by another
of these fine women, and there is
sloyd training for the boys.

But the final .harm in this work is
the Joy, devotion and faith of the
couple at its lead. They have Installed
the kindergarten, which is flourishing
under teachers furnished it in turn
for practice by the Normal school
students, ln a pretty-battened building
in the rear of the large building.

Would ' that all workers
for human welfare had such needed aid
as Ills, in this line, and above all, a
wife so thoroughly at one in the ser-
vice; whose face would glow as does
her, In the sincere Joy of the work. .

Assassination of Portugal's King Pre.
dieted Among Other Things.

"Bloody Easter" Also
Promised

From the shadows of Central park
conies a story which predicts a "bloody
Easter" for the world.

An Angeleno, who does not wish his
name used in connection with the
disclosure on account of good and
serious reasons, said yesterday:
"Iwas sitting on a bench in Central

park last October when two men took
seats on the bench back of me, a tree
preventing their noticing me. I over-
heard their talking about forthcoming
events of import In Europe and in fact
all over the world.

'"They told of plots being formed
to do away with rulers of Europe.

"They spoke, one in German, the
other in Polish.

"They told, during the course of
their conversation, which was carried
on in subdued tones, of a plot to make
away with the German kaiser during
his forthcoming visit to London. And,
you remember, there, was a disturbance
In London during the kaiser's visit, and
Scotland Yard was kept busy for a
time.

Predictions Are Carried Out
"They also foretold of events to

transpire in Portugal and Spain, and
you remember how a plot against the
king of Spain was Just nipped in the
bud, while the plot against the king
of Portugal was carried out success-
fully.

"Not only that, but they predicted
the carrying out of a plot against
prominent government men ln the
United States— but not the president.

"What made me speak of this to a
newspaper man is that they said that
they looked for a 'bloody Easter,^ as
they called it. I do not know whether
that applies to Europe only, or also to
America. At one time Iwas so worked
up about the matter, when I found
that their predictions concerning plots
against the kaiser, the king of Spain
and the king of Portugal, and so forth,
were true, that I thought I would try
to send President Roosevelt word.

"So he is In no danger except from

"And then I felt sure that not much
attention would be paid to my story,
which I could not prove.

"I am looking forward to Easter
with a feeling of dread of what news
of massacre or assassination may
break forth at that time as a result of
the anarchists, because I firmly believe
that those men knew what they were
talking about. Their manners, their
voices, and furthermore the sequence
of events, proved the seriousness of
their discussion .here in the darkness
of the park." - • —
