CAPTAIN SCHROEDER IS
PLACED IN CHARGE OF
THE SECOND DIVISION

Changes Announced at Washington
Indicate That “Fighting Bob”
Will Again Take Coma
mand

According to the orders issued by the
navy department at Washington yes-
terday it is inferred that Admiral Ev-
ans is to take the great fleet through
the Golden Gate and then turn his
command over to Admiral Thomas,
The veteran is to perform this last
duty in command and then retire on

his laurels.

That this program is well under-
stood at Washington is evident from
the orders issued. According to them
Admiral Thomas is to take full com-
mand May 9, three days after the fleet
passes through the Golden Gate. On
the same day Admiral Emory is or-
dered to take charge of the fourth di-
vision, Admiral Sperry 1Is to take
charge of the second squadron, and
Captain Seaton Schroeder is to take
charge of the second division of the
first squadron, thus relieving him of
command of the Virginia. He is to
be succeeded on the Virginia by Com-
mander A. Sharp of the navy yard at
Washington, D. C.

Since the {llness of Admiral Evans,
Admiral Thomas has been acting com-
mander of the fleet in the hope that
“Fighting Bob"” would recover in time
for the finish of the cruise. During
this time Captain Harber of the Maine
has been in charge of the third di-
vision, now at anchor at Santa Monica.,
This means that the Maine will cease
to be the flagship of this division, and
that the Virginia may become the
flagship.

The orders follow the line indicated
some time ago, but the placing of Cap-
tain Schroeder in command of a di-
vision was not included in the orig-
inal plan.

Admiral Thomas is to retire soon
after his promotion takes place and
will be succeeded by Admiral Sperry.

Martin Thomas, an ironworker from
Cleveland, Ohio, employed since his ar-
rival here severdl weeks ago as a helper
in a West Seventh street restaurant,
was found lying dead upon the side-
walk of Plaza street, near Sanchez al-
:GY. shortly after midnight this morn-
ng.

The man’s skull was crushed and his
upper right jaw bone broken, evidently
by a fall from the window of his room
in the Pico house, below which his body
was found.

Whether Thomas jumped from the
window with the intention of commit-
ting suicide or whether his fall was ac-
cidental is not known.

Thomas appeared at the Plco house
early in the evening and engaged A
room for a week, paying for it in ad-
vance. He was given a room on the
side of the house looking out on the
plaza and near Sanchez alley.

After engaging the room he left and
returned at about 11:30 o'clock with
some personal effects, .

Securing the key to the room, he
went upstairs, and nothing more was
known of him until his lifeless body
was found on the sidewalk beneath the
window,

The door to his room was locked with
the key on the inside. The window was
wide open and it is probable that In
raising it to secure ventilation Thomas
lost his balance.

Thomas was intoxicated at the time
he went to his room, so much so that
he received an offer from an attache of
the hotel to assist him up stairs. This
offer he refused.

He is said to have been despondent
because of his inability to secure work
at his trade, and it may have been that
he threw himself from the window in a
moment of temporary insanity., It is
probable, however, that his death was
entirely accidental.

The body was removed to Pierce
Bros.! morgue and an inquest will be
held tomorrow.

Roosevelt Congratulates President of
Guatemala on His Escape from
Death at Hands of Asa
sassins

WASHINGTON, April 22.—President
Cabrera was congratulated by the
president today on his escape from
death at the hands of assassins. The
congratulatory message was sent af-
ter the details of the attack had been
received officlally from United States
Minister Heimke, whose dispatch came
by cable last night. The official dis-
patch follows:

“Guatemala, April 22.—Secretary of
State, Washington: At 2 o'clock yes-
terday afternoon, as the president of
Guatemala entered the palace to re-
celve me in public audience, five ca-
dets of the military academy—forms=
ing a part of his bodyguard—attempt-
ed to assassiante him, and in the me-
lee he received a bayonet thrust
through his left hand, while an officer
of his staff is said to have been killed.

“At the same hour, when I was
about to take a carriage to proceed to
the palace for my reception, the sol-
diers came with a message from the
president, who advised me that, owing
to what had happened, my reception
would be postponed a few days. Just
after the attack I sought and with
great difficulty obtained an {tnerview
with the president at the palace,
where he has chosen to remain, heavily
guarded.

“It is stated that the flve cadets
have been shot. The authorities im-
mediately ordered the stores closed
and the cessation of street traffic. The
city is qulet. The populace is as-
tounded and condemns the attack.

Z. S. Eldridge Blames Bank Commis=
sion for Crash of Great Financial
Institution—Had Advised
Board

SAN I'RANCISCO, April 22.—At a
meeting of the legislative committee to
investigate the banking mehods of Cal-
ifornia, held here today, Zoeth 8. Eld-
rkjgo. former member of the bank com-
mission, stated that it was the friction
Letween members of the bank commis-
sion at that time which caused the
crash of the California Safe Deposit and
Trust company.

Eldridge stated that in March, 1905,
he had stated to the other members of
the commission that ‘‘the screws should
be put on the officials of the institu-
tion,” but that the other members of
the commission had ignored his sugges-
tions.

In August, 1905, Eldridge made a
thorough investigation of the bank, he
said, and in his report criticised the
officials of the bank severely, and aft-
erward made an order directing the
manager of the bank to decrease his
loans and to eliminate other features
of the bank business.

The order was not obeyed, and Eld-
ridge resigned from the commission.

DO NOT BELIEVE SENATE
WILL TAKE ANY ACTION

Papers in Venezuela Affair Are Now
Before Committee and Ample
Time Has Been Given for
Discussion

WASHINGTON, April 22.—Adminis-
tration officials have practically aban-
doned the expectation that the senate
will at this session of congress author-
ize punitive measures agalns; Venezu-
ela for her refusal to refer to arbitra-
tion the disputed claims of American
citizens and corporations against the
country.

SOUTH DAKOTA

Beside the fires in
this, Beadle, county, reports of losses
in Jerauld, Sandborn, Sully, Hand,
Spink and Kingsbury counties are re-
ceived.
