review tomorrow will say: Sentiment was
greatly improved In financial circles by the
successful Issue of railway bonds, prices of
securities attaining tho highest position since
last October, but mercantile and industrial
conditions were not changed.

The outlook for the steel business brightened
when it was shown that the railways could
bcrrow money for needed work, and the good
progress of the crops promised well for the
tuture In all branches of bualness. In so far as
current conditions are concerned, however, re-
ports indicate a small volume of trade and
only fair collections.

Eradstreet's tomorrow will say: Weather
conditions have been unfavorable to distribu-
tive trade this week and rather quiet trade Is
reported the country over. Jobbing trade has
remained quiet with business confined to small
filling In orders. Fall business has shown no
pnrtlcular Increase In activity and orders are
still scarce. The disposition seems to be to let
the Jobber carry the goods, and manufacturers
are likewise disinclined to make up stock
ahead of orders. Collections are still slow and
extensions asked for or granted are still a
feature. Thus far Industrial output shows lit-
tle or no disposition to expand. Curtailment
Is still the feature in textile lines and some
lefcdlng centers reported production 40 per
cent off the normal.

Foreign trade In quiet as a whole, but some
Improvement Is reported In export demand for
cereals after the smallest week's shipments in
two years. The best points in the situation are
the more cheerful feeling as to the ability of
railroads to borrow, and the undeniably good
outlook for the winter wheat crop. Business
failures in tho United States for the week
ended April 30 number 282. against 284 last
week. Wheat, including flour, exports from
the United States and Canada for the week
ended April 30 are 1,620,609 bushels, against
2,234,766 this week last year.
