Champion Sprinter Declares Thick
Steaks Are Not Speed Producers.

Captain Cartmell Has Made
Some Tests

PHILADELPHIA, May 6.—M. C.
Murphy and Captain N. J. Cartmell of
the "Perm" track team have adopted a
new training regimen for the Univer-
sity of Pennsylvania. It prescribes a
minimum of meats for diet and a sub-
stitution of oranges and vegetables
within moderate limits. The new theory

that thick Bteaks are not speed pro-
ducers Is vouched for by Captain Cart-
mell, the Intercollegiate champion 100
and 220-yard sprinter, who has made
some tests on his own account.

He claims that they prove that the
less meat a runner eats the faster he
is and the quicker he gets into condi-
tion. Murphy is not so insistent on a
regulation diet, but he admits that
sprinters, hurdlers and jumpers should
eat very sparingly of meat because of
the tendency to eat it too quickly and
not allow for its proper digestion.
