Edward Willis, who, aceording to the
police, is a cool, calculating and dar-
ing criminal, was arrested last night
by Patrolman Glenn and placed in the
central station on suspicion.

Yesterday afternoon Allen was 8it-
ting in front of the hotel idly whittling
on a stick when Willls came up and
introduced himself as a miner out of
work and broke.

Allen invited the man to go with him
to a nearby cafe, where they drank
several bottles of beer and he then
took Willis to his room in the hotel,

Lying on top of a table was a Smith
& Wesson revolver owned by Allen,
and ag the men walked into the room
‘Willls picked it up and remarked that
it was a fine gun,

“It is,” replled Allen, “It cost me

$20,
Says He Was Robbed

Willis then pointed the revolver at
Allen’s head and, Allen says, ordered
him to throw up his hands. Allen at
first dld not comply, as he thought
his new-found friend was joking.

When it appeared that Willis was in
earnest, however, Allen complied with
the order and, he says, was robbed of
$8, all the money he had in his pocket

‘Willls, he declares, was evidently dis-
appointed at the small amount of
money and threatened to shoot Allen
for not having more, Later he gave
him back $4, saying he hated to leave
a man broke,

Willis then compelled Allen to walk
down the street with him, and, Allen
declares, threatened to ‘shoot him if he
gave the alarm. A block away from
the hotel he ordered him to keep on
down the street.

Willis then turned and walked away
in the opposite direction.

Allen reported the robbery to the po-
lice and Officer Glenn found Willis in
a room of a lodging house near the Ar-
cade gtation, He had the $4 taken from
Allen and the revolver in his coat
pocket.

He was booked on suspicion until the
police might have an opportunity to
look up his record. He is believed to
be a crook who is wanted in other cities
and his past will be thoroughly in-
quired into,

SOLICITOR HELD AS
'DANGEROUSLY INSANE

Man Stops Five Trains by Standing
in Center of Track and Waving
His Arme—Family
Notified

L. H. Poland, a solicitor for the
Western Engineering company, living
at 815 West Sixth street, was arrested
at the river station of the Southern
Pacific railroad last night and was
placed in the detention ward at the
city prison, where he will be held until
his mental condition can be inquired
into.

Poland was taken to river station by
the crew of an inbound freight, the en-
gine of which struck and knocked him
from the track at a point ‘south of San
Fernando.

Saturday morning Poland left his
house apparently in his usual health,
informing his wife he was going to
Kansas City on business for the com-
pany.

Nothing more was heard of him un-
til yesterday afternoon, when several
trains on the Southern Pacific were
flagged at various points between Bur-
bank and San Fernando by a man
who stood in the middle of the track
and violently waved his arms back
and forth.

Five freight trains and three pas-
sengers were stopped in this way
and the conductors of each, after tell-
ing Poland to go home, proceeded with
their trains, it being the impression
that he was a harmlessly insane person
who lived in the neighborhood.

A heavy through freight south bound
wag the last train flagged by the man
who proved to be Poland.

The engineer of the train saw the

man in the middle of the track waving
his arms, and belleving the train in
danger brought the long freight to a
stop, but not before the big engine
had struck and knocked Poland from
the track.
\ His injuries, consisting of severe
bruises and lacerations of the legs,
arms and shoulders, are not serious.
He was placed in the caboose of the
train and taken to river station, where
the police ambulance was sent for.

Poland, who evidently became sud-
denly deranged,’ informed the surgeons
at the hospital that the great Jehovah
compelled him to stop all of the trains
and had told him to walk to Kansas
City and stop every train he met on
the road.

“They are sauntering along the street
aimlessly. . In the old days they would
be attracted by the lights of some
saloon. There they would have gone
and had to treat and stand up to the
bar all the time instead of sitting
down, and become intoxicated before
getting home.

‘“Besides that, they would spend con-
siderable money, maybe lose more or
get robbed, if drunk enough.

“But nowadays it is different.

“The ‘hawker’ of the picture show
shouts out at the passing promenader,
‘Come in and rest a while; fine music,
good pictures—all for a nickel’ The
gtrains from the automatic piano, load-
ed to the guards with rollicking rag-
time, smite the passerby in the ear;
he catches a glimpse of some funny
pictures through the half open screens,
he pays his nickel and spends two
hours enjoying a good laugh or some
exciting plctures of a holdup, pos-
sibly.

“He reports at his lodging house at
10 o'clock sober, and next morning
goes to the office without a headache
or a door mat in place of a tongue.
Cost five cents—or a dime at the most.”
