Before an audience by no means' com-

mensurate In size with either the dig-
nity of the production or the excel-
lence of the interpretation, Mr. Robert
Mantell last night, revealed on the Ma-
son stage an Impressive picture of the
mad . King Lear, the loneliest,. most
poignant character in all the Shakes-
perian tragedies. . The whole pathos of
Lear is voiced in one line, in his own

—"more sinned against than sin-
ning!" This is the fate that \u25a0 o'er-
whelms the king. When the final cur-
tain, falls the tragedy is complete... The play was presented last night,
so far as the women members of the
cast- are concerned, under difficulties.
Miss Marie Booth Russell, Mr. Man-
tell's leading woman, became ill In San
Francisco and was unable to accom-
pany him to Los Angeles. Her part

of Gonerll was played by Miss Lillian
Kingsbury, Miss Lorraine Frost as-
suming Miss Kingsbury's accustomed
role of Cordelia; while Miss Josephine
McCullem played Regan, in place of
Miss Frost. \u25a0 The result did not make
for a smooth performance, though Miss
Kingsbury is deserving of praise for
her acting as the eldest of the sisters.

The Winter Version
The version of "Lear" which Mr.

Mantell uses is attributed on the pro-
gram to Mr. William Winter and Is said
to have been prepared for Edwin Booth.
The. cuts have been so arranged as to
omit, or at least minimize, the impor-
tance of every scene In which the king
is not the commanding figure. Cuts,
of course, are necessary in order to
bring the tragedy within the space of
time \u25a0 ordinarily allotted to stage pre-
sentments of the present day; but I am
inclined to think that if this was the
Winter version we saw last night, Mr.
Winter must have regretted his work
many times \u25a0in the years that have
elapsed since Its preparation. There
have been, many Lears; few of recent
years, but at least one which Irecall
and which did i t do such violence to

the text—the Lear presented on tour
some eight or nine years ago by, Fred-
erick Warde. ,

However, Mr. Mantell gave us an im-
pressive, admirably sustained bit of
acting last night in this role. His as-
sumption of i senility was excellently
counterfeited; his readings were
marked by fine temperance In locution
and by sentimental appreciation of the
metrical beauty of the lines as well as
of their import. It is a woeful figure,
this man that was king and that be-
comes a scape-wit; a figure bowed be-
neath the dire tragedy of filial in-
gratitude. Charles Lamb once said
over his own signature that Lear can-
not be acted. • However, Shakespeare
wrote it as an acting part, not merely
for closet perusal; and last night Mr.
Mantell joined Issue with the dis-
tinguished essayist, submitting his case
before a jury obviously kindly disposed
in favor of his contention.

Tragedy Well Staged
The tragedy was presented in what

Ibelieve is the best scenic environment
it has ever had in this country, cer-
tainly the best Los Angeles has ever
seen. The storm on the heath was re-
alized finely, In a way that would have
been Impossible a decade ago, so much
has the < science of stage lighting ad-
vanced In recent years. . The first scene
