LONG BEACH VISITORS NOT
ALLOWED ON PIER

Planks ' Torn ' Up and Caissons Loos-
; ened, but Experts Say There Is

No Danger of Structure
Collapsing

heavy sea which has prevailed I since
yesterday has loosened a dozen of the
caissons under 5 the >; pier and outer
wharf."-, A point about, half way to . the
outer end, where a caisson is out, is
believed to be the most • dangerous
place. While the pier is not expected to
collapse anywhere, the officials believed
it wise to keep every one off; otherwise
hundreds of people would have crowd-
ed out upon the structure today.

A large number of planks has been
torn from the flooring of the lower deck
of the pier by the swells that' swept
against them, and through the aper-
tures the spray dashed In torrents to-
day, beating. against the ,floor of the
upper deck, thirty-five feet above the
ocean level. Contractor Mercereau, who
recently completed a contract to drive
a number of pilings under \u25a0 the outer
wharf, said today the pier was safe..

The spectacle as viewed from .the
beach was a grand one, one swell after
another brushing along the bottom of
the lower deck of the pier and break-
ing thunderlngly against the caissons.
Many of the waves crept up on the
beach to the Pike in "sneak tides,"
sending the hundreds gathered along
the strand scurrying back to safety.

Half a dozen men and boys standing
on a log which was surrounded by a
"sneak tide" were precipitated Into the
water by the log's rolling from under
them and were \u25a0 thoroughly drenched.
Two women who climbed upon a box to
escape the .wave were - unable to- get
down, a big pool of water remaining
around the box. A long ladder was
placed for them and they were helped
down over It. *

\u25a0 C. C. Long, employed at Hotel Vir-
ginia, was almost overpowered by the
undertow while bathing near the hotel
and narrowly escaped drowning. ; -* \u25a0 \u25a0

Two rowboata moored near the outer
wharf broke loose from their ropes.
One, the property of Clarence Owen,
was dashed against a caisson and
broken into fifty pieces. Another, the
skiff of the launch Pastime, . was
washed ashore. A sail and mast from
Harry Pedlar's skiff were recovered
with difficulty a dozen yards away
from the boat. -. \u25a0

Landing at the pier was Impossible,
and the owners of the launch Pastime,
the only boat which had not gone Into
San Pedro harbor, had to come from
San Pedro on another boat to . get to
their craft. They chartered the launch
Seabright for this. purpose this after-
noon, and as the two launches rose and
sank among the giant swells the people
on shore held their breath, fearful of
a tragedy. The boats made the trip
back to the harbor in safety.

Mayor Windham, the board of pub-
lic works and Contractor Mercereau
watched the pier nearly all day super-
intending the activities of the men em-
ployed to cut away the caissons from
the eye beams as soon as they broke
loose below. Many pieces of heavy
timbers were washed ashore. Repairs
will be begun as soon as possible.

INTEND TO GUARD BABIES
FROM FEAR OF INFECTION

Ocean Park Health Officer Asks City

Trustees to Pass Ordinance for

Regulation of All Dairy
Establishments

By Associated Press. '

OCEAN PARK. June 22.— W. H.
Kendall, health officer, has asked the
city trustees to enact a new ordinance
fixing health requirements at the dozen
or more dairies which supply milk to
local consumers. It will legalize the
tuberculosis test of all milch cows, and
the killing by the city of any found to
be infected. The law will be modeled
after the one in operation.ln Pasadena,
and the local health board wants to
employ a veterinary surgeon capable of
making the -tests and keeping such rec-
ords as shall give the health history of
every individual cow from year to year.

Inspector McLean, recently employed
on the recommendation of Dr. Powers,
health officer of Los Angeles, has been
through • the dairies supplying Ocean
Park with milk, and, although some of
them were In an untidy and unwhole-
some state, the dairymen showed a dis-
position to better existing conditions.
As nothing ever had been done toward
"Jacking up" the dairies the owners of
some of them did not even know that
there was an ordinance In existence. <

The health officers are determined
that no visiting babies shall get sick
from preventable diseases at Ocean
Park this summer.

With the strainer went a
section *of 10-lnch. pipe. »
f The weight *of; the whole thing Is
about 1500 pounds, and machinists have
completed a pair of unique grappling
hooks which it is hoped: will suffice
to catch hold , ofv the „bands :on < the
strainer" and support Ifuntll it gets to
the surface. Heavier chains then. will
be slipped under lt and lt willbe hoist-
ed to the flooring of the pier. '

The sunken strainer has been located
by sounding. Catching lt and lifting
it will be a ticklish kind of work that
may occupy two weeks' time. ;/An old
strainer is now doing duty in place of
it. It will be replaced over the mouth
of, the Intake \u25a0 pipe when It Is recap-
tured.
