Timothy Spellacy, the well-known
Democratic leader, yesterday was made
defendant In a suit filed by C. S. Young
Involving the possession of about 80,000
shares of Mascot Oil company stock,
which Young alleges belongs to him
and which he says Spellacy has refused
to transfer. -Mr. Spellacy when seen last night by
a reporter of The Henfid said:

"I have been keeping up this man
Young for sometime. He has merely
circumvented me, as he believes, in a
suit which I myself had intended to
file again him.

"Some years ago Young gave me $8000
to Invest for him. I did so, and he ad-
mits that from my Investments he has
netted many times the amount of the
Investment. I have given him over $35,-
--000, and have put him in the way to
make a great deal more money.

"Sometime ago when he was director
of the Mascot company, of which I am
the president, Iwanted to transfer the
stock to him and he refused. Not long
ago he asked that I do so, and In turn
I refused, as he had become so In debt
to me that I concluded to hold the
stock until I was paid by him.

"I consider he owes me more than
the value of the stock, and was prepar-
ing to file suit to collect wben he an-
ticipated my action and himself began
