LIFE OF PARIS AMERICAN IS
LEAKING OUT

ADOPTED GIRL, DISINHERITED, TO

SUE FOR MILLIONS

Woman for Whom Benjamin Hart
Formed Mesalliance Spurns Her

and Millionaire Leaves Her

Out of Will

PARIS, June 25.—The death here in

May of Benjamin Hart, a millionaire
American, who resided in Paris almost
continuously for the past twenty-five
years has uncovered a romance
which promises to have a court sequel
in a suit brought liy the adopted
daughter whom Mr. Hart disinherited
in his will.

Hart vas a Virginian by birth, but
lie was well known in New York, where
he lived for many years and where he
amassed a largo fortune during the
Civil War. He was married while he
lived in America, but later was di-
vorced.

As there were no children by the
union Mr. Hart during one of his vis-
its to Paris became interested in a
pretty 8-year-old child, Isabel Laechesi,
and arranged with the parents to adopt
her.

The Jltle girl was tenderly reared by
Hart after the divorce from his wife,
and every care was bestowed upon her
education and training. In 1892, when
Isabel was 17 years old, Hart formally
adopted her in New York under the
laws of that state.

At this time he was constructing a
magnificent residence in the Kue Gall-
lee and moved in the highest American
and foreign circles in Paris.

The adopted daughter about this
time contracted a marriage with a dis-
tinguished young French diplomat,
Jean Guillemln, a brother of the count-
ess of Montebello, and who is now
counselor of the French embassy at
Vienna. Guillemin is well known in
America, where he was despatched by
M. Delcasse upon two missions.

After the residence in the Rue Galileo
\u25a0was completed and luxuriously fur-
nished for occupancy Hart formed a
mesalliance with tl Madame de Bie
and Installed her as the mistress of
the bouse.

Naturally his friends were shocked
and began to drop him. It is charged
that Madame de Bie conceived a vio-
lent hatred for the daughter because
the latter refused to recognize her po-
sition in the Hart household. At any
rate, when Mr. Hart died It was found
that he had left a will specifically dis-
inheriting the daughter and bequeath-
ing all his property, which amounted to
several millions of dollars, principally
personal property In America, to
Madame de Ble.

Madame Gulllemln has instructed her
lawyer, Donald aHrper, to bring suit
to break the will on the ground of
undue Influence. The document will
also be contested, rs it was drafted in
•accordance with the New York laws,
whereas It is claimed Hart was domi-
ciled in France. Proof that he re-
garded this as his domicile Is said to
pxist In the purchase of a lot In the
St. Germtiine cemetery, where he Is
burled This lot was bought "In per-
petuity," which is regarded as evidence
that he had no Intention of returning
to America to live.

His Friends Got Shocked

Mr. Hart's will will come up for pro-
bate before the surrogate of New Tork
on July 30.

TWO GOLDFIELD MEN DIE
AS, RESULT OF GUN DUEL

GOLDFIEI.D, Nev., June 26.—80th
Mayo Taylor and E. W. Priest, the
participants in a duel Tuesday after-
noon, are dead. Both died early this
morning, within three hours of each
other.

Taylor, it is stated, charged Priest
with trying to break up his home, and
there bad been bad feeling between the
two men for some time.

Tuesday afternoon Priest was discov-
ered In the vicinity of Taylor's house.
The men met and began shooting at
each other.

Both fell, but continued the battle
\u25a0while writhing in agony on the ground.
One was taken to the hospital and the
other to his home. Both were operated
upon.

It was expected Taylor \u25a0would sur-
vive. Priest died shortly after mid-
night this morning,, and Taylor three
hours later. Taylor was a mine super-
intendent and Priest a former deputy
constable.

300 MEET DEATH DURING
INSURRECTION IN YUNNAN

VICTORIA, B. C, June 25.—News was
brought by the steamer Akl Maru,
which reached port today from Japan,
that a decisive victory has been
achieved by the Chinese imperial troops

over the antl-rconarelilal rebels In Tun-
nan province.

It seems the rebels divided into three
columns In attacking the cities of Yun-
nan, and the imperial forces were sent
into corresponding positions.

Tlio main force of the rebels fell back
<m Kanghal, where they built five forts.
They were outflanked by the govern-
ment forces, and after a short engage-
ment broke and fled across the river,
leaving 100 killed. In crossing the river
£00 were drovned.

WOMAN ACCUSED OP
ROBBING BIG STORES

MME, COURT PERRE

FIND RICH LOOT OF
SILKS AND LACES

ALLEGED SHOPLIFTER HAS
MADE CONFESSION

Agrees to Identify Goods Stolen from

Stores and Manager* Will Be
Invited to Pay Visit of

Inspection

Beautiful, expensive laces and bolts
of silk such as are seldom seen in
any but the highest class department
stores, all valued at close to $5000,
were taken yesterday from the dress-
making establishment of Hme. Court
Perre, the woman arrested Wednes-
day charged with shoplifting.

According to the detectives who
searched the woman's establishment
on Fremont avenue these silks and
laces are the fruits of numerous raids
on the stores of the city and are the
results of nearly three years' thieving.

The goods were taken from the store
td the office of the captain of detec-
tives, where they are now held. After
they are sorted an Invitation will be
sent to managers in the different large
stores of the city to visit the station
and Inspect the goods for the purpose
of Identifying any stolen from their
stores.

"We have secured a partial confes-
sion from the woman," said one of the
detectives yesterday afternoon, "and
expect she will come through and tell
us all we wish to know before long.
She has agreed to point out certain
pieces of goods stolen from different
stores, and that will help us greatly.

' "When her store was searched we
found magnificent bolts of ailk and
fine pieces of lace, carefully laid on
shelves In a rear room. We knew the
woman had not purchased these things,
so we took them all with us."

Mine. Perre was arrested in a Broad-
way department store by a house de-
tective who had been watching her.
At the time she is said to have had
a large piece of lace she had stolen
in a handbag.

The woman is 85 years of age.

ISSUE ORDERS TO WAGE A
FIGHT AGAINST YAQUIS

General Torre* Order* Frontier Ranch
Owner* to Capture AllMarauding

Indian* and Otherwise Quell
Outbreak Near Nogale*

NOGALES, Arlx., June 28.—There are
rumors without number of battles and
skirmishes, but none has been verified.
That peace negotiations have been com-
pletely broken off, and orders have been
issued by General Torres for an active
campaign against the Yaquls, is a fact.

These orders have not only been Is-
sued to the military but also to the
town authorities.

Ranch owners, especially near the
frontier, have been ordered to capture
any bands in their vicinity, but as the
importation of arms and ammunition
has been forbidden for years and the
people are almost entriely lacking In
these somewhat necessary articles, it is
not probable they will obey this order
with any great alacrity.

Among the latest reports from So-
nora, not verified, are the following:
From La Colorada, that Chief Bulle
with 800 followers has surrendered un-
conditionally. From Buena Vista, that
on June 15 a party of hostiles attacked
a party of thirty-eight soldiers, being
defeated with a loss of four killed. That
a party of thirteen Yaquis came down
to a water hole in the Bacatete moun-
tains and were all made prisoners by
Colonel Salas. From the Magdalena
district, that a party of soldiers was
suddenly attacked and a number killed.
