' There has just been erected ln the
auditorium at Ocean Grove, N. J., a
new organ which Is a decided depart-
ure from the accepted canons of organ
building. The Instrument was designed
by Robert Hope-Jones, member of the
Institute of Electrical Engineers and of
the Royal College of Organists, Eng-
land, and built by the Hope-Jones Or-
gan company of Elmlra, N. Y. It Is
the result of twenty years' careful!
.thought and experiment. ;•-

The auditorium ln Ocean Grove will
seat 12,000 people. In building an organ
for a hall of this size It has hitherto
been the custom to divide It Into Aye
portions, known respectively as the
great, swell, choir, solo and pedal or-
gan, each with Its quota of open and
stopped diapasons,. gambas, flutes,
reeds, etc. For the sake of gaining In-
creased power these were again dupli-
cated, there being usually four open
diapasons in . the great organ alone.
All this in the Ocean Grove organ Is
swept away, and the pipes are grouped
according to their tone quality as dia-
pasons, flutes, strings and reeds, each
division in a separate swell box, made
of brick and cement and closed at the
top by laminated lead shutters. A stop
entirely new to this country called the
dlaphone—invented by Mr. Hope-Jones
—occupies a fifth boo, open at the top
\u25a0without shutters. The largest pipe Is
thirty-two feet long, of Inverted pyra-
mid srfcpe and four feet In diameter at
the top end. The tone Is produced by

what Is called a resonator and vibrat-
ing valve, which yields a majestic vol-
ume of'flrm. horny, diapason tone, pro-
viding a glorious pedal bass. It is also
used on the manuals for solo purposes.

• And the front of the organ Is a
brick wall!

\u25a0> This, however, Is relieved and orna-
mented by * three towers of dummy
pipes. The keyboards : are situated
about ten feet in front of the organ,
the player sitting Ifacing the audience
with his back to the instrument. There
are four manuals of 61 notes each, and
a pedal board of the unusual compass
of 82 notes. Instead of the usual draw
stops the tone is controlled by means
of stop \u25a0 keys : (originally" Invented by
Mr. . Hope-Jones and copied extensive-
lyfby other builders) which are ar-
ranged \u25a0\u25a0 in an • Inclined •> semi-circle

around the manuals. There are no
bellows, the wind being supplied by
electrically-driven fans and compres-
sors, which deliver the wind at pres-
sures of 10, 20, 25 and 50 Inches. The
highest pressure hitherto used in any
organ has been 26 inches and the
pressure on the average church organ
Is only three Inches. By means of the
swell shutters It Is possible to control,
the Immense volume of tone produced'
by these pressures, so that the tuba
mirabllls of 50-inch pressure, which at
full power is almost ear-splitting, can
be used to accompany the human voice.

The designer modestly announces
that this organ contains only 18 stops.
Some of these, however, are mighty
ones, consisting of 67 pipes ranging"
from 32 feet to a few Inches In length.
By means of the electro-pneumatic
action it is possible to play them on
any of the four manuals at 32, 16, 8, 4
or 2-foot pitch. The touch Is as light
as that of a grand pianoforte By
pressing extra hard on any key It
sinks another quarter Inch and the
stops drawn on another manual come
into play. 1 This device may be used
for bringing out a melody or for sfor-
zando chords. There are 103 sounding
stop keys controlled by 78 mechanical
devices. •*

George L. Miller, F. R. C. 0., Eng.,
a well known New York Organist, who
is intimately acquainted with the or-
gans in St. George's hall, Liverpool,
England, and the town hall, Sydney,
Australia, hitherto accounted the larg-
est ln the world, unhesitatingly af-
firms that the Ocean Grove organ
equals them in beauty and variety of
tone and surpasses them in power.
Yet it contains only 1312 pipes as
against over 8000 In, each of the oth-
ers! This through avoiding unneces-
sary duplication.

A father was once chiding his son
for taking two girls out for the day
on a certain holiday occasion. Said
In*: "You should have taken out only
one girl and kissed her twice. It would
have cost you less money!''

So with this organ. The builder has
taken one open diapason and given it 1
twice, thrice, yea, even five times the
ordinary pressure of wind, and so ob-
tained the effect of five rows of pipes.

And it has cost less money. The Liv-
erpool organ cost $50,000, the Sydney

organ $60,000, the Ocean Grove organ
only $27,000 and the results are better,
all the solo Stops being expressive. '

The organ was .inaugurated on the
evening of July 3 by a brilliant recital
by Mark Andrews, F. A. G. 0.. A. R.
C. 0., of Montclalr, N. J., before an
audience !of upward of 8000 people.
Recitals will be given daily by eminent
American and English organists for
the next two months. Edwin H. Le-
mare will play from August 8 to 13,
during which time It Is planned to

hold a convention of organists from all
over the United States and Canada.

Arthur Train, an assistant In the of-
fice of New York's district attorney,
and whose studies of crimes and crim-
inals have made frequent and Interest-
ing reading in various periodicals, has
recently Issued a book entitled "True
Stories of Crime," in which he has set
forth lively accounts of several crimi-
nal cases handled by the New York
prosecutors within the past few year*.
These fact romances, undeniably stran-
ger than Action, are presented in mov-
ing fashion, with none of the lawyer's
customary tediousness of verbiage and
redundancy. It Is trite, hut true, to
add that they are stranger than Action.

Among the curious characters to
whom Mr. Train Introduces us are Mr.
and Mrs.' Parker, the young couple
whose strange doings In the way of
forging checks led to a trial which af-
fords a striking example of the credul-
ity of the ordinary jury. Although she
had confessed to a disguised detective
named Peabody that she had forged
the checks which her husband passed,
and | even supplied ' the sleuth with a
sheet containing examples of her skill

with the pen, and although there was a
mass of other Incriminating evidence
against her, her first trial resulted in a
disagreement, the Jury standing eight
to four for acquittal. .

On the second trial the Jury remained
out eight hours and then found her
guilty of "uttering only" with a strong
recommendation to merry. Thus again
was exemplified the curious repugnance
of an American Jury to convict a young
iand pretty woman.
' Among the Other Stories Mr. Trat/i
has to tell are that of "The Lost Strad-
lvarlus," "The Franklin Syndicate" and
the Patrick murder case, which are still
fresh In the minds of most readers.
Other stories, equally interesting, may
be new to them or as good as new be-
cause forgotten. •

Mr. Cleveland was neither a rapid nor
a prollllc writer, His shortest mag-
azine article represented a solid month

of labor In the quiet library of his
Princeton mansion; but his every ut-
terance was characterized by deliber-
ation, dignity and sanity, salted by a
deep and shrewd knowledge of the tem-
per and tendencies of his countrymen.

It Is a sound doctrine of good citi-
zenship that Mr. Cleveland preached;
and It would be of lasting advantage
to the nation If his little book should
be read by every schoolboy ln the land.
Civic virtue, he says In effect, does not
begin and end on election day. The
loftiest patriotism does not always
find expression on the held of battle
nor reach Its acme on Independence
day.
