OAKLAND. Aug. IB.—One of the
most successful harness meets ever
held in California ended at Emeryville
today when F. J. Kllpatrick drove Dr.

Hamomnd under the wire a neck ahead
of Walter Wilkes in the third and
final heat of the amateur drivers' trot.
There were several finishes that
brought the spectators to their feet
cheering. In spite of the heavy track
and the climatic conditions some fast
time was made.

The 2:14 pace was a sensational
feature. A nasty accident was nar-
rowly averted In the first heat when
Wanderer's hobbles broke near the
hall pole and McFayden, driven by

Chadbourne, collided with the Snyder
gelding.

BROKEN HEART KILLS
NEW YORK POLICEMAN

ACCIDENTALLY SHOT YOUTHFUL
PRISONER

Indicted for Murder, but Subsequently

Exonerated, Bluecoat Became Vie.

tlm of Neighborhood Persecu-

tion and Succumbed

NEW YORK, Aug. IB.—Policeman Al-
fred Nathaniel Shuttleworth of the
Ralph avenue station, Brooklyn, is dead
a: 1 although the physician's certificate
gives paralysis as the cause of Shut-
tleworth's death, all who know the
facts tell a different story.

Shuttleworth died of remorse and of
a broken heart.

Ten months ago he shot and killed a
boy who was resisting arrest. It was
an accidental killing,Shuttleworth has
always Insisted, but he was indicted
by the grand Jury, suspended from
duty, shunned by his old friends and
ostracized by his neighbors.

Vindication came last May, when As-
sistant District Attorney Elder, after a
thorough investigation of the facts,

moved for a dismissal of the Indict-
ment, t

Restored to duty, Shuttleworth took
fresh heart, and as he put on his uni- i
form for the first time In many months,
said to his loyal wife: "Cheer up, the
clouds are breaking at last."

Sent to Old Pott
But by strange 111 luck, or bad Judg-

ment, Shuttleworth was not only sent
back to his old precinct, but was as-
signed to the very post on which the
tragedy had occurred.

Isaac Japp, the 19-year-old son of a
wealthy manufacturer, was the boy

whom Shuttleworth shot. The shoot-
Ing occurred at the entrance of Sara-
toga park and at the time eyewitnesses
insisted that Jaffe's only offense was
walking on the grass. Shuttleworth
was pictured ns brutally beating tho
boy victim with a club and then with
sending a bullet crashing through his
head as he broke away and ran.

But later evidence put a very 'dif-
ferent light on the tragedy. Shuttle-
worth had heard a girl's shriek for help
and rushing to the spot found himself
surrounded by a crowd of Jeering row-
dies who had been tormenting a young
girl with insults.

Shuttleworth scattered the crowd, but
only managed to make one capture.
His prisoner was young Jaffe. Rally-
ing to his rescue the crowd charger!
Shuttleworth, tore Mb club from his
hand and beat him mercilessly. He
managed at last to blow his whistle
and at the sound Jaffe broke from him
and fled.

Then Shuttleworth drew his revolver
and flred. He meant to fire in the air,
but the bullet passed clean through
Jaffe's head. The boy fell d«aq»

To go back to the old post haunted
with bitter memories of thiß tragedy
was h&Td, but Shuttleworth did it with-
out a word of protest. Day after day

he would return from duty looking like
a man who had seen a ghost. His face
grew haggard -and his eyes glittered
with fever. When his captain ques-
tioned him he would say bitterly:

"The people around here do not
know the truth. They still think I am
a murderer."

He never told of what really hap-
pened, day after day, aB he walked
his post—now men and women would
point him out as "the cop who killed
a. boy." '_._..

Everybody had heard the original
version, In which Shuttleworth was the
cold-blooded slayer of an unoffending

boy. Few knew the true facts.
So day after day Shuttleworth was

tortured by pointing fingers, muttered
curses and the Jeering of boys.

On June 12 he reported sick, and
never left his home again. Dr. Hur-
burt C. Rogers of No. 3V7 Gates ave-
nue was called, but could give no aid.
Shuttleworth, broken-hearted, was be-
yond reach of medical skill. One stroke
of paralysis was followed by a second
and death,

Shuttleworth lived at No. 1026 Pa-
cific street with Ms wife and six chil-
dren. He was born in England and
was appointed on the police force Oc-
tober 22, 1896. His record, apart from
the shooting of young Jaffe, was with-
out a blemish.

PIPE LINE BREAKS;
TRACKS WASHED OUT

SAN BERNARDINO, August 16.—
By the bursting of the high pressure
pipe line of the Riverside-High Grove
Water company, which parallels the
