Chairman Timothy L. Woodruff of
the Reputblican state committee went
to Mr. Root's room and was in con-
ference with him for an hour. As they
left the room together Mr. Root was
told of the rumors connecting his name
with the nomination as the choice of
the anti-Hughes forces.

At first he declined to say
the subject.

And Then He Taiks

Pressed for an answer to the direct
question Mr. Root at last said:

“Well, you know I am a delegate to
this convention from Oneida county.

The leaders opposed to the
renomination of the governor are trying
to agree on some other candidate.

What it Might Do

“Such advantage might be very im-

portant. ¥or instance, it might ma-
terially affect for better or worse some
candidate for United States senator-
ghip which will have to be filled by the
next legislature.”
. It is believed the anti-Hughes forces
putnumbers those in the governor’'s
favor, and all that is lacking appears
to be a combination in support of some
one else.

After a day of almost continuous con-
ference among the *‘allies,” as the anti-
Hughes leaders have come to be called,
there was a marked increase early to-
night in an evident lack of organization
if not of political acumen. Joseph H.
Choate and former Governor Black have
been mentioned for governor,

Tomorrow’s session is expected to
be brief, consisting of preliminary and
permanent organization and the speech
of Secretary Root. Adjournment will
possibly be taken until Tuesday.

His reputation has
always been exemplary—he was loved
and respected by the neighborhood in
which he lived and was a great favor-
ite with the children. He leaves a wife
and two children—a daughter, Mrs.

h ty-four personsg were injured

early today in the wreck of BErie
train No, 4, Chicago to New Yark ex-
press, at Geneva, Pa., a small station
eight miles west of here.

The wreck, railroad officials believe,
was due to persons having a grievance
against the company opening a switch
shortly before the passenger train ar-
rived,

The injured were brought to this city
and twenty-three of them were taken
to Spencer hospital, \

Five of them, after having their in-
juries dressed, wgre discharged, while
eighteen still remain at the hospital

Thirty-one of the injured were pas-
sengers and three are employes,

A majority of the former were Italian

and Greek laborers. It is not believed
any of the victims will die.

Train Going Fast

The train i{s due here at 12:50 a. m.,
but was an hour late and was run-
ning over fifty miles an hour. Upon
striking the open switch the entire
train left the track, the engine turning
over upon its side,

Two of the cars, a combination smok-
er and baggage and a day coach, were
demolished. A majority of the injured
were riding in the combination car, be-
ing foreign laborers traveling second
class,

Among those injured were Mrs. Myr-
tle Baldwin and b-year-old daughter
Lucille of VanBuren, Ind., hoth pain-
fully Injured.

CATHOLICS HAVE
GREAT PAGEANT

the people, who reverently bowed their
acknowledgment.

On either side of Cardinal Vannutelll
were his chief captains and, the guard
of honor, composed of Catholic peers.

Following the legate came the mem-
bers. of the pontifical mission, the car-
dinals in their order, two by two, each
with his train bearer and chaplain; the
archbishops and other prelates, includ-
ing the representatives of absent bish-
ops, the whole procession being upward
of a mile long and occupying nearly an
hour to cover the route.

In the streets surrounding the cathe-
dral the prelate passed through ave-
nues of kneeling adherents of their
faith, the curious and any who might
have come to jeer being crowded out of
this vicinity.

Procession Broken Up

At one place, whera several streets
converge, the crowd was so great that
the spectators broke up the proces-
sion, but the police stationed at this
point in strong force managed eventu-
ally to clear a narrow lane through
which the papel legate and the others
passed in single file.

The crush here was frightful for half
an hour, and the police had to use
heroic measures. Although there was
some isolated jeering the people were
more Intent on sightseeing than on in-
terfering with the Catholics.

On their return to the cathedral the
prelates marched around the interior
of the edifice, the legate carrying the
host as he would have done in the
streets had the government not inter-
posed an objection,

Those who had been crowded out of
the cathedral were permitted to par-
ticipate in the ceremony, as the legate,
robed in his vestments, appeared on
the balcony outside the building and
presented the sacred sacrament and
pronounced the benedlction.

The vast assemblage that filled the
square then sang hymns and the mem-
bers of the Catholic societies, with ban-
ners flying, marched through the
streets to their hall and churches and
proceeding later to the stations where
trains were waiting to take them back
to the provineclal centers whence they
had come to atttend the service,

In the meantime the papal legate
within the building pronounced the
benediction and the congress closed.

They declared the congress had failed
miserably and that instead of promot-
ing the doctrine of the Church of Rome
it had occasioned a great Protestant
awakening.

Hal Reld, who has penned more melo-
dramas, good, bad and indifferent, than
wny other contemporary playbuilder,
not except:ing Theodore Kremer, never
wrote a better plece than “At the Old
Cross Rouads,” which May Nannary and
her compeny are presenting at the Peo-
ple’s theater this week. The play has
been seen here many times in the past,
but seemingly has not worn out its
welcome, ar a crowded house greeted
the opening performance yesterday aft-
€rnoon.,

“At the Old Cross Roads” is a melo-
drama of miscegnation. Its central
figure is Parepa, a servant and sup-
posed Octoroon, whose daughter has
been educated as a white girl and in
ignorance of her mother’'s identity. The
discovery is made to her under particu-
larly harassing circumstances. In the
end, however, Parepa is proved to be a
Spaniard, not a part nggro, and the
story ends happily.

Miss Nannary enacts the role of
Parepa with both skill and dignity.
She is admirable In her emotional work
and does a very human piece of act-
ing in the third act, where Parepa wins
the forgiveness of her daughter for her
supposed deception. Charles Calkins
plays “Doc” Kerr in straightforward
fashion, and Winnle Baldwin, a young
Los Angeles girl, gives a surprisingly
clever portrayal of Mississippl, a4 col-
ored boy. Willard Clawson is stilted
and unnatural in the part of Dayton
Thornton.

“At the Old Cross Roads” remains at
the People’s through the week. It is a
good melodrama of its kind and it has
been well produced, the scenery and
lighting effects being pleasant incidents
to the relation of the s_ta'ge story.

Jules Eckert Goodman, author of
“The Test,” which will have its first
production on any stage at the Audi-
torium Monday, September 28, will ar-
rive in Los Angeles tonight from Chi-
cago, where he has just had the grati-
fication of seeing another play of his,
“The New Generation,” successfully
produced by Louis Mann. Chicago
critics were unanimous in the asser-
tion that in “The New Generation” the
native stage has received a notable
contribution io its dramatic literature.
“The Test” {8 regarded by Mr. Good-
man as even superior to the Lopis
Mann play. It will afford Florence
Oakley her first real opportunity to
demonstrate her talents as an emo-
tional actress, while Lewis Stone and
the members of his company at the
Auditorium will all have roles in which
their individual worth will be proved.

Mr, Goodman is a Harvard graduate
and a reception is being planned for
him to meet the Harvard men in
Southern California. Prior to trying
his hand at playwriting, Mr. Goodman
was editor of Current Literature, - A.
H. Woods, hitherto identified with pop-
ular priced melodrama, will break into
the two-dollar syndicate theaters with
“The Test,” and will head a party of
New York managers who will reach
Los Angeles next week, to be present
at the first performance of the Good-
man piece,

There has been such a really tre-
mendous demand for seats for the mat-
inee performances of the Lewis 8.
Stone company at the Auditorium that
Manager Blackwood has decided to add
a regular Tuesday afternoon perform-
ance to the week’s presentations. This
will give Auditorium patrons matinees
every Tuesday, Thursday and Satur-
day.

Henry Miller had a conference in
Chicago a few days ago with Charles
Rann Kennedy, author of “The Ser-
vant in the House,” at which it was de-
cided soon to produce another drama
by Mr. Kennedy entitled ‘“The Winter
Feast.” This play was written before
“The Servant” and is in an almost an-
tithetical style, being rather romantic
and melodramatic in its setting. Its
scenes are laid in Iceland of the heroic
age, when Druidism still lingered there,
and there {s an echo of the early dis-
covery of America as Vinland by the
sturdy Icelanders of that time.

In “The Winter Feast,” as in “The
Servant,” there {8 a certain moral mo-
tive. Here the author’s effort is to il-
lustrate again how truth and brother-
hood save humanity by showing how
hatreds destroy. It is a sagalike story
of a bitter hatred which finally engulfs
all—both those who hate and those who
are hated—in a great disaster. A pow-
erful figure is that of an Icelandic
priest of the old religion, and there is
a love romance involved in the plot.
Where “The Servant” is modern and
everyday in its aspects, “The Winter
Feast” is picturesque and strange.

NATIONAL COMMISSION AN-
NOUNCES PLANS

WATER, FORESTS, LAND AND
MINERALS INCLUDED

Will Attempt to Devide Means to Save
Resources—Ingquiries Sent Out
Indicate Big
Work

[By Associated Presa.]

WASHINGTON, Sept. 13.—The na-
tional conservation commission has Just
made public the first of its uchedule's
on which the inventory of the country's
natural resources is being conducted.

It is plainly evident from the in-
quiries being sent out the commission
intends to hunt down waste in all its
varied forms, and to devise some means
to prevent it.

This is apparent in the general sched-
ules to each of the four sections of the
commission—waters, forests, jands and
minerals. For instance, the schedule
relating to lands inquires into waste
of soil by erosion, That schedule also
suggests waste through “pad agricul-
tural methods.” 5

The lands schedule likewise goes fnto
waste in the carrying capacity of the
public range in _the west.

The section en waters is inquiring
into how much land capacity of irri-
gation is wasted by not being irri-

gated.
Important Inquiries

More important still is its suggestive
inquiries tending to show that we are
wasting our waterways to an alarming
extent by not using them as we should.
Perhaps the greatest form of waste
brought out in the emtirs schedule is
that relating to water power. Two of
the Inquiries are as follows:

“Are exis developed water powers
put to their full use? To what extent
can coal be saved by the substitution
of water power?”

Under the head of flood waters, the
commission inquires as “to what extent
are flood waters wasted?”

The mineral section of the commis-
sion is seeking to find out “the nature
and extent of waste in the mining, ex-
traction and use of mineral products,”
and methods of preventing or lessen-
ing this waste.

The commission is also conducting a
census by correspondence to find out
the common waste in “the wood using
industries.

The returns from the inquiries will
:;)rm part of the report of the-commis-

on.

MOUNTAIN FIRE REGARDED
AS PRACTICALLY PUT OUT

Watchers at Camp Sierra, Overlooks
ing Entire Territory, Report
La Crescenta Blaze as
Thing of Past

After burning over about twenty
square miles the forest fires above La
anada seem to have been absolutely
put out yesterday.

‘Watchers at Camp Sierra on the flank
of Mount Lowe, which overlooks all the
territory affected, reported that not a
trace of smoke could be seen yesterday
evening.

Practically all the fire fighters re-
turned to their homes Sunday morn-
ing, leavi only enough to prevent
new blazes being started by some smol-
dering log toppling down the moun-
tain. .

At no time was the fire nearer than
three miles to the Seco, and at
the time it was  extinguished it was
moving parallel to the canyon, so the
water supply of Pasadena was not seri-
ously endangered.

Aside from its damage to the forest
reserve, which cannot be estimated in
figures, the total destruction probably
amounts to about $75,000. Only three
houses were burned in La Crescenta
valley, all on the first day of the fire.
