CITY HALLLAWN IS

NOW LAID IN GRAVEL
STRUGGLE TO MAKE GRASS

GROW ABANDONED

Necessity for Finding Accommodations
for City's Increasing Flock of

Automobiles Determining
Factor In Change

Disgusted with the hopeless labor of
many years spent In the endeavor to
maintain a lawn In the city hall park,
the board of publio work* has had the
grass that wouldn't grow torn up by
the roots, and nearly the entire yard is
new covered with gravel. Only at the
edges of the gravel, which is confined
within graceful curves, is any of the
offending grass allowed to continue its
struggle for existence. The difficultyin
keeping a lawn that would be a credit
to the city hull has been that it is.
almost constantly shaded, not only by
the tall buildings on every side, but by
the stately fir that grows in the center
of the yard.

Following this innovation, which has
caused the oil paintings of the alcaldes
and early mayors of the city, which
hang in the corridor*, to turn their
faces to the walls, the big Iron gates
have been thrown open this week for
the first time since they wera erected.
and the graveled yard Is now used as
a stable yard for the city's automobiles.
The city has been acquiring so many
autos that it was becoming a nuisance
to traffic to keep them stationed In
front of the city hall, and this made Itnecessary to substitute gravel tor grass.

SURPLUS IN BRIDGE FUND
MIGHT FURNISH SOLUTION

Main Street Bridge Wll Cost $11,000
Less Than Allowance, and Day

Laborers May Get the
Benefit

There is almost enough surplus In
the bridge fund as fixed by the budget
for this fiscal year to make good the
deficiency In the street department
fund and let all laborers In the city's
employ go to work full time at full pay.
This Is due to the fact that the allow-
ance for the Main street bridge Is
almost $11,000 In excess of the actual
cost, according to the bid of Carl
Leonardt, who offers to do the work
for $81,880.70.

After careful calculations on the part
of the board of publio works, and thu
taking of all the points Into considera-
tion It waa found that Leonardt's bid
for building the bridge was tha lowest,
and he will be awarded the contract
as soon as the Los Angeles Railway
company, which Is to pay a portion of
ths cost, has signed its agreement with
the city.

The city's share of the expense will
be $54,176 and the railway company's
$27,704. The budget contains an al-
lowance of 966,000 as, the city's share
of the cost.

Two more expensive bridges, how-
ever are to b« built, and It la possible
that th» cost of constructing them

will be In excess of the estimates. For
thai reason the city council will be In
no hurry to take the exoesa from the
Main street bridge and apportion It
among the various departments where
It is sorely needed.

If this money could be given to the
street department there would be no
necessity for the "swing around the
olrole" method which Chief Inspector
Edwards Is forced to adopt in order
to keep all the men at work at least
a part of the time. The estimate for
payrolls for the street department was
reduced $1000 a month In the .yearly
budget, and to keep within the amount
allowed Mr. Edwards Is forced to lay

off some of the men every few days.

WILL INSPECT AGAIN
DISPUTED DISTRICT

STRIVING HARD TO UNRAVEL
STORM DRAINAGE TANGLE

Board of Public Works Thinks Resi-
dents Of Southwest. Were Misin-

formed as to Costs They

Would Incur

After a long: discussion yesterday

over the storm water conditions in the
southwestern part of the city the mem-
bers of the board of publio works con-
cluded to take a trip to the dlstrlot to-

*morrow to look over the ground.

They have done this before; In facr,

they

have looked It over so often that

they know every Inch of It, and the

result of their looklngs over was the
assessment of the district for a gen-

eral paving scheme, which was pro-

tested out in the council last Monday.

The members of the board do mat ex-
pect to find the ground greatly

changed when they look it over Mon-

day, but hope to be able to discover
just how much of the country would
be benefited by having the storm water

taken care of. and to make that als-

trlct pay its share of the cost.
The board is anxious to have the

storm water which floods the, south-
western section of the city every win-
ter cared fo* and to make the burden
of cost on the district as light as pos-
sible. This was one of the sections of
the city where it wan proposed to con-
struct a thorough storm drain system.

but the bonds were voted down by the
people at a recent special election.

The board feels that the city in gen-
eral should pay at least a part of the
cost of handling this water, as moat
of It comes from other sections of the
city and flndß Us way Into this dis-
trict by a natural watercourse. /As no
bond money Is available for Building
the storm drains, the only other way
that appears to the board feasible Is to
pave the streets that must carry the
wter and thus have It taken away as
quickly as possible.

The paving would have to be done
under the Vrooman act. and the bene-
fited district would pay the costs. An
effort was made to do this and pro-
ceedings went as far as the last day
of protest, but the property owners
affected protested it out before the
council last Monday. They objected to
having to bear the burden of the water
and also to being compelled to pay for
the pavement in order to take care of
the water.

It Is believed by the board that mis-
representations were made to property
owners in the assessment district, which
embraces twenty-two miles of front-
age, as to the cost that would fall on
each lot Many of them were under the
impression that each lot owner In the
district would have to pay $40 or $60
for the improvement, whereas the real
cost to each lot owner In the district
would be between $4 and $5. The cost
to the frontage on the streets where It
was proposed to lay the pavement
would be BO per cent of the cost of the
Improvement.

It Is probable another district will be
formed, which will embrace such a
large territory that the cost will be
but nominal

LEFT TO COURT

SALE TO BE TESTED BEFORE
JUDGE HUTTON |

President of Los Angeles Trust Com.
pany Explains Statement In Let.

ter Sent by Him to F. W.
eianchard

When the board of supervisors meets
In regular session tomorrow the matter
of the private sale of $3,600,000 good
road bonds to the Los Angeles Trust
company and James H. Adams & Co.,
It ta believed, will not be referred to by
any member of the county. body. A
waiting game will be played, and the
affair, which has aroused so much
criticism on account of the secrecy
with which the transaction was ef-
fected, will be threshed out In the su-
perior court before Judge Hutton next
Friday, when the hearing on the in-
junction suit Instituted by Herbert
White and F. G. Hentig Is taken up.

Supervisors Bldridge and Wilson
were the only members of the board at
the court house yesterday. They re-
fused to enter Into a discussion re-
garding the bond sale. "Since the mat-
ter has been placed In the hands of the
court It will be left for the court to de-
cide," said Eldridge.

J. C. Drake, president of the Los An-

geles Trust company, explaining the
statement made In his tetter to V. W.
Blanchard, secretary of the good roads
advisory committee, that his company
had been Invited to make an offer for
the bonds, said the Invitation referred
to was on the part of the eastern prin-
cipals In the transaction, who had
asked the trust company to bid for the
bonds.

Supervisor Eldrldge yesterday said
the nVst approach to the board on be-
half of the bond purchasers was made
by J. B. Martin of James H. Adams &
Co., who sought Information concern-
ing the printing of the bonds. Later,
he said, Martin was Introduced to the
board by Deputy District Attorney
Hartley Shaw, and the offer to buy
the bonds followed.
