tions propounded by the reporters.

Cellar Searched

After all the goods In the barroom
had been checked off and placed aside
in charge of an officer the cellar was
examined, but after a consultation
with headquarters the officers decided
to let the wet, good stored in the cellar
remain where they were. .

i The confiscated articles were hauled
to the central station, where the bot-
tled gooos, lemon and orange peel, cor-
dials and the like were stored in the
basement along with dusty demijohns
of cheaper red wines taken from
"blind pigs" and low class Japanese

About the same time the wagonload
of liquor reached the station the of-
ficers, with W. J. Harvey, the bar-
tender, and Joseph Reynolds, the stew-
ard of the club, appeared at the desk
sergeant's window, where Harvey was
booked on a charge of violating the
liquor ordinance In conducting the
business of a retail liquor dealer with-
out having procured a license from the
city so to do. He was taken upstairs
to Police Justice Frederlckson's court
and arraigned. William M. Garland,
Percy R. Wilson, Frld W. Flint, Jr.,
Philip Forve and Joseph Scott, direct-
ors of the California club, charged with
a similar violation, were arraigned a
few minutes previous. The men
pleaded not guilty to the charges -and
their trial was set for October 9. I

When Harvey was asked how he
wished to plead to the charge he' re-
plied in a voice shaken with nervous-
ness, "Not guilty." His trial also was
set for October 9 at 10 o'clock. -..'

While Harvey and Reynolds were
waiting in the corridor of the police
court Prosecutor Woolwlne was in-
formed that Reynolds. Is the steward
of the club and has jurisdiction over
the conduct of the buffet. As the pros-
ecutor had not known that there was
such person connected with the or-
ganization no warrant had been sworn
out against Reynolds.

"What are your initials, please?" a
reporter inquired ,of the club steward
when it was learned that a complaint
was being issued against him.

, "I don't care to tell you," was the
reply. "I am not named In any com-
plaint In this matter and do not desire
any publicity."

Warrant Issued
About three minutes later a warrant

was issued by Assistant Prosecuting
Attorney Eddie .against "John Doe"
Reynolds charging him with the same
violation as the directors of the club.
The complaint was sworn to by Prose-
cutor Woolwine before Police Justice
Frederlckson. Reynolds was visibly
surprised, and when the complaint was
read he asked the name "Joseph" be
inserted instead of "John Doe." He
pleaded not guilty .and his trial was
set for the same date as the others.

Woolwlne's Stand
"I am simply enforcing the law,"

said the raiding prosecutor. "I have
given these people plenty of time in
which to obey the law by securing a
retail liquor dealer's license or clos-
ing their buffet. The ordinance has
been upheld In a decision handed down
by Judge Felix Ewing of the superior
court of Ventura county, and I am
only doing my duty in ordering raids
on such places that refuse to*:omply
with the law." . ' ,

The prosecutor said he was sorry it
was necessary to resort to strenuous
methods in order to show the club di-
rectors that he is in earnest about en-
f.rclng the law applicable to their case.

Judge Monroe Sees Raid,, .
Superior Judge Charles . Monroe, " a

member of the California club, was
present at the club when the raiders
entered. He was comfortably seated
In an easy chair and watched the pro-
ceedings in a cursory way. The Jurist
has- just returned from his vacation.

"I have been back several days,"-
said Judge Monroe, "and had a pleas-
ant vacation. I finished my duties at
the court and reached the club just in
time to see the excitement." *.: >'*\u25a0*.

The sidewalks in the vicinity of: the

were anxious to learn what was ,the

Clubs May Ask Damages yJy.
That the clubs desired to avert raids

by the prosecutor became evident yes-
terday when Chief of Police Kern re-
ceived a letter from Gibson, Trask,'
Dunn & Crutcher, attorneys for the
California and Jonathan clubs, in
which letter the attorneys state their
willingness to furnish any evidence de-
sired regarding the sale of liquors.

The letter follows:
We notice in the newspapers that Thomas

L. Woolwine as one of the prosecuting at-
torneys of the police court, has called upon
you to co-operate with him In taking ac-
tion looking to the immediate arrest and
conviction of the officers, agents and ser-
vants of the social clubs. Representing the
California club and the Jonathan club we
have at all times been willing,as Mr. Wool-
wlne Is well aware, to stipulate fully as to
any and all acts of the officers, servants and
employes of said clubs, as to the manner of
the operation of said clubs, and especially
with reference to the dispensing of liquors
at said clubs While stipulations of -this
character may not be as spectacular as
raids, seizures and the like, they are far
more effective for the purpose of bringing
before the court the exact facts In connec-
tion with the case, and are therefore ample
for any purpose for which Mr. Woolwlna
may require the services of the police de-
partment, in connection with the prosecu-
tion of the clubs. We are therefore, In be-
half of said clubs, offering again to you and
to Mr. Woolwlne to stipulate in any and
all cases which he may see (It to bring, all
of the facts In connection with the dispens-
ing and serving of liquors by these clubs. .

In the event therefore of Mr. Woolwlne
insisting upon raids being made upon the
premises of the clubs we represent, and the
seizure of tb.eir property, - and thereafter
there Is a reversal of the decision of Judge
Ewlng, 'which we confidently expect, we will
undertake, In behalf of said clubs, to recover
from the parties responsible therefor any

damages which the clubs may suffer by
reason of such raids and seizures. The of-
ficers, servants and employes of these clubs
are at all times willing to furnish you with
any Information you may require as to the
manner of conducting the affairs of the
clubs. -
I It has already been held by Judge Rose
of the police court, under a full statement
of the facts, that the officers of the Cali-
fornia club were not guilty of violating the
ordinance in question, and It is proper to
add that the opinion of Judge Rose among
lawyers Is entitled to as much consideration
and respect as the opinion of Judge Ewlng

Oyster Bay Is Again Quiet— Distin-

OYSTER BAT, N. V., Sept. 22.—After
seven years, in which It has shared the
honors with Washington as the na-
tional capital. Oyster Bay today re-
linquished the honor and once more it
became the quiet, sleepy village It had
been before Theorode Roosevelt be-
came president of the .United States.

The last vestige of Oyster Bay's pre-
tensions disappeared at 10:30 o'clock
this forenoon, when the special train
bearing the president, the members
of his household and the executive of-
fice staff started for New York on
their journey to Washington.

tion for Mr. Roosevelt and the last for
many years at least of Oyster Bay as
the summer capital.

110 ARE DROWNED
IN WRECK OF BARK

[By Associated Press.]
SEATTLE, Sept. 22.—Advices received

tonight from Alaska by way of the
United States signal corps say that

110 men, including nine whites, were
drowned in the wreck of the American
bark Star of Bengal on Coronation
island west of the Prince of Wales
archipelago. Twenty-seven of the ves-

sel's crew and passengers were saved.
The Star of Bengal belonged to the
Alaska Packers' association and was
on her way to'San Francisco with a

cargo of 54,000 cases of salmon.
The Star of Bengal took aboard

cargo at Fort Wrangel, consisting of
canned salmon and started down Sum-
mer straight in tow of the tugs Hattie
Gage and Kayak. As the vessels
neared the open sea where the sailing
craft would have sea room to work off
shore the wind was steadily blowing on
shore. ....

The tugs struggled vainly to keep the
ship clear of the rocks, but the wind
drove it down on the rocks lining the
shore of Coronation island, which lies
at the mouth of Iphlgenia bay, and to
save themselves from destruction the
steam vessels were forced to cast off
the lines and head out to sea.

The Star of Bengal went onto the
rocks in such a position that the tugs

could not get near enough to give any
assistance and the Gage headed for
Fort Wrangel with news of the dis-
sister. * - V

The Star of Bengal is an iron bark of
1694 tons register, 262.8 feet long with
forty feet beam. She Is one of the ves-
sels of the salmon fleet belonging to
the Alaska Packers' association, and
sailed from this port on April 22. It is
thought she has on board a full cargo
of salmon. She has a crew of 136 men,

100 of them Chinese and Japanese.
The Star of Bengal was considered

one of the staunchest sailing vessels un-
der the American flag, rating 100 Al at
Lloyds. Captain Wagner, her comman-
der, has had charge of ships of the
Alaska Packers' association for several
years and is tin experienced navigator
of Alaskan waters.

In addition to her officers and crew
the lost bark carried the employes of
the Alaska Packers" association from
the Fort Wrangel station. TJie vessel

MANIAC SLAYS
TWO WITH BAR

TERRIBLE SLAUGHTER IN ASY-
LUM AT WASHINGTON

Mulatto Long Demented, Believed
Harmless, Murders Overseer and

Woman—lnjures One Other. .'

Is Captured

WASHINGTON, Sept.' 22.—1n de-
moniaclal fury, Andrew Llghtfoot, a
mulatto Inmate at St. Elizabeth asy-
lum for the insane, today killed Patrick
Maloney, the overseer of the grounds,
and Millie Follen, a young Inmate of
the asylum, and severely Injured Miss
Robinson, another Inmate. . . \u25a0 .

* The murderer 'escaped from the
grounds and fled to the swamps nearby,
where a cordon of police, a score in all,
quickly surrounded the place of con-
cealment. \ - -

He was finally captured, after the
policemen found It necessary to shoot
him, Inflicting a' wound in the leg, and

-he was taken back to the asylum.
The murder occurred directly in front

of the main building for the men
patients at the asylum, which is a gov-
ernment institution. Moloney,* 50 years
old, lived on the place with his family.

Llghtfoot, who is 40 years old, has been
a patient at the hospital for eight years
and was regarded as harmless.

For some time he has been serving as
an assistant to the overseer. He was
given in that capacity some of the
privileges akin to those enjoyed by a
"trusty" in criminal institutions. .

Llghtfoot today became suddenly vio-
lently insane. Grasping an iron bar,
which was close at hand, he struck at
Maloney and the blow landed on the
overseer's head, crushing his skull and
causing Instant death.

Immediately the murderer sought to
escape. Millie Follen was In his way
and he struck at her, also crushing her
skull. She dropped dead to the ground.

Continuing in his flight, Llghtfoot
encountered Miss Robinson and tried to
kill her. His aim was bad, however,

and he succeeded in Inflicting only a
slight scalp wound and a broken arm.

Lightfoot ran through the gates. The
police finally located him In the swamp
near Glesboro Point and closed in on
him. Then he fled again Into the
grounds of the city poor house. There
he fought the police with stones and
sticks, and it was found necessary to

fire at him. It was not until he was
shot in the leg that he was finally sub-
dued and taken back to the asylum.
