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CHICAGO WINS PENNANT IN THE
NATIONAL BY GREAT STICK WORK

TIMELY HITTING ENABLES CHANCE'S TEAM TO DEFEAT THE
GIANTS IN FINAL GAME OF SEASON

The Great Mathewson Fails in Pinch, When All Hojjes Depend
Upon Him, and Wiltse Proves Slightly Less Effective—Minor

Brown Is Substituted by Cubs' Leader When Pfeister
Shows Signs of Weakening, and to Him Is Due Credit

for Winning the Flag for the Windy City Club

Chicago 4, New York 2
NEW YORK, Oct. B.—ln the presence

of a record-breaking crowd, which
swamped the polo grounds and left

many thousands outside, today's base-
ball game was played In deadly earnest
—straight baseball with no frills—to
nettle as tensely dramatic a situation
as the most ardent lover of the sport

could imagine. Chicago won and New
York lost the National league cham-
pionship. The game was played in
the cheerful sunshine of an Ideal base-
ball day, before a vast concourse of
people, who carried with them the
hopes and fears accumulated day by
day In the closing weeks of a season.

The large black headlines in the
newspapers—New York 2, Chicago 4—
are like mourning captions over the
story of some great personage's death.
And yet probably Manager McQraw's
words after the game, in the unwonted
quiet of the training quarters where
the Giaats were having their last show-
ers and rubdowns, epitomizes the feel-
ings of the vast army of New York's
followers:

"Ido not feel badly about the game;
we merely lost something we had won
before."

Spectators who know the game, how-
ever bitterly they may feel over the
tie decision, which made today's game
compulsory, seem to concede tonight
that the work of the Chicago team
practically was perfect. The Giants
were outplayed. Chicago, fresh from
rest and well-judged practice and
coaching, was superb In form. Bril-
liant, errorless fielding, snappy base-
running and opportune hitting in the
third inning won the game.

New York could not hit at critical
times. Mathewson, favorite of the
favorites, could not keep his invincible
arm power and the effect of a mo-
ment's lapse in the third inning could
not be overcome. McGraw's substitu-
tion of Wiltse in the box the last two
Innings may or may not have been
wise. The home team needed a long
hit, needed the tremendous rallying
power which llathewson has more than
once inspired in them at the very finish
and wrung victory from seeming de-
feat.

Immediately the gates swung open
hundreds upon hundreds fairly hurled
themselves into the inelosure. The
stands rapidly began to fill. By noon
the sale of tickets ended and soon
there was not a seat—hardly standing
room. And out beyond the Inclosure
every overtopping structure—chimneys,
derricks, roofs—had their precariously
hung swarm of rooters.

Outside the grounds for an hour pre-
ceding: the calling of the game at 2:45
o'clock there was an almost uncon-
trollable crush of many thousands.
Suddenly the corner gates to the dia-
mond were opened and hundreds
rushed madly to the sides of the field,

fighting for places, stopping the prac-
tice of the nines and causing confus-
ion. But police fought the crowd back
and finally a sufficient margin of field
was maintained around the diamond.

When the word came "Play ball" a
silence fell over all. The thousands I
of cowbells and horns were unused. ;
The game was on. It held the crowd
by a spell. The players felt tb« ten-
sion. The Chicagos plainly showed It
