.•'• Thousand* Seek Handshake
Thousands sought to shake him by

The stern old admiral evidently wai
deeply impressed and at ymes stopped,
shaking hands with sou** individuals
who, speaking English, ufTUftd him for
the beneflt of others. The admiral
said to each:

"Iam deeply impressed by the hearti-
ness and sincerity of your welcome to
myself, my officers and men. I trust
that the friendship now formed will
last forever, anil regret the necessity
of bidding you farewell." .

The car struck the auto square-
ly, demolishing it, Ingersoll being
caught in the midst of the debris. He
was unconscious when rescued.

His skull Is fractured seriously and
he is literally scalped on the right side.

He was at one*
removed to the Marlborough hospital.

He has been prominent here for many
years and probably was one of the
best known men in his line of business
in this part of the state. He has a
wife and two daughters, and was a
well known man In every way.

Last July Mr. Petry
was taken ill at his summer home in
Camp Meeker, suffering from a stroke
of apoplexy, from %hlch he never re-
covered. Mr. Petry was one of the
best known and foremost labor men
in California. Ho was born at Bcnicia,
Cal.. In 1862, and Is survived by a
widow and three children.

WONG LUNG SENTENCED TO
BE HANGED NEXT JANUARY

Judge Ogden Scores Newspapers That

Print Facts Not in Record of Ac-

cused and Which Influence
the Jury

OAKLAND, Oct. 23.—Wong Lung, a
member of a Chinese tong. was sen-
tenced to- death by Judge Ogden today.

The date fixed for the execution is
January 8, 1909, at San Quentin.

Wong Lung killed Lee Chung Sep-
tember 13. 1907, and the crime was de-
scribed by the judge as a cold-blooded
murder, with no feature which would
permit of legal clemency.

Judge Ogden, in the course of his re-
marks, severely criticised newspapers
which print a record of an accused
man's crime, by which members of a
jury could be influenced, explaining he
meant facts about an accused person
which were not part of the record.

The only comment of the convicted
man was a constant statement that he
did not understand the proceedings of
the court.

Woman Kills Baker
CHICAGO, Oct. 23.—Mrs. Rosie Al-

berta, aged 41 years, whose husband j

conducts a saloon at 135 Polk street,
yesterday shot and killed Zltb Frap-
pampino, a baker, whose place of busi-
ness Is under the saloon. According to
the story told by Mrs. Alberta to the
police, Prappampino tried to mistreat
her. The business partner of Frap-
pamplno declared the shooting was
the result of a long-standing grudge
held by the Albertas against him.

BRYAN INVADES
NEW JERSEY IN A

MERRY MOOD
HAS FUNV WITH PRESIDENT AS

HIS TOPIC

MAKES NERVE RACKING TRIP IN

FINE SPIRIT

Delivers Sixteen Speeches to Farmers

and Receives Big Ovations In
Every Town—Labor Prob.

lems Reviewed

VT EWARK, N. J., Oct. 23.—New Jer-
\ sey poured out her hosts to greet

-*-' William J. Bryan. Refreshed by
a long sleep hist night, following two
laborious days In'Ohio and West Vir-
ginia, tho Democratic candidate was in
splendid form and took advantage of
this to inject into hiss utterances a
spirit of wit and logic which enabled
him to Impress his audiences every-
where.

Traveling at a, nerve-racking clip

over a zigzag course in a handsomely
equipped special train, in charge of
State Chairman J. R. Nugent, Mr. Bry-

an was enabled to talk to a groat num-
ber of farmers, laboring men and oth-
ers in the funning and industrial cen-
ters of the state.

Evidently inspired by President
Roosevelt's recent declaration on labor,
In which President Samuel Gompers

and himself were severely criticised,
Mr. Bryan chose for his main text thy

labor question, and In most of his
Bpeeches, of which there were sixteen,
made merry with the president.

Criticises Roosevelt
He accused the president of butting

Into the campaign and deposing Mr.
(Jumpers, and said sarcastically that
he expected before long that he him-
self would be deposed, and. Nicholas
Longworth, the president's son-in-law,
placed at the head of Democracy.

He never lost an opportunity to de-
fine tho difference between the plat-
forms of tho Democratic and Republi-
can parttes with respect to labor, and
explained with minute detail the
pledges which the Democratic party
made at Denver to secure the remedial
legislation for which, he said, labor
was crying, but to which the Republi-
cans had turned a deaf ear.

Incidentally at West Philadelphia, on
his way to New Jersey, the candidate
referred to the ftot that his voice had
held out so well because he had no
ragged arguments to pasa through his
throat, while at White House, N. J..
seizing upon the name for a witty pre-
liminary to his speech, he said:

At White Hous«
"Iam here at last. It has been rather

a long journey, but happily ended.'
His platform having outlined tho

remedial legislation which Democracy

demanded should be enacted, he said
it would be carried out in letter and
spirit, and that was about all he
could say in an inagrural address.

At Trenton he told the people that
he had a united Democracy behind him,

and a frightened Republican party in
front of him.'

Immense throngs g.eeted him at
Trenton, Fhllllpsburg. SomervMe,
Elizabethport, Perth Ambody, New
Brunswick and here.

On no day during the campaign were
his remarks more interrupted with ex-
pressions from his audiences Indica-
ting their friendliness toward him,

than today.

The climax of the eventful day came
when he visited Newark tonight. The
whole city was aglow with red fire
and his progress through the streets
to the Auditorium where he spoke,
was nothing short of X great ovation.
A seething mass of humanity followed
him to the hall, already long before
packed to Its capacity, while on the
outside were countless thousands, who,
unable to gain admittance, made It
necessary for him to deliver an over-
flow address.

Air Filled with Cheers
The air was rent with cheers as ho

unfolded the Democratic policies and
hurled an avalanche of criticism upon
the Republican party for Its failure
to listen to the demands of the people.

At tho conclusion of his remarks
here Mr. Bryan retired for the night
In his car, which was taken to Jersey
City, from which place he will leave
in the morning at 9:30 for other points
in the state, concluding with a visit
late in the evening at Elmlra. N. Y.

tors of national banks and to make
them pay more attention to their in-
structions, Comptroller of the Currency

Murray today isued an order to na-
tional bank examiners directing them
that upon entering a bank to make an
examination they Immediately convene
the directorate and require answers to

a formal list of twenty-flve searching
questions.

These Inquiries are to be put by ex-
aminers to each director, and are de-
signed to bring out clearly the relation
of the directors to the condition of the
bank, the extent of their knowledge of
the bank's paper, the latitude conceded
by them to bank officers In overstep-
ping the national banking- law pro-
visions, and their supervision of the
bank details.

This is said to be the first complete
official inquiry into the relationship be-
tween banks and directors.

CHILDREN CONCEAL PILES
OF LOOT IN PLAYHOUSES

Beverly Police Discover Two Little
Sisters Have Committed Long

Series of Robberies—Valu.
able Jewelry Stolen

BEVKRLY, Mass., Oct .23.—Two sis-
ters, one of them 12 years old and the
other 6, are accused by the police of a
long series of robberies here, running

over a period of three months. Tho
names of the children are withheld by
the police.
It is stated that a search of play-

houses and a doll's trunk at tho girls'
home resulted in the finding of jewelry
valued at thousands of dollars.

The children were allowed to make
pocket money by selling soap on com-
mission, and this chance to visit vari-
ous houses, the police say, was im-
proved to take large quantities of jew-
elry.

City Prosecuting Attorney Resigns -Duties Too Limited, Is Reason Stated

WOOLWINE HAS
TRIVIAL DUTIES,

NOT WORTH PAY
SENSATION SPRUNG BY SUD-

DEN ACTION

COULD NOT CONSCIENTIOUSLY
RETAIN OFFICE

Says His Zeal in Probing Into Alleged
Graft Caused District Attorney

Fredericks to Take Away
His Commission

THOMAS LEE WOOLWINE, city
prosecuting attorney, who was
shorn of power to prosecute state

offenses, when District Attorney

Fredericks took away his commission
of deputy, after Mr. Woolwlne had In-
stigated the present graft investiga-
tion, last night resigned his office, de-
claring It an injustice to the public
to draw a salary for duties which,
through no fault of his own, he hail
been rendered powerless to perform.

Mr. Woolwine says he is actuated
solely in his determination to vacate

the office by conscientious motives. Ho
is aware, with the power to try state
offenses taken from him, his duties
would consist merely in trying cases
of violation of city ordinances, and,
as tlu.se are trivial in character, he
knows the work necessary to prose-
cute them, is not at all commonsuruto
with the money which the taxpayers

are calied upon to pay for the office.
In resigning his office, Mr. Woolwino

wishes me public to know he is not
ungrateful for the support given him
by those who believe, as he does, of the
existence of protection for vice, and
that he stands ready at all times to
render assistance in compelling the
enforcement of the laws on the statute
books.

Mr. Woolwine, in announcing his de-
termination, makes some pointed re-
marks in a letter, accompanying his
resignation. He does not hestitate to
place the cause of his removal from
the office of the district attorney be-
cause ol his energetic attempts to ex-
pose graft in high places. Ho states
plainly and in unmistakeable language

that District Attorney Fredericks did
not dare to retain him in office, fear-
ing, if he was allowed to remain dep-
uty district attorney, there would re-
sult a drastic investigation in which
special privileges to "favorites" would
be disclosed and protection for vice
would be found.

Tho retiring city prosecutor reviews
the grounds for his dismissal from
the oftice of District Attorney Fred-
tricks and shows, according to tits
alutements, he was not wanted In that
oltice one minute after he had begun
his crusade against graft.

Mr. Woolwine places the date for the
acceptance of his resignation at the
time When ilr. Hewitt will return
fiom the east, which, he says, will
vi. in a few days.

Reason for Removal
"Some days ago a weak aud faith-

less public official of this county re-
moved me from office tor the obvious
rtiisoii land no man with a grain of
common sense can doubt it) that If I
waa allowed to remain there would
result a drastic investigation, looking
to the exposure of a deplorable condi-
tion of special privilege and vice pro-
tection that has existed in the city of
.Los Angeles. And to add to his In-
sincerity and perfidy it should be re-
membered he offered to open to me the
coffers of the county treasury for tho
employment ot detectives and assis-
tants and to give me a free hand in
such investigation. Though Iknew ht>
did not mean a word he said, I ac-
cepted, to be afterward hampered in
every way possible, my powers cur-
tailed and finally, in the last extrem-
ity, discharged. And all this to pre-
vent a full, fair and impartial investi-
gation of charges he publicly declared
were groundless, although he had no
means oi' knowing one-tenth of what
1 had to present to the grand jury.

"It should not be forgotten this en-
tire controversy had Us inception in
an attempt upon my part to force the
mayor and police commission to un-
fetter the police department and to
compel an equal and indiscriminate en-
forcement of the laws.

"Blocked in this purpose by the city
officials above named, my office is now
emasculated and rendered powerless by
the district attorney, who, in my re-
moval, deprives me of the right to go
before the grand jury and expose tin;
very conditions against which I have
been fighting for mriths, and in addi-
tion he has take k i\ me the power
to prosecute misderij nors under tho
state law, which has resulted in great

financial loss to the city and brought

about a condition that would make
it unwise and unpatriotic for me to re-
ceive a salary from the city of Los
Angeles for MrvtOdß which I am not
allowed to render.

Office Sacred Trust
"I assumed the duties of this posi-

tion with certain settled conviction*.
Among others that such an office is a
sacred" trust, and that, like every other
official position, should be administered
unselfishly and with absolutely no
thought in the mind of the office-
holder of his own future, for I believe
any public official who allows his of-
ficial conduct to be alloyed or in-
fluenced by any consideration ~ther
than a conscientious desire to do his
full duty, regardless of consequences,
la a traitor to a sacred trust. With
these unchangeable convictions X have
sought to do my duty by the people of
Los Angeles and accomplish the great-
est good possible Jn my limited fled of
action. I never have for a moment
hesitated to enforce the law equally
against the rich and poor alike, and
have attempted to compel respect for
the law from people of Influence and
wealth, regardless of the nuinoer of
enemies I might make.

"I regret to say that as a result of
the above conditions, I am compelled,
from a sense of duty, to announce my
resignation as city prosecutor of th«
city of Los Angeles, the same to take
effect upon the return of air. Hewitt
