PASADENA, Oct. 25.—So great has
electioneering enterprise become in
South Pasadena, voters can get not
only free cigars, as in the past, but
free house rent.

The municipality desires to annex a
triangular strip of land near the os-
trich farm to form an approach to the
arroyo bridge. Only one man lives on
the strip, however, and he is not quali-
fied as a voter,

Accordingly, during the last week,
public spirited citizens moved a small
cottage on the strip and it can now
be secured, rent free, by any qualified
voter who has the welfare of South
Pasadena at heart. None other need
apply.

A petition supposedly containing the
names of two-thirds of the voters of
the municipality, asking for the an-
nexation of the strip, has also been
filed with City Clerk Cox. He is now
at work verifying the signatures, and
it is hoped before much lapse of time
the election may be held and the de-
sired strip of land be annexed to the

city.

DEATH HOVERS NEAR
DESPERADO’S VICTIM

WOUNDED MERCHANT FAILS
TO IDENTIFY SUSPECT

Holdup Occurs in Fashionable Resi-
dence District and Citizens Fear
Repetition of Robberies of
Two Years Ago

LLONG BEACH, Oct. 25.—E. L. Bow-
man, who was shot last night by a
highwayman whom he resisted, lies at
the Seaside hospital hovering between
life and death. The bullet, which en-
tered the man’s left side, just above the
kip, has not been located. It passed
through one lung and was deflected in
such a way it struck the other lung.
Drs. Frank Wood and A. F. Hamman
made further examination of the wound
this afternoon. They consider Bow-
man’s chances for recovery slight.

Thet a woman was involved in the
holdup last might the police have little
doubt. Two pairs of tracks were fol-
lowed from the scene of the shooting as
far as a yard on Ninth street. There
the trail was lost, but a short distance
farther other tracks were found. Thesg
were traced to a point near where a
voung man by the name of James
Goodwin lives. He was taken to head-
quarters anc¢ subjected to a rigorous
examination and later was taken to the
Seaside hospital. Bowman falled to
identify him as his assailant however
and the youth was released. Goodwin
was arrested recently on a minor
cinarge.

The holdup., which was attempted at
Fourth street and Cedar avenue, in the
midst of a fushionable residence dis-
tricg, has caused great excitement, and
citizens are wondering whether the
town this winter is to experience a
series of holdups such as accurred two
vears ago.

SAYS SHE ESCAPED MAN
BY USING HER HATPIN

LONG BEACH, Oct. 25.—By the ener-
getic use of a hatpin, with which she
says she jabbed her alleged tormentor,
Viola Allen, a pretty girl living on Pico
street in Redondo, escaped this after-
noon from L. H. Barrett on the beach.

Barrett, who ie the son of the pro-
prietor of the merry-go-round, is said
to have drawn the girl into a room near
tne amusement device. She soon
emerged, and in company with a patrol-
man, summoned by boys who had been
watching Barrett, went to police head-
quarters, where she told Police Matron
Fanny Bixby her story.

Barrett denied he had used force in
taking the girl into the room and dis-
played no hatpin wounds. The girl de-
clared, however, the hatpin was her
principal aid in escaping.

‘Control of Harbor Is Main COnlfdora.

SAN PEDRO, Oct. 25.—As practic-
ally every man on the street of this
city is discussing the division of San
Pedro with a view to come into Los
Angeles, and as the petition for this
division has been in circulation since
last Thursday it seems opportune to
Subllsh the legal side of the proposi-

on, :

The public is familiar with the pro-
ceedings that attended the annexing
to Los Angeles of tlle so-called ‘‘Shoe-
string strip,” which reaches down to
the city limits of San Pedro. No law
has yet been passed allowing two cities
to consolidate, and, as the legislature
was not favorable to the passage of
such a law last session, fear is enter-
tained that this session likewise will
refuse to allow such an amendment.

It therefore, nas been thought best
by those in Los Angeles and their
sympathizers in San Pedro to divide
the city of San Pedro and take the
northern portion, which is contiguous
to the southern boundary of Los An-
geles, into the city first.

The law on the subject of the di-
vision of an incorporated city is clear,
as laid down in Act. 2375 of the general
laws of California, under the head of
municipal corporations.

Under the title “Exclusion of terri-
tory and changing boundaries of mu-~
nicipal corporations,” the act reads in
substance as follows: “The bounda-
ries of any city or municipal corpora-
tion may be altered, and territory ex-
cluded therefrom after proceedings
had, as required in this section. The
board of trustees shall, upon receiv-
ing a petition tnerefore, as shown by
not less than a majority of the quali-
fied electors thereof, as shown by the
vote cast at the last municipal elec-
tion held therein, submit to the elec-
tors of such corporation the question
whether such territory as is proposed
by such petition shall be excluded
from such municipal corporation and
cease tb be a part thereof. Such ques-
tion shall be submitted at a special
election to be held for that purpose,
and such 'legislative body shall give
notice thereof by publication in a
newspaper, for a period of four weeks
prior to such election. /

Proceedings Mandatory

“The votes cast in such territory so
proposed to be excluded shall be can-
vassed separately, and if it shall ap-
pear that a majority of all the votes
cast in such territory, and a majority
of all the votes cast in such corpora-
tion, shall be for exclusion, such legis-
lative body shall, by an order entered
upon their minutes, cause their clerk
to make and submit to the secretary
of state a certified abstract of such
vote., From and after the date of filing
such abstract, such exclusion of such
territory from such municipal corpor-
ation shall be deemed complete, and
thereafter such territory shall cease
to be a part of such municipal cor-
poration.”

The act further provides that the
excluded territory must pay its pro-
portion of any debt contracted by the
municipality prior to such exclusion.
A provision is made that, if such elec-
tion shall fail, no election for the ex-
clusion of the same territory can be
held for three years.

The petitions which are now being
circulated are gradually being signed,
no effort being made to hurry the mat-
ter. While only four hundred odd
names will be recuired, the leaders
of the movement here believe that they
will have fully 600 signatures,

Some opposition has developed ow-
ing to the location of the dividing
line, some holding that it should be
farther south than Fifth street, and
some that too much territory is being
excluded. Many in the southern part
of the city are not only glad, to let
the northern portion draw away and
join Los Angeles, but wish it were
possible to let the whole city in at
the same time,

Aside from the control of the har-
bor, which evidently is the chief is-
sue, many of the annexationists are
advancing the boulevard idea. With
the northern portion of the city lying
next to Wilmington, and the only road
leading to the city coming around the
bay through Wilmington, it seems
hardly likely that a good boulevard
for teams and automobiles ever will
be built. But with Los Angeles in
control a good road undoubtedly will
be secured.

WINTER INVASION BY
VAGRANTS HAS BEGUN

POLICE BENT ON CHECKING
CONFIDENCE GAMES

Suppression of Gambling on Eastern
Race Tracks Expected to Flood
This City with Undesirable
Element

If advance information is to be con-
sidered worthy of credence Southern
California will be visited, shortly by
hordes of yeggs, confildence men, sure-
thing artists and others of that class.
Los Angeles is the objective point for
many of these knights of the brake
beam. Thelr reception will be one be-
fitting their rank, and the new work-
house near the river will be placed at
their disposal.

The coming winter is expected to be
a busy one for the Los Angeles police,
and the officers will have their ener-
gles taxed to the utmost in keeping
the city clear of the “undesirables” who
will flock here in droves just as soon
as the Santa Anita race track opens,
the latter part of November.

It 1s believed there will be a grpater
influx of this element this year than
ever, because of the ban that has been
placed on gambling at the eastern
tracks. New York state is the abiding
place for many race track followers,
touts, sure tip workers, pickpockets
and professional crooks of all classes,
and, now that the lld has been put on
bookmaking in the Empire and other
eastern states, they will flock to the
coast.

Last year the police were handi-
capped to a certain extent by the
crowded condition of the city jail, but
since then the new workhouse has been
built and the accommodations have
been increased to about twice the ca-
pacity of the city jail

While the ‘“‘undesirables” who are en
route to this state will be divided be-
tween Los Angeles and Oakland, where
also there is a race track, the greater
number will come to this city because
of its climate,

The police will be specially on their
guard against safeblowers and holdup
men, who generally make California
their winter resort, and they will ex-
ert every effort to reduce such classes
of robbery to a minimum,

There is plenty of rock in the river
bed, and those who have no business
here will have an opportunity to pay
for their board by pulverizing stone
for the roadways.

One of the first of the vanguard to
become entangled with the police is
Mike Brady, a big, robust man, who
was arrested by Detectives Ingram and
Carroll yesterday. Brady is one+type
of the street corner faker, Although
physically perfect he was discovered by
the officers posing as a cripple. His
right arm was doubled up under his
coat and it appeared as if he had lost
his arm below the elbow. When
searched at the central station, poems
printed on cards, shoestrings and pen-
cils were found on his person. He
was locked up on a charge of suspicion
and will be arraigned in police court
today and prosecuted as a vagrant.

W. Hogan, another of the same class,
but of a slighter build, was locked up
for feigning to be a cripple. He was
walking with the aid of crutch and a
cane. The police say he is working
the same game as Brady. Hogan was
examined by the police surgeon and
found to be physically sound. He
also will be arraigned on a charge of
vagrancy.

The police are prepared to wage a
relentless war on this class of imps-
tors.
