Workers, Well Organized, Striving Gallantly for

iirr\HE most enthusiastic organization of precinct workers that
I has ever been enlisted in California," is the Democratic cam-

J- paign committee's estimate of its election organization.
This enthusiasm is in great part due to the fact that the Democratic
party has no officeholders to draw upon or corporations to assess,

and its campaign is thoroughly a rank and file affair.
The county precincts are well organ-

ized, but the campaign committee can
use more men and vehicles in the city.

The necessity for an unusually close
watch at the polls calls for a larfje

force and is taking the vounteers who

are reporting at the headquarters, 114
Coulter building.

"The supervisors of Los Angeles

county have in many instances failed
to hood the recommendations of the
Democratic committee in the appoint-
ment of election boards," says W. F.
Harris, chairman of the Democratic
campaign committee, in calling for
workers at the polls, "and in many pre-
cincts they have cither appointed
known Republicans or unknown Demo-
crats. This condition of affairs renders
It absolutely necessary that the potis
be watched, and watched carefully, on
election day and at night while the
count is in progress.

No Corporation Funds
"The committee has no officeholders

to assess and no corporation funds on
which to draw to do this work, and it
therefore appeals to all persons who
desire the election of Mr. Bryan am!
who are willing to help in bringing
about the result to come to headquar-

ters of the campaign committee at 114
Coulter building and tell what they can
and will do from now until the ballots
are counted and returns sealed up in
the vaults of the county clerk. These
rooms will be open all day and every
night until io o'clock and on Sunday-
Sample ballots will be kept on hand,
and the workers will be glad to answer
any questions relative to registration or
voting.

'It is absolutely necessary that every
man who has the welfare of his coun-
try at heart and who desires the elec-
tion of W. J. Bryan should vounteer
for any service he may be able to give.

Especially is this Wue with regard to
vehicles of all kinds.

"The organisation committee has been
busy the last two weeka repairing any
holes apparent In the fences, and they
Hnfl conditions much better than have
ever confronted the Democratic party at
this stage of a national campaign. Every
precinct is being polled. Returns have
been coming in rapidly, and they show
an average favorable change in 1 11• -
sentiment of from 1". to 20 per cent.

Predict Heavy Vote
"The Indications are that the vote

polled will be the heaviest ever re-

corded in the county. Notwithstand-
ing the fact that there has been a
great deal of talk about apathy we find
in our canvass that the people aro
earnestly desirous of ti change in con-
ditions, and In a quiet way they are
working seriously to brink' it about.
The Democratic campaign for principle
is appealing to voters, and it is sur-
prlslng how uniformly our polls show
an Increase in the feeling Unit Demo-
cratic success means the country's suc-
cess, but nationally and locally. The
only thing necessary to assure the abso-
lute victory of our ticket is to get the
sentiment we find crystallized at the
ballot box on Tuesday, and the imple-
ments necessary for doing this are, as
stati d, vehicles and workers.

"The county precincts are well and
enthusiastically organized and fully
(\u25a0([nipped, but the 189 precincts inside
the city limits of Los Angeles are scat-
tered over a wide area, and here is the
point where we can use men and
vehicles to great advantage."

The campaign committee has done a
tremendous amount of work in the last
three weeks and has inspired workers
in sections where organization was re-
garded as difficult but was most
needed. Their efforts will be redoubled
In the next three days to have every
polling place well cared for. #

Reforms Wanted

"A direct primary law, drawn so as

to in effective, including advisory vote
for United states senator; a law mak-
ing effective the constitutional prohi-
bition against rebating and discrimina-
tion by railroads; a reciprocal demur-
rage law; an anti-race track gambling
law; the submission of a constitutional
amendment providing for direct legis-
lation and the recall; economical man-
agement of .state government; election
of a United States senator who will
not be a tool to the railroad; the last
and most important, a consolidation
between Los Angeles and a seaport

town Under the Los Angeles freehold
charter.

"Our whole future is bound up in this
harbor question. We must have a
free harbor if we hope ever to enjoy
the great benefits of cheap water rates,
If we expect ever to become the great
commercial and manufacturing center
to which our natural advantages and
our very favorable situation entitle
us."

CONGRESSMAN IS
ROUNDLY SCORED

EVEN THE TIMES REPUDIATES
JIM M'LACHLAN

RUSH CALLS HIS EXCUSES

ABSURD

Refuses to Announce His Stand on
Cannon Because He Must Vote

for Bulwark Against
Progress

Congressman McLtichlan is so dis-
credited In his own party and the elec-
tion of his opponent, Jud Rush, la so
certain that the only Republican organ
in Los Angeles, the Times, yesterday
editorially abandoned the Republican
nominee in a denunciation which de-
clared McLachlan unlit to represent

> the district In congress.
Hoth the Republican papers of the

city, the Times and the Kxpress, have
withdrawn from McLachlan's support,
but the former paper has not hereto-
fore attacked its party nominee as bit-
terly as was tho case yesterday. It Is
especially severe in attacking Me-
Lachlan's failure to line up with other
Republican congressmen in standing
by Speaker Cannon.

The most remarkable condition pre-
vailing in the congressional fight in
this district over the matter of the am-
bitions of "Uncle" Joe Cannon to serve
again as speaker of the house of rep-
resentatives, has led to a good deal of
comment in the closing hours of the
campaign, both among the Democratic
and the Republican politicians. Mr.
McLachlan, the Republican candidate
for congress, is being taken severely
to task by many among those who have
hitherto supported him In his own
party, for his refusal to plant himself
squarely upon the issue, while many
other Republicans are congratulating
Mr. Rush, the Democratic candidate,
upon his open and unequivocal state-
ment that he will oppose Cannon as
speaker, even to going so far as to
vote lor some other Republican for
speaker, if ho finds that no Demo-
cratic member can be elected to the

I place.
The argument over the matter has

gone on and waxed so warm that now
it seems that Cannon is the big issue
of the congressional campaign in this
district. Republican newspapers
throughout the district are almost
unanimous on the point that McLach-
lan should have firmly announced his
intention of opposing Cannon, while
the two or three Republican editors
who have not cared to make this
statement have ignored the matter,
not caring to lose votes for their can-
didate by mentioning the matter.

Mr. Rush yesterday said to a rep-
resentative of the Herald. "My an-
nouncement of my intention to oppose
Cannon as speaker, if I am elected,
and I know now that I am going to be,
was caused primarily by the receipt of
a number of letters, a number of them
from Republicans, asking me to state
my position on the matter. I had no
objection to so doing, and without con-
sulting anyone, either in my party or
out of it, I made the statement at one
of my earliest meetings that Iwas un-
alterably opposed to Cannon and the
methods that Cannon has employed. I
expected, of course, that my opponent
would do the same, the sentiment in
this district being so pronounced
against Cannon. I had no other ob-
ject in making my announcement than
to let the people know that I had de-
cided views on the matter, and that I
believed that they had a right to
know before the time come to vote for
a member of congress, just where the
candidates stood on this matter.

Would Join Republicans
"Without consulting anyone Interest-

ed in my campaign I went further in
the matter and said that I would not
only vote against Cannon, but that I
would work against him, and that if I
found it to be necessary I would join

with the Republicans in the house who
are opposed to Cannon in this good
work.

"The whole thing I regarded then,
and I still regard, a matter of princi-
ple. I am tied to no interests save
those of the whole body of the people
of this district, and as there seems to
be such an overwhelming sentiment in
favor of selecting some other man for
.speaker of the house I cannot do other-
wise than regard It as my duty to vote

and work against Cannon. And I be-
lieve that it was a part of that duty
to make my announcement clear-cut
and decisive at the time I did.

"I was surprised to learn that Mr.
McLachlan had refused to make the
same announcement, and more sur-
prised to learn that he had said that
a law of California prevented him from
stating his position on the issue while
he was a candidate. Iha 9not stopped
to consider what the law might be, but
since Mi-. McLachlan had stepped be-
hind this law I took the pains to look
into it, and then made the same an-
nouncement over again, and have kept
on reiterating it ever since.

"I am pleased to see that the news-
papers of the district have taken the
matter up. It is absurd to say that
the California law regarding campaign
pledges can apply to this matter. The
law says that no candidate shall give
a pledge during the campaign regard-
ing any bill or measure which may
come before the legislative body to
which he may be elected. Cannon is
not a bill, arid neither Is he a measure
He is simply a bad man to place in
a position to wield the tremendous
power which the speaker of the house
Of representatives does.

"Therefore I am led to the belief that
Mr. McLachlan la unable to say that
he will vote against Cannon on ac-
count of some interests which he is
tied to, and which are certainly not
the Interests of the people of his dis-
trict, and that he has dodged behind
this law, which does not apply at all,

in order to eicape admitting that he
will be compelled, if re-elected, to voto
for Cannon.

"The matter of whether my an-
nouncement was calculated to get

votes for me, or to lose me votes, has
not entered Into my consideration or
this matter. I have taken this stand
beoauee I knew that the great ma-
jority of the people of the district de-
sire to we Cannon eliminated, and be-
caUM 1 am proud of the fact that I
:mi free and Independent of any spe-
cial interests, and glad of an opportu-
nity to prove it.

"But my Investigation of the foun-
dation of the many statements made
by McLachlan regarding his work in
congress has led me to believe that his
excuse for wanting to go to congress,
is, on the whole, about as valid as
this one he brings for not letting the
people know where he stftrdi on the
Cannon matter, i am almost led to
think that it' driven to it,' as he was
iii tlic Cannon matter, he would argue
that there is n law agalMt congress-
men doing anything for their constitu-
ents while in Washington,"
