NEW YORK, Oct. 31.—The day’s stock mar-
ket was affected plainly enough by a movement
on the part of speculative holders to get out
of their holdings on the eve of the presidential
election. It was the supposition of observers
in the neighborhood of the stoek exchange that
this movement came from the lesser following
of the powerful speculative leaders who have
controlled the recent market. The action was
prompted by uncertainty over the position and
intentions of the speculative leaders. They
aro credited with holding most of the floating
market's supply of stock and credits to hold
them. The strength to which a general de-
mand from outside sources for stocks will be
attracted is what is doubted. It was this
doubt that prompted the cleaning up of specu-
lative accounts which was in progress today
in continuation of a similar movement yester-
day. The ecirculation of reports of the closing
out of some very heavy acccunts in United
States Steel yesterday was an Influence in-
creasing this tendency. Sales for London ac-
count were an effective factor in the market.
News was not much attended to, although
there was considerable discussion of John D.
Rockefeller's announcement of his political at-
titude and of the reception accorded it. .The
extraordinary gains in met earnings for Sep-
tember reported yesterday by the Union and
Southern Pacific weroe supplemented by the re-
ports to the interstate commerce commission
of other transcontinental rallroads for that
perfod, showing Increases in gross earnings
and heavy cuts in operating cost. It was con-
sidered that the strength of the returns would
operate against the attempt credited to the
raflroads to bring about a general advance in
freight rates after the elections. The bank
statement presented no great surprises. Bonds
were {rregular. Total sales, par value, §1,960,-
000, Government bonds were unchanged on
call for the week.
