Pomona Begins to Play Only After
Presbyterians Pile Up Eleven
Points, but End First
Half at a Tie

Occidental 16, Pomona 11
football

Occidental won the final
game of the Southern California con-
ference season yesterday afternoon,

when their football team defeated the
Pomona college eleven on the Occi-
dental gridiron by the score of 16 to 11.

THe game was attended by almost

the entire student body of the two rep-
resentative colleges, in addition to large
numbers of students from the Univer-
sity of Southern California and the
TL.os Angeles high school. More class
spirit was shown during yesterday’s
game than at any previous football
contest in Southern California this
season. The bleachers were partitioned
off, one-half being occupied by Occi-
dental sympathizers and the other half
by the'followers of Pomona. Upon sev-
eral occasions a.sympathizer of one or
the other college wasg found on the
wrong side of the bleachers, but not
for long, however, not for long.

Occidental started the game in ham-
mer-and-tong fashion, and during the
first few minutes of play, before ten
minuutes had elapsed, Capt. Wieman
had crossed Pomona's goal line for a
touchdown, which was made on a line
buck through left tackle. Wieman
kicked the goal, and the score was 6
to 0 in favor of Occidental.

Occidental won the toss and chose to
receive the ball. Wieland kicked oft
to Thompson, who was tackled by Vail
on Occidental's 26-yard line. Occiden-
tal puntedsto Shutt, who fumbled the
pall on his 35-yard line, He recoverel
the ball, however, after a loss to Po-
mona of five yards from the line where
the ball was received. Pomona lost the
ball on downs.

Occidental attempted a forward pass
on their first down. It was spoiled by
Shutt, who snatched the ball, but was
tackled by Becker on Occidental's 256~
yard line. Occidental sent Wieman
through Pomona’s eenter for a gain of
one yard. A buck through right tackle
netted them two yards and they lost
the pigskin on the third down, when
Vail intercepted a forward pass,
Thomas to Fred Thompson.

Pomana sent Vail around right end
for a 16-yard gain, He was tackled by
Fred Thompson on the latter's 10-yard
line. Pomona lost the ball on downs
and Wieman punted for Occidental to
Shutt, who received the ball on his 15~
yard line.
