WOULD INOCULATE
THE CONDEMNED WITH

TUBERCULAR GERMS

Vice President State Board of Health
Makes Suggestion to the Prison

Directors in Interests
of Science

SAN FRANCISCO, Nov. 2:..-The
state hoard of prison directors is in
receipt of «. letter from Dr. W. A.
KrtKgs, vice president of the state
rioard of health, siiß^esring that

condemned murderers at the peni-
tentiaries be used in making tests
for the determination of the origin
of tubercular infection In human
beings.

The doctor urges that the question
as to whether the disease should be
fought among bovlnes or human be-
ings is an important one, and thai
by iii« inoculation of murderers
awaiting execution and careful fol-
lowing' of the cases, a great good
can be accomplished.

The prison directors decided to
make the suggestion public and al-
low public opinion to guide them.

It is stated by one of the direc-
tors that of course the consent of
the condemned men would he neces-
sary before such experiments could
be made.

SEA DISASTER
TRAGEDY OCCURS IN SIGHT OF

CITY

BRITISH STEAMER BURNS NEAR

HARBOR

Frantic Passengers Seek Safety in I

Jumping Overboard in the Vain
Hope of Being Picked

Up by Boats

. [By Apuoclated Pro??.]

VALLETTA (Island of Malta), Nov.
25, A terrible disaster, In which
more than 100 persona lost their

lives, occurred at the entrance to this
port this morning within sight of the
whole city, which was powerless to give I
aid. The British steamer Sardinia of
the Ellerman lino, hailing from Liver- I
pool and bound for Alexandria With
a crew of forty-four Englishmen, eleven
first and six second cabin English pas-
sengers, and nearly 200 Arab pilgrims
aboard, caught fire and within a few
minutes was a roaring furnace, sur-
rounded by clouds of smoke, through
which flames burst upward to a height
of 200 feet from each side of the hold.
So rapidly did the fire spread that the

•efforts of the crew to operate the fire
apparatus proved useless, and It Seemed
but a moment before the upper works i
must crush down upon the deck, while
the ship's boats were crushed by the
falling debris.

Jump Overboard
Safety lay only In jumping over-

board and taking the chance of being
picked up. Assistance was hurried to
the burning vessel from all the war-
ships in the harbor and from the shor«. i
but the work of rescue was greatly im-
peded by the strong tide that was run- \
ning. Even the naval launches, which j

came as fast as they could be driven, j
were unable to go alongside. Among \u25a0

the Arabs there wan a panic that
could not be controlled. Many of them,
too terrified to jump, were burner! to

death. Others, throwing themselves in-
to the waves, were drowned.

The crew behaved with admirable
courage, serving out life preservers to
the last and working the pumps. When
these became useless, Capt. Charres
Littler, commander of the ship, took
the helm and directed his ship toward
tho shore as long as it could be navi-
gated. He perished at his post.

Ship's Crew Missing
F: t Officer Frank Watson, all

three engineers—Seagraves, Hislop and
NVil—eighteen of the ship's company,

and two first 'lass passengers, one of
them a boy named Grant, are missing.,
Fifty or more bodies have been recov-
ered and seventy persons rescued. It
is impossible at present to say just

how many were drowned or burned to
death, because the list of Arab pilgrims
is incomplete; but the number will
doubtless far exceed 100. .

After the vessel refused to obey her
helm she drifted around three times,

and finally was beached broadside on
the docks at the mouth of the harbor.
She Is still burning and will be a total

loss.
The British vice admiral, Sir Ashton

C. Howe, and Admiral Fisher uirected
the rescuing boats. Captain Llttler's
body, terri.lv mutilated, was landed in
the presenco o; large crowds this after-
noon which stood uncovered. The other
bodies also were mutilated and burned.

One of the rescued passengers gavo a
t.aphlc account of the disaster.

"The Sardinia," he said, "left Valetta
at 9:45 o'clock this morning. We were
Just outsic". • the harbor, and the crew
were securing the anchor, when the
cry. of fire was heard.

"Flames could be seen issuing from
the port side. A hose was promptly
brought up and a stream poured down
the ventilator, from which the flames
were Issuing, but this did no good. In
less than ten minutes the flames were
streaming out of the other ventilators.
The whole vessel amidships was
wrapped In flames. The Arab passen-
gers were told to leave the, hatch, to
which they clung desperately, but they

refused to move. All who remained
forward perished except those who
leaped into the water.

Tells of Disaster
"In the meantime naval pinnades

hurried lo the scene. They could n<>;

approach close on account of the high
seas and falling spars. The, European
passengers, being aft, were in com-
parative safety and the great majority
of these eventually succeeded in reach-
ing shore. The Arabs, among whom
were many women and children, clung
together shrieking, and but few of them
would Jump overboard, although urged

to do so by the men manning the boatd
awaiting to pick them up.

"The ship's boats were rendered us"

Rockwood, Eighth and Olive streets,
several times visited the Bekin home.

Her fictions aroused the suspicions of
the- family and the members decided
to keep a <lose watch on her when she
called again.

Judging from the woman's methods
it was believed she was a burglar of
more than ordinary ability. Her sys-
tem wa.s to walk boldly to the front
door and ring the bell. If anyone ap-
peared she would ask the address of
some person, and usually the name '

would be that of someone living In
the neighborhood. On several occa-
sions when she appeared at the Bekin
home she inquired for the address of

\u25a0Mrs. Mitchell." At other times the
tactics would be varied and the woman
would represent herself as a solicitor
for a woman's magazine, but would
have no copy of the publication to
exhibit.

Walks Boldly In
Yesterday morning the \u25a0woman

walked up the carriage drive of the
Bekin residence, rang the door bell,
and, not receiving any response, opened
the door and entered the house. Mrs.
Bekin was in the office of her hus-
band's place of business n^ar. by, and
her father, a man more than 80 years
old, was directing the work of J. G.
Dykstra, a gardener employed by Mr

Bekin. The men were In the front
yard planting some flowers. They rec-
ognized her as being the same person
who had been annoying the neighbors

by her visits. Believing the door to

be locked they said nothing, but de-

cided to watch and see what happened.
After ringing the bell the woman

waited a short time; tried the door
knob, and, finding the door unlocked,

entered the house. The two men de-
cided to capture her and give her Into
custody. Accordingly they approached
the door cautiously, but so intent were
they on catching the woman that Dyk-
stra failed to notice a folded rug in

the hall and stumbled. This fright-

ened the woman, who was heard mov-
ing about Mrs. Bekin'B room. Shouting

to the aged man to guard the* front
door. Dykstra hurried over to the

warehouse after Mrs. Bekin to notify

her and get assistance.
Escapes from Guard

While, he was away the woman
rushed out of the front door, pushed
the guard from her path and ran across
the street. She went upon the veranda
of George Mitchell's home, 1367 South
Figueroa street, remained there sev-
eral minutes, and then hurried away.

Mrs Bekin appeared and instructed
Dykstra to follow the strange woman,
and, when he met a policeman, have

her arrested.
Dykstra hurried after the suspected

LAMPHERE CASE
GIVEN TO JURY

SIX VERDICTS POSSIBLE BY
INSTRUCTIONS

Judge Lays Particular Stress on Pos-

sibility of Finding Conviction for

Arson Even if No Lives

Were Lost

[By Associated Preas. ]

LAPORTE, Ind., Nov. 25.—The trial
of Ray Lamphere for the murder of
Mrs. Belle Gunness and her three chil-
dren was finished this afternoon and
at r>:3o o'clock the .case was given to

the Jury, which at once Legan delibera-
tions to determine whether Lamphere

started the fire, that consumed the

home of Mrs. Gunness and caused the
death of the woman and her children.
This was the fifteenth day of the trial.

The entire day was consumed in

argument, Attorney Sutherland open-
ing for the state, followed by Attorney

Weir for the defense.
Attorney Worden, who has been Lam-

phere's attorney from the day following

his arrest last May, made a strong
plea for his client, and State's Attor-
ney Smith made the closing argument.

The reading of the judge's instruc-
tion, which contained twenty-nine par-
agraphs, required fifteen minutes. The
greatest stress was laid on the fol-
lowing:

"Ifyou should believe that these par-
ties met death In any other way than
thai alleged in the indictment, still you

may find the defendant guilty"f arson
under the indictment, provided you
have a reasonable doubt that the de-
fendant burned the said dwelling and
that the said dwelling wus of the value
of $20 or upward.

"The jury is Instructed that If they

believe from the evidence beyond a
reasonable doubt that the defendant
Lamphere set fire to the dwellinghouse
owned by Bello (Junaess as charged In

the indictment, then yon can flnd the
defendant guiltyof arson, regardless of

whether or not any human begin was
killed as the result of such burning."

The jury was given six forms of ver-
dict and Instructed to sign the one on
which It agreed. The forms were:

Guilty of murder In the tirst degree.

Finds Carpet Company Has Unlaw.

WASHINGTON. Nov. 25.—A sweep-

ing deportation of violators of the con-
tract labor laws has been ordered by

the department of commerce and la-

bor. Fifty-three persons, either con-
tract laborers or dependents, who came
to this country under an alleged un-

lawful arrangement with the Firth

Carpet company. Firth Cllffe, N. V.,

have been ordered to be returned to

their homes in England and Scotland.
It was charged In a. report to the

di partment of commerce and labor last
June that the Firth Carpet company
had violated the contract labor law.

The department In a statement today
says that after the examination of

I various employes of the concern it
was convinced that wholesale Importa-

tions of laborers had been effected, [n
course, of the examination some half
dozen aliens arrived in New York, all
destined to Firth Cllffe. They were
ordered deported.

Subsequently, on the report of the
Investigating officers, eighty-eight per-

sons were ordered arrested. They in-
i-luded contract laborers and their Im-
mediate families.

Firth Cllffe is a small village in Or-
ange county; New York. Practically

the only industry is the Firth Carpet
company, employing about 600 men.
The president and the princljjftl own-
era are said to be Englishmen identi-
((\u25a0•d with similar concerns In Great
Britain. A large percentage of the em-
ployes are experienced tapestry work-
ers who liavo received their training

in England ami Scotland. The de-
partment claims In its statement that
the books of the company show thatf
over $4410 had been advanced to aliens
to 'liable them to migrate to Firth
Cliffe between 1902 and 1907.

Two Days' Rioting
For two days there has been rioting

at Keasbey and a number of manu-
facturing towns along the Rarltan
river. The men employed by the Rar-
itan River Clay company went on
strike two weeks ago lor higher wages.
They marched lo the plant of the Perth
Amboy Fire Brick company and in-
duced the men there to go out. On
each succeeding day the men Increased
in numbers and marched to other
towns to induce employes to leave their
work. The strikers, nearly all of whom
are foreigners, say that they were
given to understand before election
that if Taft were elected their pay
would be restored to $1.50 a day. It
now is $1.30. The officials of the fac-
tories deny that such a promise was
made.

Seven hundred strikers appeared on
the \ streets yesterday flourishing re-,
volvers, and when the deputy sheriffs..
endeavored to disperse the gathering
they were met with a fusillade of

| stones. They continued to advance
jand the strikers retreated. A number,
of American workmen who remained
on duty at the fire prooflnscjplunt wexi

were leaving the factory last night and
today. Deputy sheriffs were put on
guard. Strikers gathered around the j
factory early today.

Foreigners Armed
The foreigners were armed with

heavy iron pipes, pitchforks, clubs,
stones and some of them showed revol-
vers, the police say.

stationed In the office of the company. ..

There was a bombardment of stones.;
and CM*f Burke says that two of his
men were slightly injured. According

to the chief < the strikers swarmed to
the door and many of them climbed
the fence surrounding the building.'
The deputies were compelled to open
fire to protect themselves. Chief Burke
la authority for the statement that

there were only two revolvers in pos-

session of the deputies. This is dis-

THREE DEAD BODIES
HANG BEFORE PULPIT

Gov. Patterson's Telegram to Sheriff

to Prevent Lynching Without

Effect—Negroes Pay th»

Penalty for Crime

TIPTONVILIjE. Term., Nov. 25.—
Throe dead bodies dangling from the
Improvised scaffold in front of the pul-
pil of a negro church, five miles from
this city, was the spectacle that greeted
a crowd of persons gathered today to
view the work of the mob which took
from the Tiptonville jail last night
Marshall, Edward and James Stein-
back, the negroes who shot and fatally

wounded two deputy sheriffs.
After the story of the proposed lynch-

ing had been sent out yesterday and
became known in Nashville Sheriff
Haines and others received telegrams

from Governor Patterson pleading with
them, "for God's sake to prevent the
lynching."

Attorney General Caldwell, at Union
City, telephoned a number of men here,
including Cheek Rarrus, father of the
special deputy killed by the negroes.
Mr. Rarrus said he was willingthat
the. law take its course, and he advißed
the mob to disperse, but notwithstand-
ing these endeavors the negroes wert>

finally taken from the jail by the mob,

placed In a wagon and driven to the
church where the negroes had com-
mitted their crime.

Here the trio were hanged and many

shots were fired into their bodies.
