FAMILY NEARLY
DIES OF POISON
ARSENIC APPARENTLY FINDS

ITS WAY INTO FOOD

Recent Activity of Enemy of Dogs and

Cats Renders Police Authorities

Suspicious of Foul

Play

PASADENA, Nov. 30.—Poisoned,
either by design or through careless-
iiiss so gross as to be criminal, .Mrs.
L. M. Vest and her two little children,
Edward, aged t>, and May, aged 6, es-
caped death today by a margin so
narrow as to be well nigh providential.

Tonight the specialists of Throop in-
stitute, headed by W. K. Gaylord, pro-
fessor of chemistry, are engaged in a
searching analysis ol th<' various food
articles consumed by t lht family at
breakfast, with every indication that
such analysis will develop traces of
arsenic as the poison which came with-
in an ace of snuffing out throe lives.

The family, mother, little son and
daughter, breakfasted at 8 o'clock in
their home at 1111 East Villa street.

Breakfast for the children consisted
i,i ,i prepared breakfast food, pur-
chased Saturday, and milk, brought to
the house at 4 o'clock this morning in

the usual glass bottle. The mother, in
addition to this cereal, drank a cup of
coffee. Part of the cereal, milk and
coffee vraa left on the table after break-
fast had been eaten.

Shortly after 9 o'clock neighbors were
terrified by the sight of the boy and
sirl staggering from the house into the
front yard, screaming with pain and
With froth issuing from their lips.
Friends ran to the assistance of the
mother, who, herself stricken, was
striving to reach her children.

Seized with Convulsions
Both little ones pitched forward in

violent convulsions. By the time they

wire carried into the house the mother
was in the throes of the same terrible
illness. Pain racked as she was, she
strove, with all the simple remedies
within her knowledge, to afford relief
to her babes.

Neighbors telephoned the news of
the case to police headquarters, and
Police Surgeon A. D. S. McCoy, with
Dr. T. A. Williams, hurried to the
house.

For a time the life of the little girl
was despaired of. She lay for hours
in a stupor, her pulse being barely per-
ceptible, her body racked by convul-
sions. The boy and mother, whether
they had eaten less of the food or be-
cause of their more rugged constitu-
tions, were out of danger by noon, but

the girl lingered for what seemed an
interminable time in the lap of death.

Every symptom, according to the
doctors, points to the poison being
arsenic. Whether this was admlnla-

-1 with intent, or became mixed in
cither the cereal or the milk through

criminal carelessness, is the point the
police are trying to discover.

No preparation of this poison could
be found in the house, and Mrs. Vest
Is positive In her statement that she
has had in her possession neither rat

might have contained it.

VOTE TO RESCIND SATURDAY
RESOLUTION OVERRULED

Advocates of Hotel Liquor License

Will Make Another Attempt at

Next Week's Meeting

of Council

council. They left, however, in dis-

last Saturday was overruled by Mayor

Wlndham and City Attorney Long.

These gentlemen Informed the council
that live would have to vote for re-
scission or the resolution would be
without effect. Last Saturday three 1

councllmen voted to put off utnil the
next general election the question oi
a table license amendment to the
charter, although nearly 1100 voters
had asked that the election be called
for next February.

This morning Councilman Callanan,

who is opposed to putting off the elec-
tion, introduced another resolution,
calling the election for February 9,

1909, Attorney Goudge of Los Angeles
spoke vigorously in support nf this
resolution, stating that justlci and
right demanded that the council hoed
the wishes of the majority of the
electors.

The petitioners for the license have
not abandoned their efforts, and it i3
believed they will make another at-
tempt at next Wednesday's meeting to
secure what they call "fair play."

MAY MAKE THIS
"AERIAL"CENTER

CONQUEST OF SKY WILL BE
UNDERTAKEN

Believed Wealthy Balloonists and

,Aeroplane Owners from the
East May Come to

Los Angeles

The Aero Club <>f California will
initiate tonight an active campaign
(or the next twslve months In pro-
moting aeronautic Interest on the Pa-
cific coast, and particularly In regard
in the winter advantages of Southern
California In ibis regard. Members of
the club believe thai It is possible to
bring to this section the balloons of
rich aerial enthusiasts for winter con-
tests and experiments, which are out
of the question In the east, thereby

itually making Los Angeles promi-
nent as an aeronautic center.

The club will endeavor to stimulate
local Interest In ihis regard in a num-
ber of ways, : 111 < 1 is planning to eiili.st
200 new members In Los Angeles. The
membership tee lias been temporarily
decreased from 15 to ;'>ti cents, with
monthly dues of 60 cents, it is planned
to admit persons who desire the ad-
vancement of aeronautics whether
they take part in ascensions or not.

Among other means members of the
i iub will make practical experiments
with gliders, which are large kitc-
shaped frames with canvas surface's,
scientifically built to allow kti' l lumt
through the air. The operator runs
off a. bank or steep hill or is towed by
hi automobile or other locomotion, and
often succeeds In going through the air
at a moderate height for a distance
sufficient to enjoy the sensation of fly-

ing. Experts consider this excellent
preliminary training for tho manipula-

tion of aeroplunes, as the resistance to
the wings of the glider is on the I

lines as with the planes of heavier-
than-air machines.

To Build Gliders
Members of tlu> club already own

three completed gliders, and enough
more will probably be built to allow
public exhibitions this-winter. Those
who participated In the contest held at
Long Beach say they were not al-
lowed a fair opportunity to show what
inn be done, and they are anxious to
make trials under more desirable con-
ditions. V

The Aero club will also consider plans
tonight for the early completion of its
aerodrome park, which comprises
twenty acres at the corner of Third and
Vermont streets. The club proposes
to fence this and equip it properly
for airship and other demonstrations
and experimental work. Balloon as-
censions which may be made this win-
ter and the dirigible flights to be con-
ducted by Roy Knabenshue will prob-
ably continue from Chutes park, as the
gas equipment, which is expensive, is
already in place there.
