The demand for call loans to carry over the
prolonged holiday caused no disturbance in the
money market and till sleft without much

effect the Indications of continued increase In
banking reserve. Evidently the increased need
of this center has drawn funds from the In-
terior, the movement In favor of New York on
balance since the last bank statement having

reached about $2,500,000.
The subtreasury operations have taken over

Produce Exchange to Remain Closed
