| KAUFMANN WINS
IN THIRTY-NINTH

BARRY’S MANAGER THROWS
UP SPONGE

CLAIMS HIS MAN HAD BROKEN
BOTH HANDS

Tosses Towel in Ring When Native
Son Seemed About to Score Knock«
out—Chicago Boy Proves Big
Surprise to the Fans

). Despite that both his hands were
broken twenty rounds previously and
his left eye had been closed for twenty
rounds; Jim Barry entered a vigorous
protest against the action of his man-
ager and chief second, Teddy Murphy,
in throwing the towel in the ring in the
thirty-ninth round of his scrap with
Al Kaufmann last night at Vernon.
He not only protested, but he tried to
keep on fighting, declaring that he was
not beaten and that he had a chance
to defeat his big opponent before the
limit of forty-five rounds.

Murphy threw in the towel after
Kaufmann had administered severe
punishment in this round and seemed
oh the verge of scoring a knockout.
After administering severe punishment
in a clinch that resulted at the first
mixup in the round, Kaufmann land-
€d a terrific swat to the stomach with
his left 'and uppercut fiercely to the
jaw with his right, sending Barry far
away. He was running up to Barry
to finish the battle when Murphy tossed
the towel in the ring. Referee Eyton
stepped in and separated them and
Barry demanded the reason for the in-
terference. When he saw the towel
on the mat he started in to fight again
and Kaufmann was willing to accom-
modate him, but the referee and Man-
ager Murphy got hold of Barry and
made him leave the ring. Murphy then
made a statement to the press to the
effect that Barry had been fighting for
twenty rounds with both hands broken
and that it was impossible for him to
win in the circumstances and he re-
fused to permit his man to be further
punished. His statement fully justifies
the actien and reflects. to his credit.

It not only was: the longest battle
sver-Tought in a local ring, but for
thirty rounds it was one of the most
exciting and furious scraps between
big men that ever has been staged lo-
cally. Both men kept up a pounding
all the time that threatened to end the
gerap at any moment, and both were
severely punished. Each showed a
punching ability that caused the ring-
side spectators to marvel, and each
showed a rare degree of gameness in
sticking on the job without flinching
under the severe punishment.

Barry began like a winner, and for
twenty-three rounds he more than held
his own. Had it been a twenty-round
fight he would have been an easy wine
ner. He was aggressive at all times,
showed greater speed and cleverness
than Kaufmann and outgeneraled the
native son up to the twenty~third
round. He worked his left hook to the
head and right to the jaw with such
regularity and accuracy that it began
to look like Kaufmann would have to
score a knockout to win. But the na-
‘five son hit his stride in the twenty-
third round and from that time until
the end he always was in the lead.

Despite the flerce battle they waged
throughout, only one kneckdown was
recorded, that coming in the thirty-
seventh round after a furious mixup.
It might have ended the battle had the
gong not sounded almost immediately
\fter Barry arose. They were fighting
sard in a clinch, ‘when they broke and
Al swung with his right to the jaw,
sending Barry falling into the ropes.
it was a clean knockdown, and Barry
ook the count of nine before arising.
He was dazed, but still knew enough to
cover and effectively block Al's at-
tempt at finishing the job. A few sec-
onds after he arose the gong sounded
4nd Barry went to his corner dazed
and much the worse for the experi-
ence.

Barry rallied and gamely set out in
the next round to even up the score,
hHut he was so tired that he could not
make good with his rushes and wild
sfvings and had Kaufmann not been
admost as weary and lacking in steam
behind his blows, he probably wyould

_ hhst. finished Barry in that und.

" Kaufmann was blowing and' much
wearied, bui Barry clearly was all in
at the gong and it seemed certain that
another round would finish him,

Notwithstanding his condition Barry
gamely went after Kaufmann at the
peginning of the thirty-ninth round,
put Kaufmann succeeded in blocking
all his leads until they clinched. They
held with one hand and fought to wind
with the other, Kaufmann being much
stronger and more effective, They
broke and Kaufmann swung to wind
with his left and uppercut hard to
jaw, sending Barry reeling backwards.
Then Manager Murphy ended the bat-
tle with the towel.

Barry was a big surprise to the fans.
He was not expected stick more than
twenty rounds at the farthest. It was
figured that Al would have to have ten
or fifteen rounds under his belt before
he would be sufficiently warmed up to
the job, but that he would make quick
work of the Chicago boy thereafter.
Instead, Barry took the lead in the
opening round and held it until after
(wenty rounds had been recorded in

. nistory. Then he began to tire and
slow down, and his blows lacked steam.
Then it was that the yellow streak of
which he had been accused of owning
was expected to be put on exhibition.
But he falled to exhibit the slightest
iinge of saffron at any time, and, on
the contrary, he stood up and fought
gamely and under a great handicap
that would have brought out the yel-
low in any fighter, if he had any.

Kaufmann did not seem to be in

dition for his best efforts,

gan to tire after the
fifth round. Bpils covered his

body and indicated that he, at least,
was not in proper physical condition.

He was slower than usual and required

a longer time to get on his stride. Had

he been &s ectly tralned as Barry
he probably would have made a better
ng. He won before the limit,
and that is about all that can

expect
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Al get a move on early in the game he
may get to the top some day, but noth-
ing short of dynamite or electricity
probably would be sufficient to make
the big native son climb into the ranks
of the speedy and clever battlers.

O’Keefe Whips Mullins

Only one preliminary preceded the
main event, being scheduled as a six-
round argument between Jack O'Keefe
and Muggsy Mullins at catchweights.
The boys entered the ring on the dot.
Muggsy looked very much like a fighter
when he entered the ring, and in that
regard was quite an agreeable surprise,
as he was pictured in the public mind
as a tryout specimen, never having
been seen in action here in the past.

Muggsy was rather awkward at the
start and, while entirely willing to mix
it, he used up too much time unwind-
ing his curves and gave O'Keefe plenty
of chance to swat him in the mush.
Muggsy put over some good ones on
his own account, however, and the
round was about even.

The second round was highly excit-
ing, as Muggsy used his head to_help
beat up O'Keefe, frequently uppo?'cut-
ting with his head. O'Keefe found
Muggsy dead easy to hit, but could not
put him out, although slamming hard
ones to the head frequently and fore-
ing the fighting.

The third was all in favor of O'Keefe,
who forced the fighting and landed
some effective blows to head and body,
but Muggsy was so awkward that
O'Keefe could not get through for an
effective punch to the jaw. Muggsy
was very tired when the fourth round
began, but he unlimberld in the last
minute and gave his rod'ers a chance
to root by landing two ¢r three effec-
tive blows to the head. | O'Keefe had
a good lead in the round, however, and
it seemed that this session woulfl end
it until Muggsy began to rally. O'Keefe
went out for the fifth round with the
intention of ending it in a hurry and
gave Muggsy a fearful beating, but he
slowed down afterward and Muggsy
ripped in a few timely and effective up-
percuts. O'Keefe had a big lead, how-
ever. O'Keefe administered severe
punishment throughout the sixth
round, but Muggsy always was there
with his gameness and weathered the
round. At the end Referee Blake gave
O'Keefe the decision.

Barry Causes Delay

The big boys were slow in appearing
in the ring and the fans set up shouts
and yells for them to hurry along. The
delay was caused by Barry failing to
show up in the dressing room until
after 9 o'clock. Kaufmann walked into
the ring alone at 9:156 o'clock and
shook hands with friends at ringside
and then went back to his dressing
room to wait for Barry to make ready.
Packy McFarland, accompanied by
Manager Harry Gilmore and Trainer
Kinealy, Jimmy Walsh and Joe Wood-
man, manager of Sam Langford, has-
tened from the train to the arena and
occupied seats at ringside. Some bets
were made at ringside, with Kaufmann
ruling a 2 to 1 favorite. Many other
bets were made on the basis of Kauf-
mann winning in twenty rounds. The
house was in an uproar from 9 o'clock
until 9:35 o’clock, when Barry entered
the pavilion from the south side and
received a doubtful reception. His
dilatory tactics did not make a favor-
able impression on the crowd or his
backers. ,

Barry entered the ring at 9:37 o'clock,
accompanied by Manager Teddy Mur-
phy, Maurice Sayers, Charlie Swanson,
Ad Wolgast and Hobo Doughterty, his
seconds. Kaufmann followed immedi-
ately, being accompanied by Manager
Delaney, Oscar Ebinger, Bill Aldridge,
Charlie White and Billy Dempsey.
While the fighters were making ready
for the batfle, Packy McFarland was
introduced and was given a great re-
ception. The crowd then yelled for
Freddie Welsh and he was introduced
and received a tremendous ovation. A
telegram then was read from Sam
Langford at San Francisco, challeng-
ing the winner. Montana Jack Sulli-
van was introduced and made a chal-
lenge to any 158-pounder in the busi-
ness for a $500 side bet. The scrap-
pers then stripped for action and posed
before the camera men, Immediately
afterward they were instructed by
teferee Charlie Eyton and the gong
for the fight to begin was rung at 9:44
o'clock.

FIGHT BY ROUNDS

First Round

They did not shake hands at the be-
ginning of the first round. Barry
missed with right and left to head, but
put left to body. Barry ducked straight
left lead. Al hooked hard left to jaw
and right to head, Barry countering
with left to head. Barry put stiff left
to head. Al hooked left to head ahd
Barry clinched. Barry ducked right
and slung left to head. Barry rushed
in with left to jaw and right to head as
the gong rang.

Second Round

Al rushed in with light left to head
and they clinched, Barry slipped out
of clinch and hooked left to head.
Barry rushed with right to head. Al
caught Jim coming in and stopped him
with left. Barry puts right to head and
they exchanged right and left to same
spot. Al swung right to ribs,

Third Round

Jim ducked right swing and missed
with left hook to jaw. Al put left to
jaw. Barry ducks into clinch as Al
leads with left. Barry rushed Al to
ropes with two rights and lefts to Jjaw.
Al sticks hard left to face as Barry
rushes in. Barry hooks hard left to
head as they break out of clinch, Al
hooks left to jaw and Barry counters
with left to head.

Fourth Round

Al puts left to face twice. Barry
rushes with right and left to head and
falls as he misses right swing. Al puts
right to head. Al puts hard left to
mouth. Barry hooks left to head as
they break. Barry ducks right and
elinches. Al puts right and left to
wind as they are breaking out of clinch.

Fifth Round

They clinch as Al leads for head that
falls short. Barry hooks right to head
as they break. Barry swings hard
right and left to head, most effective
blows of battle so far, Barry hooks
right to head in clinch. Al swings hard
right to head. Al uppercuts with right
to heart. Barry puts light right to
chin. Al hooks left to jaw and Barry
swings left to head at gong.

Sixth Round

Al hooks hard left to jaw as Barry
Tusheés in. Barry swings right to head.
Barry misses right hook as they break
and Al puts left and right to face.
Barry bleeding from nose. Al swings
right under heart. Barry puts light
right and left to jaw. Barry hooked
left to head. They swap rights d4nd
lefts, full swings, to head and Barry
clinches. Barry rushes and Al turns
and runs. Al swings right to head at

BONg.
Seventh Round

Barry puts right to wind. Al swings
right uppercut at close quarters. Barry
hooks left to jaw and uppercuts with
hight as they break. Al misses right
swing and uppercuts with left to face.

Al hooks left to face and Barry hooks

left to head. Al hooks right to jaw
lightly.
Eighth Round

Al puts straight left to face. Al put
right under heart. Barry rushed Al
with rights and lefts to head. They
clinched and fell, arising and shaking
hands. Barry swings hard right to
jaw, hooks left to jaw and rushes Al
to ropes with rights and lefts to body.
Barry puts lefts to face, drawing blood
from Al’s nose.

Ninth Round

Al hooks left to jaw and swings right
to ribs. Barry swings right under
heart and Al goes to his knees as they
clinch. Barry rushes with right to
wind and left to head. Barry hooks
right to jaw in clinch. Al puts left to
face. Barry hooks hard right to jaw,
but Al clinches quickly and prevents
further damage.

Tenth Round

Al smashes left to face. Al hooks
right to head in clinch. Al puts left to
face. Repeats. Al smashes hard left
to face. Al again puts left to face. Al
hooks another left to Jjaw. Barry
missed hard right swing to jaw, barely
grazing Al's nose. Barry hooksg left to
head. Barry uppercuts with right and
left in clinch.

Eleventh ‘Round &

Barry's left eye swelling. Al hooks
right to head. Barry swings right and
left to head as he rushes in. Barry
swings right to head. Barry swings
hard to wind and ribs. Al puts right
under heart. Al chops with left to jaw.
Al put hard right to body and lost
balance, Barry rushing in with right

tq head. ’
Twelfth Round

Al puts left to face and they begin
wild swinging, Al having much the
best of it. Al swings hard left to ribs.
Al meets Barry’'s rushes with hard
left to head. Al smashes left to face
as Barry hooks left to head. Al smashed
hard left to body. Barry put over
light right and left to head. Al swings
glancing right to jaw. Al put left to
face and Barry hooks left to head.

Thirteenthr Round

Both land rights to body and clinch.
Barry smashed right to wind. Al put
left to face. Barry hooked right to
head. Barry swings hard right under
heart. Barry hooks left to jaw. Barry
slings two rights to head in clinch,
Al swings left to wind. They exchange
rights and lefts to jaw at gong.

Fourteenth Round

Al stops rush with straight left to
face. Al jabs left to face. Al hooks
hard leit to head. Al swings right un-
der heart. Barry hooks left to head in
breakaway. Barry swings left to jaw
and repeats.

Fifteenth Round

Al swings hard right to jaw. Al
catches Barry diving in and hooks lelt
to face, Al smashes left to jaw. Barry
swings left to jaw.. Al swings left to
head. Al hooks left to head as Barry
swings left to same spot. Barry almosc
dives out of ring as he misses rushing
swings. All hooks left to face twice.
Barry rushing wildly and missing.
They fight to wind in clinch.

Sixteenth Round

Al hooks left to head. Barry ducks
viclous right swing and clinches. Al
jabs left to face. Al swings hard right
to head. arry dives in with right to
wind and Al counters with right to
head. Barry puts hard right to head.
They rough house it and Al scores ef-
fectively with right, making best ef-
forts of the fight. Al stops Barry's
rush with straight left to face. Al
hboks left to jaw as Jim rushes. They
exchange rights to body. Barry swings
hard right to neck at gong.

Seventeenth Round

Al swings left to jaw and right to
head. Barry swings left to head. Barry
uppercuts with right. Barry swings
right to wind and hard left to head.
Barry swings left to head. Barry beats
Kaufmann on boil on back. Barry
rushes with two hard lefts to head.
Barry swings left to head. Barry beats
Al to wind with hard rights. Barry
swings rights to head in clinch. Al
hooks left to jaw and Barry swings
left and right to head.

Eighteenth Round

Al hooks left to jaw and swings right
to head. They rough it, both landing
hard rights to jaw and clinching., Barry
swings right to head as they come to-
gether. Barry swings right to wind.
They eclinch and fight to wind. 'They
swap short rights to head at gong.

Nineteenth Round

Barry rushes with right to wind. Al
swings right to ribs and Barry swings
right to wind as they come to clinch.
Barry swings hard left to jaw, stag-
gering’ Al on the ropes, and followed it
with right to head, Al clinching. Barry
rushes with left swing to jaw and right
to head, rushing Al to ropes. They
meet with rights to body at’gong.

Twentieth Round

Al puts left to face. Al hooks left
to chin. They come together with
rights to heart and clinch. Al jabs
left to jaw. Barry hooks left to jaw.
They clinch and beat cach other about
kidneys. Al hooks left to face. Barry
swung right under heart. Barry hooks
left hard to wind.

Twenty-first Round

Barry swings right to head and slips
to floor. They mix it without much
damage. Both swing wildly for head
and clinch. Barry hooks left to head.
Barry swings left to jaw. Al hooks
right to head. Both swing right to
head. Al jabs left to face. Al swings
left to head.

Twenty-second Round

Al puts left to face. Al hooks left
to jaw. Al hooks right to jaw. Al
jabs with left to face and swings right
to head. Barry swings right to wind.
Al chops stiff left to chin. Barry hooks
right to head. Both hook light lefts
to head. Barry feints with right and
hooks hard left to jaw. Al swings
hard left to head.

Twentysthird Round

Barry swings left to chin. They in-
dulge in heavy infighting with even
honors. Barry rushes with left to face
and right to head. Al hooks right to
jaw. They swap lefts to head. Barry
bleeding from nose. Al stops rush with
straight left and crosses with right to
head. They stand up and slug, both
putting hard rights to head. .

Twenty-fourth Round

Barry hooks light left to head and
Al puts left to face. Al swings right
to head. Al jabs with left and misses
right cross. Al crosses twice with right.
Barry ducked vicious right. Al puts
left to face and Barry hooks left to
head. Al again jabs left to face. Al
hooks left to mouth. Al jabs left to
face and crosses hard with right, Al
jabs left to face again. Barry bleed-
ing from nose. Al crosses hard with
right. Barry rushes Al to ropes with
left to wind.

Twenty.fifth Round

Al swings right to ribs. Barry
swings right back on head. Al upper-
cuts with right in clinch. Barry's left
eye closing. They swing wildly with-
out effect.

CTING under instructions from
Prosecutor Hddie regarding the

The ordin-
ance having been upheld in the su-
perior court, will be enforced literally
by the city prosecutor, and this means
that publication of index numbers in
the entry or form chart sheets, fore-
casts of results and all reference to
betting odds will subject the offender
to arrest, Not desiring to exist on a
bread and water diet and be forcibly
restrained from the pursuit of happi-
ness and the enjoyment of my ‘per-
sonal liberty,” I do not propose to take
any chances of having to be bailed out
of jall merely to accommodate my
friends at the races. My personal
opinion of the ordinance does not seem
to have any effect upon the prosecutor,
and as he has a greater influence with
the police than myself I will let him
have his way in the madtter.
