SAN FRANCISCO, Dec. 31.—The Cal- j
ifornia branch of the National Red I
Cross association issued the following,
statement today for the direction of
those desiring to make contributions
for the Italian earthquake sufferers:

"In order to systematize the collec-
tion of funds for the aid of sufferers
by earthquake and fire in Italy the
American National Red Cross, with
headquarters at Washington, D. C, is
utilizing its state branches.

"The California branch, with head-
quarters in San Francisco, requests
that all funds which are collected by
relief associations be remitted to Allen
Knight, treasurer of the branch, 502
California street, San Francisco, and
in cities where there is no regular sub-
division of the Red Cross or other or-
ganized relief committee the banks or-
ganize a committee to collect funds for
the relief of the Italian sufferers, re-
mitting such sums as may be collected
to the treasurer.

"The California branch will remit
the moneys received to the National
Red Cross, Washington, which will for-
ward it to the proper authorities
through the state department at Wash-
ington.

FIGHT LIKE RAVENOUS WOLVES
TO SECURE FOOD; MANYKILLED

MESSINA, Dec. 31.—Afrightful scene
occurred here today amid the ruins of
the customs house.

Bands of famished individuals were
groping among the debris in the hope
of discovering food. The first of the
searchers who were successful were
attacked by others with revolvers and
knives and were obliged to divide their
findings.

The struggle was fierce. The fam-
ished men threw themselves upon each
other like wolves, and several fell dis-
emboweled in defending a handful of
dry bones or a few ounces of flour. One
of the unfortunates was pinned to a
plank with a knife, while clinging to
his hand was his little child, whom he
had sought food for.

CENTER OF SEISMIC UPHEAVAL
SITUATED OUT IN THE STRAITS

ROME, Dec. 31.—A dispatch received
here from the observatory at Ripostov
says the center of the'earthquake prob-
ably was in the sea in the southern
part of the strait of Messina.

A seismograph at Mileto continues
to record slight shocks.

Signor Stancei, a distinguished sci-
entist attached to the Florence observa-
tory, is of the opinion that the cata-
clysm was geologic rather than vol-
canic.

According to Signor Stancei the trou-
ble was caused by a subsidence of the
lower strata. As a result of this de-
pression huge cracks appeared in the
form of a semi-circle, the center of
which was the focal point of the dis-
turbance.

ENTIRE FAMILY OF PITTSBURG
DETECTIVE PREY TO DISASTER

PITTSBURG, Dec. 31.—Peter Angelo,
a city detective, today received a cable-
fram from his sister, from an Italian
port, saying: "Home wiped c t, but ail
family is safe. In great want for food.
No money or anything: else left."

Angelo pawned his jewelry and sent
$300 to his relatives.

Anxiety is felt here over the prob-
able fate of Miss D. W. Twindle, who
left here some time ago for Sicily.
Other Pittsburgers believed to have
been in the vicinity of the quake are
Mrs. Julia Goldsmith, Attorney McKel-

jvey and daughter, Phillip Randall and
a great number of prominent and
wealthy Italian merchants of this city.

Sacramento Makes Merry
SACRAMENTO, Dec. 31.—With thou-

sands of electric lights illuminating the
streets, business houses decorated with
a profusion of electrical display, with
thousands of persons blowing horns,
rattling cans and making all manner of
noise, Sacramento tonight celebrated
"Prosperity night," also New Year's
eve. The festivities started with an in-
formal procession many blocks long,
made up of an assortment of flats,
several drum corps, and several bands
of marchers in fantastic costumes.

Bodies Burned to Prevent Pestilence
REGGIO, Dec. 31.—As a precaution-

ary measure against an outbreak of
pestilence the bodies of persons killed
in the earthquake are being burned, and
strong disinfectants are being strewn
among the ruins of the city. The troops
have set up field kitchens and are bak-
ing bread in the streets. Strong guards
have been placed over clothing and
provision stores in order to prevent
their being pillaged.

Body of Consul Not Found
MALTA, Dec. 31.—A wireless dis-

patch received here from Messina says
the bodies of Arthur S. Cheney, Amer-
ican consul at Messina, and Mrs. Che-
ney have not yet been recovered.

The British cruiser Philomet left for
Messina today, carrying all the avail-
able doctors and medicines and sur-
gical appliances. British sufferers
from the earthquake will be brought
here.

Elks Proffer Aid
COLORADO SPRINGS, Colo., Dec.

31.—Rush L. Holland, grand exalted
ruler of the Benevolent and Protective
Order of Elks, tonight wired President
Roosevelt saying the Elks of the United
States were anxious to assist In alle-
viating suffering humanity in stricken
Italy, and asking the president to sug-
gest an agency through which con-
tributions could reach their destination
with greatest speed.

Guests All Perish
PARIS, Dec. 31.—A special dispatch

received here from Rome says that
ninety-six guests, including Americans,
English and French tourists, were
staying at the Hotel Trinacria at
Messina when the city was destroyed.
They all perished. The proprietor of
the Trinacria alone escaped. There
are only two survivors of the guests
who were quartered in the Hotel de
France.

Whole Regiment Drowns
REGGIO, Dec. 31.—There is reason to

believe that an entire regiment of in-
fantry was drowned by the tidal wave
at Palmi. Three hundred of the sol-
diers' bodies have already been re-
covered.

Colorado Asked to Gfve
DENVER, Colo., Dec. 31.—Gov. Henry

A. Buchtel today issued an address to

the people of Colorado requesting that
contributions for the relief of earth-
quake sufferers in Italy be forwarded to
the First National bank of Denver. The
governor reminds the people that "in
an emergency like this he gives twice
who gives quickest."

To Urge Liberal Donation
WASHINGTON, Dec. 31.—The presi-

dent Monday will send to congress a
message urging a liberal appropria-
tion for the relief of the earthquake
sufferers in Italy. The appropriation
of $50,000 of the California fund was
sent to the Italian Red Cross society
today.

Dies by Shock from Killing Bull
SAN JOSE, Dec. 31.—Phillip Hodge,

25 years old, died tonight of heart fail-
ure, traced directly to the shock of
shooting: a bull that was goring his
father to, death a few months ago.

HUTSON PROFOUNDLY
GRATEFUL TO HELPER

ADMITS WORKMAN HAS TWICE
SAVED HIS LIFE

Overheard Plot to Assassinate and on
Two Occasions Prevented Him

PASADENA, Dec. 31.—Gratitude mostprofound is the feeling in the heart of

Alfred Hutson, the negro contractor of

der Hutson.

"Napper's got a job and a home thelongest day he lives," said Huston to-

Hutson had his hand
on the shoulder of his helper, George
Napper, as he spoke, and his voice was
unsteady as he continued:

Then
when I got the bottle of brandy he
suspected it* too had been poisoned,
and when I asked him and another
friend to drink he cried out: "For
Christ's sake, don't drink that stuff, Al-
bert. Can't you see it ain't right?
There's something the matter with it,
I tell you. For God's sake, throw it
away! Smell of it if you don't be-
lieve me.'

"I smelled of it and it did not seem
right, so I threw it out, and my wife
got mad."

CIRCULATORS TESTIFY
IN MANDAMUS CASE

Believed Trustees Will Call Special
Election for Division of Harbor

City at Meeting Next
Tuesday

SAN PEDRO, Dec. 31.—A1l of the
circulators of the ten petitions which
contained the names of the 580 voters
who are asking for a division of San
Pedro went to Los Angeles this morn-
ing to testify before Lynn HeJm, the
referee appointed by the district court
of appeals, which issued an alternative
writ of mandate to compel the trustees
to act according to the wish of the
people and the state law.

The witnesses today were Lewis
Hansen, J. A. Anderson, E. D. Seward,
Ward E. Clark, V. C. Allen, Louis Ent-
ner and M. A. Kesenfeldt, they testify-
ing as to the residence of the petition-
ers being west of the channel and all
but thirteen being south of O'Farrell
street. It was shown that no signers
lived on Terminal island or East San
Pedro and but a few north of the old
boundary line on the north. The pe-
titioners were represented by Attorneys
Call, Barstow and Anderson, while J.
W. McKinley represented the San Pe-
dro city officials. A certified copy of
all the proceedings at the weekly board
meetings since November 17, the date
of the filing of the petition, was in^
troduced at the afternoon session and
a copy of the report of the city clerk
on the petition was also submitted.
The opinion of City Attorney Henry
Stieglitz, in which he stated that the
petition was legal and sufficient, was
also filed with the referee.

After it was shown that the 580 sign-
ers were legal voters and that, while in
some cases the full names were not
given, the names were the same as
those on the great register, Mr. Call
showed to Judge McKinley the opinion
of Attorney Stieglitz and the action of
the board of trustees ordering an elec-
tion. "Well," said Judge McKinley, in
a surprised tone of voice "what do
you want to mandamus them for?"
"We want them to set the date of the
election and legally call it," said Mr.
Call. Mr. McKinley asked until next
Monday morning to determine whether
he had any testimony he %vished to
offer, but it is believed that the trus-
tees will go ahead with the election
ordinance and call the election when
they meet next Tuesday afternoon.

WAGON RUN DOWN BY TRAIN,
BUT NO SERIOUS HARM DONE

RIVERSIDE, Dec. 31.— J. P. Thom-
ason, a local drayman, had a close call
from being run down by a Southern
Pacific train shortly before noon to-
day. He approached the crossing on
Seventh street going west, and ap-
parently the rumble of the wagon
drowned the sound of the advancing
train, for the engine was upon him
before he could stop his team. For-
tunately the train was coming at a
slow rate, and, although the collision
smashed the heavy wagon and bruised
the horses, no more serious injury was
done.
