ROBBER IN OMAHA SLAYS
OFFICER AND SHOOTS GIRL

Patrolman Is Kliled Instantly and
Police Have Long Chase, Rea.
warded by Capture of
Suspect

OMAHA, Neb,, Jan. 14—An unidentified
man entered the house of Anna Kilson at
Ninth and Douglas streets at 1 o'clock this
morning and held up the place. A girl, whose
name has not been learned, resisted and was
shot. The robber then started for the door,
where he was met by Patrolman Smith, into
whose body he fired a bullet. The officer died
on the spot. The woman is not fatally wounded.

A big squad of emergency officers followed
the robber to the Missouri river, where they
lost track of him for a while. An hour later,
however, they came upon a man near the
Douglas street Missourt river bridge, and cn
his fallure to surrender, several shots were
fired at him, one or more of which took ef-
fect.

He was then captured and rushed to the
emergency hospital. He had not been identi-
fled as the robber up to an early hour this
morning.

A. A. U. WANTS INDIVIDUALS TO
HOLD EVENTS FREE

Permission Is Granted Elks’ Carnival
Committee to Hold Amateur Field
Meet During the Reunion
Week in July

An important meeting of the Ama-
teur Athletic union was held last night
at the Los Angeles Athletic club and
many matters of interest to the ath-
letic world were discussed.

Five of the commissioners were pres-
ent: George Braden of Occidental,
chairman; J. B. Franklin of the Los
Angeles Athletic club, secretary; Harry
Wyckoff of Polytechnic, Dean Crom-
well of U. 8. C. and DeWitt Van Court
of the Los Angeles Athletic club made
up the meeting. Kinter Hamilton of
Harvard military academy, Dr. Sum-
ner of Pomona and Jess Beach of the
Los Angeles high school were unable
to attend.

The most vital gquestion discussed is
granting sanctions to individuals who
wanted to conduct amateur contests
for purely mercenary reasons. It was
finally decided no permits shall be
granted to any individual for an ama-
teur contest where there are to pe gate
receipts. Where no gate receipts are
charged individuals may obtain sanc-
tions from the A. A. U.

The efforts of St. Vincent's college
to place its athletics on an amateur
basis heartily were commended. It is
understood the athletics of the Cath-
olic institution in the future will be in
the hands of an athletic board and
shall be run on an amateur basis.

Sanctions were granted to the Elks
carnival committee to hold an amateur
field meet, a Marathon run and a
wrestling contest during reunion week
in July. These events are to be cham-
poinship contests for the coast. The
Los Angeles Athletic ciub will have
charge of the wrestling contest and the
Marathon run for the Elks.

The Elks made it known through Mr.
Van Court that they would not have
a boxing contest. But the Los An-
geles Athletic club applied for and
was granted a permit to hold a coast
championship boxing contest in con-
nection with the Elks festival. Mr.
Van Court will have charge of this
part of the performance.

It was suggested that Walter Hem-
pel might again“coach the St. Vincent’s
football ,team next season. It was the
sentiment of the commissioners that
all amateur cards from St. Vincent’s
college should be passed upon by the
southern commission.
