BOXING BESUMH3 LAST NIGHT

Young Swink defeated Kid Otto in
five rounds. Stopped by referee.

Dick Given« defeated Jack Woods in
six rounds. Decision.

Andy Rivers stopped Roy Moore in
second round. Counted out.

Packy McFarland defeated Dick Hy-
land. Decision.

Nobody will dispute the decision- in

favor of Packy McFarland last night in
his ten-round scrap with Fighting Dick
Hyland, yet the net result reflects al-
most as much credit upon Hyland as it
does upon McFarland. With all his
c! jverness, speed and generalship, the
stockyards champion was able only to

earn an undisputed decision and create
a demand for a return match over a
longer distance upon the same condi-
tions. Hyland was slow to get on his
stride, yet he made a showing that ma-
terially Increased his popularity here
and made him a better drawing card
than he was previous to the scrap. It
was the Al Kaufmann-Jim Barry bout
fought over, minus the result. McFar-
land outclassed Hyland in cleverness
and speed, but the native son has it on
the Chicago boy in the wallop and cool
headedness. Packy hit Hyland three
limes to one in return, yet his blows
lacked the steam that Hyland put into
his punches, and after the bout, while
everybody admits that McFarland won
rather easily, they want to see the boys
mix it over a^ longer route, believing
that Hyland would give McFarland an
awful hard rub in an extended battle.

Hyland was a distinct surprise. He
was considered a legitimate shortenaer
and due for an early trip to dreamland,
as the betting proves. McFarland was
a 2 to 1 favorite and evens were laid
that the Chicago boy would stop the
native son in ten rounds. The first
round encouraged the McFarland bet-
tors, as the battle seemed to be one-
sided and gave indications that Mc-
Farland would win by a knockout
easily within the limit. He hit Hyland
almost at will, showed such superior
speed and cleverness that it looked like
a shame to permit the scrap to go on
and easily blocked all that was sent
his way.

The story of the second and third
rounds, and it might be said that it in-
cluded the fourth, is the same. Mc-
Farland was traveling at an Attell pace
and showing things in the boxing line
that a finished boxer might be expected
to put on exhibition. He seemed to be
cleverly playing for an opening for a
knockout wallop, and that probably
was what he was doing. The opening
came frequently and he took advantage

of it, but he could not feaze the native
fon. Throughout the battle there never
was a time when Hyland was in dis-
tress. Even when McFarland hooked a
left to the jaw that sent Hyland reeling
half way across the ring he came back
and surprised everybody by his speedy
return and aggressiveness. He never
was hurt throughout the scra^p, and the
decision was won solely on points, box-
ing points, and no damage was done to
either and no suspicion of a trickling
of blood appeared during the scrap.

It was a battle of little giants—both
contenders for the lightweight title—
and Hyland proved that he will give
Battling Nelson, a stiffor fight over a'
distance that McFarland could do. The
most apparent fact proved by the bat-
tle was that McFarland cannot make
133 pounds at any hour the day of the
battle and put up his real fight. He
did not fight as he did when he met
Phil Brock at catchweights, and at no
time showed that he was as good as at
that time. He fought better than when
he met Freddie Welsh, but this only
indicates the truth in the statement
that he is a natural welter and cannot
hope to be a contender for the light-
weight title because he cannot make
the lightweight limit at ringside, as re-
quired by Battling Nelson, and have
any hope of winning.

It was a pretty exhibition and wholly

devoid of any offensive feature. Both
boys fought fairly, cleanly and honor-
ably, and the fans were pleased. No
blood w^as shed, neither sustained even
a black eye, and it at the same time
was one of the fastest and prettiest
boxing exhibitions ever staged in Los
Angeles.

Swink Stops Otto
Three preliminaries preceded the main

event. The opening number was a
scheduled six-round bout between Kid
Otto and Young Russell, and despite
that the crowd was slow in arriving the
boys enterel the ring promptly on the
dot at 8:15 o'olock. It was announced
immediately that Russell was unable
to appear ~nd Young Swink was sub-
stituted.

The boys were a bit green, but will-
ing, and after a few seconds of monkey

1 \u25a0 iiness they went to work. Swink
showed to better advantage in the
opening session and had a shade on
Otto, although neither did very much
damage during the round.

The second round was a livelier ses-
sion and found Otto getting in a few
good wallops for his own account. How-
ever, Swink showed like a veteran in
refusing to be rattled, never swung
once, but repeatedly hooked his right
to the jaw and thrice staggered his op-
ponent. It was Swink's round.

Otto showed improvement in the third
and had a shade at the end. He swung
hard to tl 3 ribs repeatedly and alter-
nated a few times with rights and lefts
to the head. Swink came back in the
fourth with a varied assortment of
. vOks and shifts that soon enabled him
to regain his lead in the scrap, and
after he had staggered Otto two or
three times with nicely placed right
hooks Oito was slowed down to a walk.

The end came in the fifth round, after
Otto had stopped several right hooks
with his jaw and was wobbling all
over the ring. Swink semed disinclined
to land the knockout punch and merely
slapped Otto with his open glove. Otto
finally backed into a neutral corner and
when Swink drew dack to swing on his
jaw Referee Blake stopped the fight.
Otto could- not raise his hands to pro-
tect himself and Blake acted promptly
and very properly.

Jack Woods, brother of BillyWoods,
ths, clever negro middleweight, and
Dick Givens went on for a six-round
bout as the second number on the card.

They met at the start of the opening
round almost at heads-on, and started
business in a hurry. Woods was too
clever for Glvens, however, and had
much the better of the milling. He used
a left uppercut and right hook to good
effect. Givens did much better work
in the second round and had an even
break at the gong. Neither did any-
thing of a sensational or extraordinary
order, however. Woods was at his best
form in the third round and had Givens
in a, bad wry in the last minute as a
result of two or three hard hooks to
the Jaw. Givens came out of cover
smiling at the gong, however, and
showed no great distress.

The fourth round was a session of
fast work by both scrappers and Givens
succeeded in getting over several fierce
wallops that slowed down Woods. The
latter also counted effectively and the
round was about a standoff. The fifth
was very much in favor of Givens. He
sailed into Woods with a furious as-
sault and planted many rights and
lefts to head. He slammed fierce wal-
lops to the wind and head and forced
Woods to take to the defensive early
in the round. The decision was fairly
earned by Givens.

Rivers Stops Moore
The semi-windup was a scheduled

six-round bout between Andy Rivers
and Roy Moore. They were matched at
128 pounds, and Rivers entered the ring
two and a half pounds overweight.
Rivers was too much for Moore in the
opening session and counted practically
all the effective points of the round.
He landed frequently with hooks to
head and jaw and had Moore stagger-
ing two or three times. After a furi-
ous mixup at the beginning of the sec-
ond round Rivers hooked his left to
jaw and swung a right to the same
spot, dropping Moore for the full count.
He got up after Referee Blake had
counted ten and seemed willing to con-
tinue, but the bout was at an end.

Lightweights Get Ovation
McFarland and Hyland were rather

slow in entering the ring after the pre-
liminary bouts were ended, and the
spare time was put in by Announcer
Leslie in nitroducing fighters and read-
ing telegrams. Eddie Kelly wired a
challenge to Ad Wolgast for a $250 side
feet, and Wolgast entered the ring to
accept and also announce that he
barred no 122-pound man in the world.
Danny Webster challenged Wolgast for
a $250 side bet. Walter Little followed
with anoother defi for Wolgast, and
the latter again accepted, stipulating a
$500 side bet and the weight at 126pounds. Frank Picato was introduced
and challenged the world at 133 pounds.
Kid Dalton accepted Picato's challenge.
Freddie Welsh entered the ring, in re-
sponse to repeated calls from the fans,
and was introduced and given an ova-
tion. MikeKutchos created much mer-
riment by stepping into the ring. After
a conference with the club officials he
was introduced as a challenger of Jim-
my Walsh for a $250 side bet. Then
Announcer Leslie balked. He threat-
ened to quit the job if any other chal-
lengers hurled themselves through theropes. After a delay of twenty minutes
the lightweights entered the ring.

McFarland was first in the ring and
was accompanied by Manager Harry
Gilmore, Trainer Pat Kinealy, Maurice
Sayers, McFarland, his seconds. Hy-
land was accompanied by Manager
Jack Perkins, Jim Flynn, Danny Web-
ster and Jack Hyland, his brother.
Their appearance was the occasion for
great cheering, partly because of the
popularity of the boys and partly be-cause the fans had become weary of
waiting. The picture man was agree-
ably absent, and after the usual delays
the gong sent the boys on their way,
with Referee Eyton as third man in thering.

Round One
They do not shake hands. They spar

Packy hooks left to jaw. Packy rushes
Dick to the ropes and puts left to face.
Packy puts left to face. Packy upper-
cuts with right and hooks left to head.
Dick smashes right to head. Dick
rushes with right to wind. They clinch
and beat each other over kidneys.

Round Two
Packy swings left to chest and Dick

They clinch and fight to body. Packy

staggers Dick with right to head, and
Dick rushes him to rop^s, putting right
to head. Dick forces Packy to neutralcorner, where they clinch. Packy
shoves Dick's head back with left and
swings right to head. Packy uppercuts
with right. Packy hooks hard right to
head. Packy catches Dick with hardright to head as they break. Packy
hooks left to head. Dick swings right
to head. Dich fighting fast throughout
round.

Round Four
Packy misses left swing and they

clinch, Dick playing to kidneys. Packy
rushes and roughs it. Packy slams left
to face. Packy swings right under
heart. Packy rushes Dick to ropes
with right to body and head and left
to wind. Packy jabs left to face and
slams right to wind. Packy rushes
Dick to ropes and hooks hard right to
jaw. Packy puts two rights to Jaw,
and Dick counters with right to head.
Packy swings right to head. Dick
puts right to head.

Round Five
Packy rushes with left to head. Dick

beats tattoo on Packy's kidneys. Packy
swings right and left to jaw. They
rough it. Both land rights to body.
Packy crosses hard with right to jaw.
They exchange rights to head, and
Packy rushes with hard right to jaw.
Packy crosses with right to jaw. Dick
hooks right to jaw. They butt heads
and rough it.

Round Six
Packy swings right to head. Packy

puts right and left to head. Packy
swings right to head. Packy crosses
with right. Dick rushes with right
to wind. Dick rushes with rights and
lefts to head. Dick swings right under
heart. Packy crosses with right to
jaw. Packy swings right twice to head.

Round Seven
Packy swings right to head. Packy

crosses right to jaw. Dick twice hooks
left to jaw. Packy swings right to
jaw. Packy crosses with right, and
Dick rushes him with right to body
and left to head. Dick swings right to
jaw. They exchange hard rights to
body. Dick swings right to head. Packy
swings right to jaw. Packy sticks left
in face and hooks right to head.

Round Eight
Packy crosses with right to jaw.

Packy puts right to body and hooks
left to head. They exchange rights to
head. Packy hooks left to jaw. Both
swing right to jaw. Packy puts right
and left to head. Dick catches Packy
with, right swing to wind as they come

together. They exchange volleys of
rights and lefts to body and head.

Round Nine .
They come together with rights to

head and clinch. Packy hooks left to
jaw. Packy hooks right to jaw, and
they rush half way across ring locked
together. Packy swings hard right to
jaw. Packy swings right to wind. They
exchange rights to ribs. Dick swings
right to heart. Dick swings right to
head. Packy puts two hard rights
under heart. They fight for body in
clinch. Packy rushes Dick to ropes
as they are clincher, both playing for
body.

Round Ten
They shake hands. They go into

rough-house clinch at once. Packy puts
right and left to head. Packy rushes
with right to wind. Packy hooks left
to jaw. Packy rushes with right to
heart and left to head. Dick swings
left to ribs. They rush together with
rights to wind and Dick slips to knees.
Packy knocks Dick half way across
ring with left hook to Jaw. Dick hooks
left to jaw. Packy swings right and
left to wind. They swing hard rights
and lefts to body and head in clinch in
which neither holds on. Packy wins.

for the season of 1909, which was the
result of a meeting yesterday between
J. Cal Ewing, president of the league;

Hen Berry, boss stockholder in the Los
Angeles club and chief booster of the
continuous baseball idea; Harry J. Le-
lande, city clerk, secretary of the Los
Angeles club and an all-round baseball
booster, at which the new club was
launched. No organization was effected,
no location of the club was selected,
and no officers were chosen; but these
men met, discussed the situation and
decided that the new club should be
organized and that it should be a real
contender for the 1909 Coast league pen-
nant. The names mentioned are suffi-
cient guarantee to the cranks that there
jwill be another Los Angeles club in
I the race next season, and that Hen
Berry and his Angels will have to get j
up and hustle if they win another pen-
nant.

Maier will be chosen as president of
the new club and Lelande will be its
secretary. Both have withdrawn from
the Angel City Baseball association,
which is the firm name of the Angel
club, and have identified themselves
and their fortunes with the new club.
Brooks also decided to go with the
new aggregation and these three men
are sufficient guarantee of the finan-
cial success of the new club.

After he was "'shown" regarding the
financial end of the negotiations,
Ewlng wound up his official visit to
Los Angeles and notified the inter-
ested ones that a special meeting of
the Coast league would be called for
Saturday next in San Francisco, at
which time the franchise will be issued
and the new club will be taken into-
full fellowship. Maier will attend this
meeting and represent the new club,
which will be permanently organized
meantime. He said last night:

"The fans can depend upon it that we
will make the new club a sure go.
Sufficient capital is assured to guaran-
tee the success of the club, and we will
stand for nothing short of a winning
club. We will organize permanently
at once and get busy organizing the
team. Happy Hogan will be the man-
ager and captain, and Berry, Ewing
and all other Coast league magnates
will assist us in selecting the team so
that we shall have a real contender for
the pennant. The location of the club
has not been decided upon, but the city
that makes the best proposition will
get it. We are open for bids, and as
time is limited, those who expect to be
considered-should not 6*lay in making
known their propositions. At this time
all cities under consideration are run-
ning a dead heat, and until their prop-
ositions are made known we will not
know the location of the club. If we
do not make Hen Berry get up and
hustle next season I am no prophet."

That Is the kind of talk the fans
want to hear. Maier is an enthusiastic
sportsman, a thoroughbred and a crank
of the thirty-third degree. He never
was connnected with a failure of any
kind, and since he is to be the directing
genius of the new ball club the fans
have every confidence in a pennant
race next season that will be as excit-
ing as it will be interesting. The rival-
ry between the two clubs will be in-
tense and the factions it will create
should materially add to the enthusi-
asm of the fans and make the game
better than ever in the southland.
