Most of the delegates prefer something ap-
proaching the Canadian plan of unification
rather than a federation on the Australian
system.

The present boundaries of the four colonies
will be abolished and they will be rendered
into similar states for local control. All powers
of government not conferred on the loeal legis-
lature wil be exercised by the centra parlia-
ment, having an upper and lower house.

The most important questions before the con-
gress on which there are differences concern
the franchises and the status of the natives.

Apart from these there looms a rock of dis-
cord against which the union is most likely to
be wrecked, if it be wrecked at all. That is
the selection of a capital. Pretoria and Cape
Tcwn are strong rivals.

The inhabitants of each consider the pos-
session of the capital Indispensable to the pro-
posed union.
